Conta ined  i n  t h i s  budget  is c o s t  of f l o o d  
i n s u r a n c e  of $ 1 5 0 , 0 0 0  pelr y e a r ,  mandated by t h e  f e d e r a l  
government, on a v a l u e  of 27 m i l l i o n  d o l l a r s  of  replacement  c o s t  
coverage .  $ 1 0 0 , 0 0 0  f o r  haza.rd i n s u r a n c e , . b a s e d  on 26 m i l l i o n  
d o l l a r s  of  rep lacement  c o s t  cove rage .  Rese rves ,  mandated by F1.

I have been a user of Lindrick W'ater Services since 1972 until the present time. 

During these years the Lindrick IJtility has raised the water and sewer rates many 
times for the maintenance repair and costs of the water and sewer system. I do 
believe that any utility must set aside a. portion of their funds in a reserve or similar 
account as well as spending budgeted1 funds on the normal repairs and maintenance. 

I am sure, if these funds were used for that purpose, during the years, the Lindrick 
Utility company would not have 1:his large expenditure to bring its system up to the 
minimum required code. 

I strongly feel that the utility user, should not be required to pay such an exorbitant 
amount, due to the mismanagement aiqd inappropriate spending of the Lindrick Utility. 
The Lindrick Utility should have used better business and financial planning, such as 
providing sufficient reserve accounts for major repairs and proper budgeting to keep 
the sewer system properly main[ained. 

The Lindrick Utility has known of the system failings and their noncompliance with 
required sewerage treatment, thlerefore they should be required to bear these costs, 
rather than passinlg them on to tlhe conisumer. 

I strongly urge you as our Public Service Commission, to deny this excessive rate 
increase to the Linidrick Utility, since the consumers should not be responsible for the 
mistakes and oversights of the L.indricCc Utility.

To the staff of the Florida Public Service Commission I ask you to please accept my sincere 
apologies for not being here to address you in person tonight. I am currently in Tallahassee and was 
unable to return for this public meeting. I have asked my legislative assistant Greg Giordano to share 
a few comments on my behalf. 

As you know I represent a portion of Pasco County. While I am neither a customer of Lindrick nor 
the legislator who represents the geolgraphic area this corripany serves, I am a member of the Pasco 
County Legislative Delegation and a concerned citizen. 

This rate case before you is not unique. We have seen other utilities attempt to saddle customers 
with huge rate increases for problerns that could have belen, and should have been, addressed long 
ago. Even though a regulatory authority has mandated tlhat this utility take specific actions, those 
mandates come in part because of the business decisions made by Lindrick. Maintenance of 
infrastructure, and ii respect for the sensitive environment along the Gulf Coast, should have been 
factored into the ongoing operating plans of this compan:y. Instead, Lindrick has chosen to, in one 
fell swoop, right its wrongs at the expense: of the customer. This appears to be a recurring theme 
among some private utility companies in Pasco County. 

Lindrick is asking for a rate increase of 130%. An increase: of this magnitude goes above and beyond 
what any rational person could construe as reasonable. Seniors and others on fixed incomes do not 
usually have pockets; so deep that they could effortlessly pay out any bill, let alone their utility bill, 
that is increased so dlrastically. I expect few if anyone in this room experienced an increase of 130% 
in their personal income last year. Yet, Lindrick feels that it is entitled to receive such an increase. 
In an article in today's issue of The S'uncoast News it is indicated that the City Council of New Port 
Richey is considerin*g a rate increase for wz;tewater services in that municipality. This rate increase,
