Maxxis Communications, Inc. ("Maxxisj hereby notifies the Florida Public Service 
Commission (the "Commiuion") of ita acquisition of certain assets of CRC. In funhcrance thereof, 
Maxxis states as follows. 

I, DESCRIPTION OF MAXXJS 

Maxxis is a Georgia corporation hcldquartcrcd at 1901 Montreal Road, Suite 108, Tucker, 
Georgia 30084. Maxxis is the primary, R!Jidated, operating telecommunications subsidiary within 
the Maxxis Group, Inc. family of co~DJ*Uea. & such, Maxxis either provides or intends to provide 
long distance telecommunications resale lei'Vices, including direct dial ("1 +'1, toll·frec (e.g., "800", 
"888"), travel card and prepaid callina cant services. Maxxis bas begun providing these long 
distance telecommunications services in certain 6tates, and is cWTCntly in the process of securing 
state regulatory authorization to provide intrutatc, intcrexcbange telecommunications resale services 
throughout the United States and in the District of Columb ·a. 

II. DESCRIPTION OF CRC 

CRC is a Nevada corporation l:leadquartered at 4275 East Sahara Avenue, Suite 6, Las Vegas, 
Nevada 89104. CRC, a switched telecommunications reseller, provides intrastate, long distance 
telecommunications services throughout e United States and in the District of Columbia. 

Ill, DESCRiniON OF THE TBANSACJ]ON 

On February 18, 1997, Maxxis and CRC entered into that certain Agreement for 1 Plus 
Services (the "Agreement'"), whereby, inJer alia, Maxxis (i) began mal'keting and selling CRC's lo g 
distance services as an independent sales agent of CRC, and (ii) obtained certain rights to the 
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subscriber bale it developed for CRC.1 
" 

Specifically, under the ~t, Maxxil obtained tbe right to acquire the aaet1 utilized 
to serve the sublcriber bue h devcJopcd for CRC (Le., customer accounts, rights under written or 
oral agreements, customer lilts) after poenti.ng certain minimum levels of revenue for CRC. In 
pertinent part, Schedule A to the Agreement states that: 

[Maxxil] own(a] tbe customer bue wbeD monthly revenues reach 
$7~000 per maadL lftbia is not reached, the customer base reverts 
to [Maxxil] after 12 months of service on CRC if a minimum 
moatbly billiDa o($500,000 is maintained for 8 consecutive months. 2 

At this time, Muxil' lalel Ed marketins ICtivitiea generate monthly revenues for CRC in 
excess of S7SO,OOO. Coblcqucatly, Max.xis and CRC seek the Commission's ~:xurrence or 
approval, as the case may be. for Max:xiJ to acquire the assets utilized to serve the subscriber base 
developed by Maxxis for CRC. 

FollowiDa the ICqUilitioa, Mlxxil will own and operate lheae assets to provide long distance 
telecommunications raa1e service~ to cuatomcn in Florida. CRC, moreover. will cease providing 
long distance telccommunicationa lei'Vicea to such customers in Florida CRC, however, will 
continue otrerin& looa diJtance telecommunications services to other customers not comprising the 
subscriber base developed by MaxxiJ for CRC in Florida.

Maxxis' acquisition oftbe CRC _. uti · to rovide tela: omm ·cations services to the 
subscriber base geocntcd by Mlxxis is in the public · t • As a result of the acquisition, Maxxis 
will asswne a1J raponaibillties for providing long distance telecommunications services to the 
fonner CRC customen. In this regard, Maxxis will incorporate CRC's service offerings in Florida, 
thereby enabling CRC'a c\lltQmen to obtain service from Maxxis under the &&~~ terms and 
conditions that those customcn pun:bucd such services. Maxxis will provide the applicable CRC
