2. BellSouth is filing this Request for Confidential Classification 

because the information contained in this response is clearly confidential and 

proprietary, and therefore, entitled to confidential classification pursuant to 

Sections 11 9.07(2)(r) and 364.1 83, Florida Statutes. 

3. BellSouth has appended to this Request for Confidential 

Classification as “Attachment A” a list of the location in the response of the 

information designated by BellSouth as confidential.
