Issue 1: Should the Commission approve Gulf Power Company’s proposed Real
Time Pricing rate schedule tariffs?

Recommendation: Yes. However, such approval should not constitute a
determination that the rate is a cost-effective conservation program whose
costs are appropriate for recovery through the Energy Conservation Cost
Recovery Clause. Gulf should be required to file on a guarterly basis
certain information on the rate, as discussed in the analysis portion of
staff’s August 5, 1999 memorandum. In addition, any proposed changes to
the manner in which the RTP prices are determined (other than the updating

of the ™M” multipliers to reflect new lambda forecasts) must be filed with
the Commission for approval.
