Issue 1: Should the Commission approve the "Disclaimer of Liability" clause 
proposed by the City of Vero Beach (the City)?

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Issue 2: Should the Commission review the existing filing requirements and 
procedures for handling municipal and rural cooperative tariff rates to 
determine if the rules need clarification? 
Recommendation: Yes. 

Issue 3:  Should the Commission approve the changes proposed by the City to 
eliminate its Curtailable Service Rate and its Qualifying Facilities 
Transmission Rate Schedule? 
Recommendation: Yes. No customers are being served under either rate and no 
customer will be affected by its closure.
