Dear Mrs. Bayo: 

Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, BellSouth and 
DSLnet Communications, LLC are submitting to the Florida Public Service Commission 
an amendment to their negotiated agreement for the interconnection of their networks, 
the unbundling of specific network elements offered by BellSouth and the resale of 
BellSouth's telecommunications services to DSLnet Communications, LLC. The original 
agreement was filed on March 9,1999 in Docket 990292-TP. 

Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Act, the Commission is charged with approving 
or rejecting the negotiated agreement between BellSouth and DSLnet Communications, 
LLC within 90 days of its submission. The Act provides that the Commission may only 
reject such an agreement if it finds that the agreement or any portion of the agreement 
discriminates against a telecommunications carrier not a party to the agreement or the 
implementation of the agreement or any portion of the agreement is not consistent with 
the public interest, convenience and necessity. Both parties aver that neither of these 
reasons exist as to the agreement they have negotiated and therefore, are very hopeful 
that the Commission shall approve their agreement.

AMENDMENT

THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
DSLNET COMMUNICATIONS, LLC. AND 

BELLSOUTH TELECOMMUNICATIONS, LNC. 
DATED FEBRUARY 16. 1999 

Pursuant to this Agreement (the “Amendment”), DSLNET Communications, LLC 
(“DSL”) and BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. (“BellSouth”) hereinafter referred to as 
the “Parties”, hereby agree to amend the Agreement between the Parties dated February 
16, 1999 (“Agreement”). 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual provisions contained herein 
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are 
hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby covenant and agree as follows: 

I .  Attachment 2 of the Agreement is hereby amended to include the rates, 
terms and conditions for the provision of Unbundled Copper Loops as follows: 

To the extent that it exists within the BellSouth network at given customer 
location, BellSouth shall make available an Unbundled Copper Loop 
(UCL). The UCL will be a copper twisted pair loop up to eighteen (18) 
kilofeet in length that is unencumbered by any intervening equipment 
(e.g., filters, load coils, range extenders, digital loop camer, or repeaters). 
The UCL may contain up to 6,000 ft of bridge tap in addition to the loop 
itself. 

The UCL Loop will be a designed circuit, provisioned with a test point and 
come standard with a DLR. Order Coordination (OC) will be offered as a 
chargeable option on all UCL loops. Order Coordination -Time Specific 
(OC-TS) will not be offered on UCLs. 

The UCL Loop is a dry copper loop and is not intended to support any 
particular telecommunications service. DSL may use the UCL loop for a 
variety of services, including xDSL (e.g. ADSL and HDSL) services, by 
attaching appropriate terminal equipment of DSL’s choosing. DSL will 
determine the type of service that will be provided over the loop. 

Because the UCL loop shall be an unbundled loop offering that is separate 
and distinct from BellSouth’s ADSL and HDSL capable loop offerings, 
CLEC agrees that BellSouth’s UCL loop will not be held to the service 
level and performance obligations that apply to its ADSL and HDSL 
unbundled loop offerings. BellSouth shall only be obligated to maintain 
electrical continuity and provide balance relative to tip and ring on UCL 
loops.
