The refunds should be completed within six months of the effective date of 
the Order. The utility should submit copies of canceled checks or other 
evidence which verifies that the refunds have been made, within 30 days 
from the date of the refund. 
the utility also should provide a list of unclaimed refunds detailing 
contributor and amount, and an explanation of the efforts made to make the 
refund. After staff’s verification and review of the refund process, any 
unclaimed refunds shall be delivered to the State of Florida Comptroller’s 
Off ice.

Issue 2: Should this docket be closed? 
Recommendation: No. Upon expiration of the protest period, if a timely 
protest is not filed by a substantially affected person, the Order should 
become final and effective upon the issuance of a Consummating Order.
