On December 2, 1999, the Department received a copy of the Aloha Utilities Corporation
application for amendment of its certification for water and wastewater service in Pasco County.
Pursuant to the Memorandum of Understanding between the Public Service Commission (PSC)
and the Department of Community Affairs, the Department will provide information to the PSC
regarding the relationship of the certificate application and the Pasco County Comprehensive
Plan, including information about the land use categories, including densities and intensities of
use. Also, information regarding patterns of development, and service needs in the County. The
Department has completed its review and offers the following comments:

Based on the current Pasco County Comprehensive Plan, the addition of service areas to
the Aloha Utilities is consistent with the Pasco County Comprehensive Plan. The territory that is
to be added to Aloha Utilities is designated Residential-3 (land use category), which allows three
dwelling units per acre, and neighborhood commercial development if the site meets specific
locational criteria. The territory added is within a rapidly urbanizing area of Pasco County.

On September 28, 1999, this Commission issued Order No. PSC-99-1925-PAA-WU
granting the partial transfer Of A. P. Utilities, Inc. to Ocala Oaks Utilities, Inc., approving
rate base for purposes of transfer, and approving Ocala Oaks Utilities, Inc.’s request to
implement rates and charges. The Order also required the Dockets to remain open pending
receipt of proof of closing of the transfer and submittal of tariffs and release of liens.

On January 5, 2000, this Commission received a letter from Carey Thomas, Vice
President of AquaSource the new owner of Ocala Oaks Utilities, Inc., stating that the
transfer closed on December 17, 1999. Additionally, the tariff revisions and release of
liens have been submitted. Since these items satisfy the requirements in Order No. PSC-
99-1925-PAA-WU, this Docket may be closed.
