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Q. Please state your name and business address.

Are you the same Steven M. McMahon that presented prior direct testimony in this case?

Yes, I am. 
Q. 
What is the purpose of your supplemental testimony?
A.
The purpose of my supplemental testimony is to introduce and support Exhibit SMM-3, SMM-4 and SMM-5.  

Exhibit SMM-3 is a revised Page 3 of 3 to the Non-Recurring Charges (NRC) Results Summary section under the NRC tab of Volume III.  The only revision to this page involves the “Pre-Order Loop Qualification Inquiry” NRC found in the “Other Charges” section of that page.  This corresponds with the tab labeled “Cost Summary” within the NRC cost study Excel file.  The reasons for the revision to this NRC are outlined below.  

Exhibit SMM-4 is a revision to the description and methodology section of the Loop Qualification NRC cost study.  This single page replaces the previous single page found in the “Other Charges” section of the NRC cost study.  This corresponds with the tab labeled “Loop Qual Summary” in the NRC cost study Excel file.

Exhibit SMM-5 includes two (2) revised workpaper pages which reflect the supporting calculations as described herein.  Pages 1 and 2 of Exhibit SMM-5 replace the original pages 1 through 3 within the “Installation Charges – Digital Pre-Order Loop Qualification Inquiry” portion of the “Other Charges” section of the NRC cost study.  This corresponds with the tab labeled “Loop Qualification” in the NRC cost study Excel file.  

The revised Loop Qualification cost study reflects an additional work function that had not been accounted for in the original cost study.  This additional work time is associated with efforts necessary to research disturber information.  The details of this modification are reflected per step #4 on page 2 of exhibit SMM-5, “Installation Charges – Digital Pre-Order Loop Qualification Inquiry”.

Q. 
Were there any other changes made?

A.
Yes.  Step #3 on the same schedule has been modified to reflect a 100% probability.  The five minutes of time that is required for each loop inquiry to research electrical parameter data and add the resultant information to the service order had previously been apportioned to the percentage of loops where such electrical parameter data would be found.  This work function and associated time is necessary regardless of whether electrical parameter data is found and the cost study has been adjusted accordingly.

Q.
What is the result of these revisions?

A.
The new study and NRC rate of $28.20 replaces the previous study and NRC rate of $23.99.
