(d) Any utility which fails (0 pay a penalty
within 30 days after its assessment by the
Commission shall be subject to interest applied to
Lhe penalty up Lo and including the datc of payment
of the penalty, Such interest shalt be compounded
monthly. based on the 30 day commercial paper
rate for high grade, unsecured notes sold through
dealers by major corporations in multiples of
$1,000 as regularly published in the Wall Street
Journal.

(7) DELINQUENT REPORTS.

(1) Any utility that fails to ile its annual report
or extension on or before March 31, or within the
time specified by any extension, approved in writing
by the Division of Water and Wastewater shail be
subject to a penalty. The penalty shall be based un
the number of calendar days clapsed from March
11, or from an approved extended filing date, until
the date of filing. The date of filing shall be
included in the days clapsed.

(b) The penalty for delinquent reports shall
accrue  based on  the utility's classification
cstablished under subscetion {4), in the following
manner for each day the report is delinguent:

1. $25 per day lor Class A utilities,

2. $13.50 per day for Class B utilities; and

3. $3.00 per day for Class C utilities.

(8) INCOMPLETE REPORTS,

{a) The Commissions Division of Water and
Wastewaler shall provide written nolification to a
utility il its report dves not contain information
required by subsection {4) of this rule. The utilily
shall file the missing information no later than 30
days after the date on Lhe face of the notification. IF
the utility lails to file the information within that
period. the report will be deemed delinquent and
the utility shall be subject to a penalty as provided
under paragraphs {7z} and (b), except that the
penalty shall be based on the number of days
elapsed from the date the information is due to the
date it is actually filed. The date of filing shall be
included in the elapsed days.

(b} A reportis incomplete if any of the schedules
required by the following forms of this rule are not
completed:

. Form PSC/WAS 4 (Rev. 12/86) for Class A
Utilities:

2. Form PSC/WAS 5 (Rev. 12/86) for Class B
Ulilities;

3. Form PSC/WAS 3 (Rev. 3/91) for Class A
or B Utilities that have multiple sysiems; and

4. Form PSC/WAS 6 (Rev. 12/86) for Class C
Ulilities.

(c) Arincomplete report will remain incompiete
until the missing information is filed with the
Division of Water and Wastewater on the
appropriate Commission form.

{9) INCORRECT FILING. [f a utility files an
incorrect annual report it shall be considered
delinquent and subject to a penalty on the same
basis as a utjlity that lails to timely file an annual
report. The classification determining  the
applicable penally, as prescribed by paragraphs
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(7Ha) and (b), shaill be determined by the latest
annual revenue higures available for the utility. The
failure of 2 utility 1o receive a report form for the
correct class of utility shall not excuse the utility
from its obligation to timely file the annual report
for the correct class of utility.

(10) INSUFFICIENT COPIES. A utifity that
fails to file one original and two copies of its annual
report shall be subject to a penalty of one doliar per
page per missing copy. The Commission will
provide the ulility with written notice that
insufficient copies were received. A penalty may be
avoided if, within 20 days alter the date of the
notice, the utility files the missing copics or requests
that 1the Commission copy its report [lor it and
remits the appropriate {ee for the copying.

(11y OTHER PENALTIES, The penalties that
may be assessed against a utility for failure to file
an annual! report in compliance with the foregoing
shall be separate and distinct {rom penalties that
may be imposed for other violalions of the
requirements of the Cominission.

Rule 25-30.111 requires exempt water and wastewater
resellers to file an annual report with the Commission.
SUMMARY OF HEARINGS ON THE RULE
No hearing was requested and none was held.
FACTS AND CIRCUMS'I‘ANCES' JUSTIFYING THE RULE
Rule 25-30.111 requires water and wastewater resellers who
have been granted an exemption from regulatioﬁ to file an annual
report. During the 1999 legislative session, the Legislature
repealed Section 367.022(8), Florida Statutes, which is the law
implemented by Rule 25-30.111. The Commission had proposed the
repeal of this law since the Commission did not have a mechanism
for finding out who should be filing the annual report. Because
the law implemented has been repealed, the Commission is

repealing Rule 25-30.111.
