Dear Mr. Bell: 

We have received your letter to Ms. Mary Ann Kelly dated June 12,2000, requesting waiver 
of penalties on delinquent 1998 regulatory assessment fees (RAFs). 

Section 367.145(1), Florida Statutes, states that “[tlhe commission shall set by rule a regulatory 
assessment fee that each utility must pay once a year . . . .” Moreover, Section 350.11 3(4), Florida 
Statutes, states that “[tlhe commission shall collect the fee and penalty, plus interest and all costs of 
collection, kom the regulated company.” The Commission cannot waive this statutory mandate to 
collect RAFs, penalty, interest, and all costs of collection. Consequently, Pine Run and Decca 
Utilities must remit the statutory penalties and interest for the period March 31, 1999 to May 13, 
1999, immediately.
