QORDER ACKNOWLEDGING NOTICE OF DISMISSAL

BY THE COMMISSION:

Oon August 27, 1999, AT&T Communications of the Southern
States, Inc. d/b/a Connect ‘N Save and d/b/a Lucky Dog and d/b/a
ACC Business (AT&T) filed a complaint against BellSouth
Telecommunications, Inc. (BellSouth) regarding improper application
of switched access charges. On September 16, 1999, BellSouth filed
its Answer and Response to the Complaint. The matter was set for
adminigtrative hearing. On December 16, 1999, Order No. PSC-99-
2465-PCO~-TP was 1issued establishing procedures and the case
proceeded toward hearing. On April 14, 2000, BellSouth filed a
Motion to Amend its Pre-hearing Statement.

On April 20, 2000, the hearing was convened at which time the
parties informed the Commissioners that settlement was reached and
a Notice of Withdrawal would be filed when the settlement documents
were final. The hearing was continued pending further notice from
the parties. On June 1, 2000, AT&T filed a Notice of Dismissal of
its Complaint against BellSouth stating that a settlement of all
disputed issues was reached in a mutually satisfactory manner.
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Because no other party has filed for intervention nor would be
prejudiced by our action, we hereby acknowledge AT&T’'s Notice of
Dismigsal. Under the circumstances, we further find that
BellSouth’s Motion to Amend its Prehearing Statement is moot.

Based on the foregoing, it is

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that AT&T
Communications of the Southern States, Inc. d/b/a Connect ‘N Save
and d/b/a Lucky Dog and d/b/a ACC Business’s Notice of Dismissal of
its Complaint against BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. 1is
acknowledged.

This
filing must be completed within thirty (30) days after the issuance
of this order, pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate
Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form specified in
Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
