The water supply and treatment
facilities and the wastewater transmission, treatment and disposal facilities are operated a
minimum of 6 hours per day 5 days per week with weekend visits by a licensed contract
Operator. The Operator is also on call 24 hours a day, 7 days a week for emergencies.
The utility also has a Professional Engineer, on retainer, to assist in the operations,
maintenance and regulatory compliance of the water and wastewater facilities.
Additionally, a utility Contractor is on retainer to complete emergency repairs, major
equipment repair and replacement and major modifications to the facilities.

The utility has the financial ability to render reasonable, sufficient and adequate service
as it has for the past 30 years. The cost of operating the utility and providing reasonable,
sufficient and adequate service is financed from the rates and charges. Additionally,
Palm Valley is owned by CWS Communities LP which has a large asset base and is able
to maintain the operations of the utility.

The construction of the expansion, including the water and wastewater facilities, will be
financed by CWS Communities LP. The construction cost of the water and wastewater
facilities will be recovered through impact fees, rates and charges.
