Section 364.337 (3), Florida Statutes, requires the following: 

The commission shall grant a certificate of authority to provide intrastate interexchange 
telecommunications service upon a showing that the applicant has sufficient technical, 
financial, and managerial capability to provide such service in the geographic area proposed 
to be served. 

Also Section 364.01 (3) and (4) states that: 

(3) The Legislature finds that the competitive provision of telecommunications service, 
including local exchange telecommunications service, is in the public interest. 

and 
(4)(d) The Commission shall exercise its exclusive jurisdiction in order to: (d) Promote 
competition by encouraging new entrants into telecommunications markets ... 

Regarding the showing offinancial capability, the Finance staff has analyzed the unaudited financial 
statements ofCbeyond Communications, LLC (Cbeyond) for the period, January I through May 31, 
2000. The applicant requested confidential treatment of Cbeyond's financial statements. 

In this matter, Cbeyond is asking for a certificate to provide interexchange telecommunications 
service. The applicant attests to its financial capability to provide and maintain the proposed 
telecommunications service by noting that it has the necessary financial resources as demonstrated 

APP by its financial statements. It attests that it has access to ample capital to fund the construction and 
CAF operation of its telecommunications network and to meet any lease and ownership obligations. CMP 
COM Based on its financial statements, Cbeyond has adequate liquidity and positive common equity.
