The purpcse o©f this meeting is to give customers and other
interested persons an opportunity to cffer comments to the Public
Service Commission Staff regarding the quality of service the utility
provides, the proposed rate increase, and to ask questions and comment
on staff’s preliminary rates included in this notice as well as other
igssues. Staff members will summarize C.S. Water’'s proposed filing,
the preliminary work accomplished, and answer questions to the extent
possible. A representative from the utility has also been invited to
respond to questions.

At the beginning of the meeting, procedures will be established
for the order of comments. The Public Service Commission Staff will
have sign-up sheets, and customers will be called to speak in the
order that they sign-up. Public Service Commission Staff will be
available to coordinate customers’ comments and to assist members of
the public.

BACKGROUND

C.85. Water 1is a Class C water utility providing service to
approximately 377 customers, 363 residential customers, and 14 general
service customers, in Pasco County. The utility’s adjusted revenues
for the test period are $66,749 with adjusted operating expenses of
566,907 resulting in a net operating loss of $158 for the test period.
The test period for setting rateg 1ig the historical twelve month
period ending June 30, 2000.

PROCEDURES AFTER CUSTOMER MEETINGS

After the meetings, Public Service Commission Staff will prepare
a recommendation which is scheduled to be submitted to the Commission
on January 18, 2001. The Public Service Commission will then vote on
staff’s recommendation at its January 30, 2001, agenda conference.
The Commission will thereafter issue a proposed agency action (PAA)
order containing rates which may be different from those contained in
staff’s final recommendation. Substantially affected persons have 21
days from the date the PAA order is issued to protest the Commission’s
proposed agerncy action order. Five to ten customers or persons who
attend the meeting and who wish to receive a copy of the
recommendation and the order should sco indicate at the meeting. Those
individuals are expected to distribute the information in the
recommendation and the order to customers. Anyone who is unable to
attend and who wishes to obtain a copy of the recommendation or the
order may do so in writing to the Commisgsion at the address at the end
of this notice.
