Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Teleoommunications Act of 1996, BellSouth and 
Kancharla Corporation are submitting to the Florida Public Service comrmssl . ‘on their 
negotiated agreement for the purchase of Bellsouth’s telecommunictions services for the 
purpose of resale to end users by Kancharla Corporation. 

Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Act, the Commission is charged with approving or 
rejecting the negotiated agreement between Bellsouth and Kancharla Corpination within 
90 days of its submidon. The Act provides that the Commission may only reject such an 
agreement if it 6nds that the agreement or any portion of the agreement chsenrmna tes 
against a telecommunicatians carrier not a party to the agreement or the imphentation of 
the a m e n t  or any portion of the agreement is not co-ent with the public interest, 
convenience and n d t y .  Both parties aver that neither of these misons exist as to the 
agreement they have negotiated and therefore, are very hopeful that the Commws * ‘onshall

The Agreement entered into by and between Kancharla 
Corporation and BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc., dated 10/02/2000, for the 
state(s) of Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, North 
Carolina, South Carolina and Tennessee consists of the following: 
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AGREEMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT is made by and between BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc., 
(“BellSouth”), a Georgia corporation, and Kancharla Corporation, an Alabama corporation, and 
shall be deemed effective as of October 2, 2000. This Agreement may refer to either BellSouth 
or Kancharla Corporation or both as a “Party” or “Parties.” 

W I T N E S S E T H  

WHEREAS, BellSouth is a local exchange telecommunications company authorized 
to provide telecommunications services in the states of Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, 
Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina and Tennessee; and 

WHEREAS, Kanchz rla Corporation is or seeks to become a CLEC authorized to 
provide telecommunications services in the states of Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, 
Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina, and Tennessee; and 

WHEREAS, Kancharla Corporation wishes to resell BellSouth’s telecommunications 
services and purchase network elements and other services, and the Parties wish to interconnect 
their facilities and exchange traffic pursuant to sections 25 1 and 252 of the Act.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements contained herein, . 
BellSouth and Kancharla Corporation agree as follows: 

1. Definitions 

Affiliate is defined as a person that (directly or indirectly) owns or controls, is 
owned or controlled by, or is under common ownership or control with, another 
person. For purposes of this paragraph, the term “own” means to own an equity 
interest (or equivalent thereof) of more than I O  percent. 

Commission is defined as the appropriate regulatooly agency in each of 
BellSouth’s nine state region, Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, 
Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina, and Tennessee. 

Competitive Local Exchange Carrier (CLEC) means a telephone company 
certificated by the Commission to provide local exchange service within 
BellSouth‘s franchised area. 

End User means the ultimate user of the Telecommunications Service. 

FCC means the Federal Communication Commission.

Telecommunications means the transmission, between or among points specified 
by the user, of information of the user’s choosing, without change in the form or 
content of the information as sent and received. 

Telecommunications Service means the offering of telecommunications for a fee 
directly to the public, or to such classes of users as to be effectively available 
directly to the public, regardless of the facilities used. 

Telecommunications Act of 1996 (“Act”) means Public Law 104- 104 of the 
United States Congress effective February 8, 1996. The Act amended the 
Communications Act of 1934 (47, U.S.C. Section 1 et. seq.). 

Term of the Agreement 

The term of this Agreement shall be two years, beginning October 2, 2000 and 
shall apply to the state(s) of Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, 
Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina, and Tennessee. 

The Parties agree that by no earlier than two hundred seventy (270) days and no i 
later than one hundred and eighty (1 80) days prior to the expiration of this 
Agreement, they shall commence negotiations for a new agreement to be effective 
beginning on the expiration date of this Agreement (“Subsequent Agreement”). If 
as of the expiration of this Agreement, a Subsequent Agreement has not been 
executed by the Parties, then except as set forth in Section 2.3.2 below, this 
Agreement shall continue on a month-to-month basis while a Subsequent 
Agreement is being negotiated. The Parties’ rights and obligations with respect to 
this Agreement after expiration shall be as set forth in Section 2.3 below. 

If, within one hundred and thirty-five (135) days of commencing the negotiation 
referred to in Section 2.2 above, the Parties are unable to negotiate new terms, 
conditions and prices for a Subsequent Agreement, either Party may petition the 
Commission to establish appropriate terms, conditions and prices for the 
Subsequent Agreement pursuant to 47 U.S.C. 252. In the event the Commission 
does not issue its order prior to the expiration date of this Agreement, or if the 
Parties continue beyond the expiration date of this Agreement to negotiate the 
Subsequent Agreement without Commission intervention, the terms, conditions 
and prices ultimately ordered by the Commission, or negotiated by the Parties, 
will be effective retroactive to the day following the expiration date of this 
Agreement.

Except as set forth in Section 2.3.2 below, Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the 
event that as of the date of expiration of this Agreement and conversion of this 
Agreement to a month-to-month term, the Parties have not entered into a 
Subsequent Agreement and no arbitration proceeding has been filed in accordance 
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with Section 2.3 above, then either Party may terminate this Agreement upon sixty 
(60) days notice to the other Party. In the event that BellSouth terminates this 
Agreement as provided above, BellSouth shall continue to offer services to 
Kancharla Corporation pursuant to the terms, conditions and rates set forth in 
BellSouth’s Statement of Generally Available Terms (SGAT) to the extent an 
SGAT has been approved by the applicable Commission(s). If any state 
Commission has not approved a BellSouth SGAT, then upon BellSouth’s 
termination of this Agreement as provided herein, BellSouth will continue to 
provide sei . xes to Kancharla Corporation pursuant to BellSouth’s then current 
standard interconnection agreement. In the event that the SGAT or BellSouth’s 
standard interconnection agreement becomes effective as between the Parties, the 
Parties may continue to negotiate a Subsequent Agreement, and the terms of such 
Subsequent Agreement shall be effective as of the date of execution. 

Notwithstanding Section 2.3 above, in the event that as of the date of expiration of 
this Agreement the Parties have not entered into a Subsequent Agreement and (1) 
no arbitration proceeding has been filed in accordance with Section 2.2 above, and 
( 2 )  Kancharla Corporation either is not certified as a CLEC in any particular state 
to which this Agreement applies or has not ordered any services under this 
Agreement as of the date of  expiration, then this Agreement shall not continue OR 
a month to month basis but shall be deemed terminated as of the expiration date i 
hereof.

Kancharla Corporation shall pay charges for Operational Support Systems (OSS) 
as set forth in this Agreement in Attachment 1 andor in Attachments 2 , 3  and 5, 
as applicable. 

Parity 

When Kancharla Corporation purchases, pursuant to Attachment 1 of this 
Agreement, telecommunications services from BellSouth for the purposes of 
resale to end users, BellSouth shall provide said services so that the services are 
equal in quality, subject to the same conditions, and provided within the same 
provisioning time intervals that BellSouth provides to its affiliates, subsidiaries 
and end users. To the extent technically feasible, the quality of a Network 
Element, as well as the quality of the access to such Network Element provided by 
BellSouth to Kancharla Corporation shall be at least equal in quality to that which 
BellSouth provides to itself, its affiliates or any other telecommunications carrier. 
The quality of the interconnection between the networks of BellSouth and the 
network of Kancharla Corporation shall be at a level that is equal to that which 
BellSouth provides itself, a subsidiary, an Affiliate, or any other party. The 
interconnection facilities shall be designed to meet the same technical criteria and 
service standards that are used within BellSouth’s network and shall extend to a 
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consideration of service quality as perceived by end users and service quality as 
perceived by Kancharla Corporation. 

White Pages Listings 

BellSouth shall provide Kancharla Corporation and their customers access to 
white pages directory listings under the following terms: 

Listings. Kancharla Corporation shall provide all new, changed and deleted 
listings on a timely basis and BellSouth or its agent will include Kancharla 
Corporation residential and business customer listings in the appropriate White 
Pages (residential and business) or alphabetical directories. Directory listings will 
make no distinction between Kancharla Corporation and BellSouth subscribers. 

Rates. So long as Kancharla Corporation provides subscriber listing information 
to BellSouth in accordance with Section 5.3 below, BellSouth shall provide to 
Kancharla Corporation one ( I )  primary White Pages listing per Kancharla 
Corporation subscriber at no charge other than applicable service order charges as 
set forth in BellSouth’s tariffs. 

Procedures for Submitting Kancharla Corporation Subscriber Information are i 
found in BellSouth’s Ordering Guide for manually processed listings and in the i 
Local Exchange Ordering Guide for mechanically submitted listings. 

Notwithstanding any provision(s) to the contrary, Kancharla Corporation shall 
provide to BellSouth, and BellSouth shall accept, Kancharla Corporation’s 
Subscriber Listing Information (SLI) relating to Kancharla Corporation’s 
customers in the geographic area(s) covered by this Interconnection Agreement. 
Kancharla Corporation authorizes BellSouth to release all such Kancharla 
Corporation SLI provided to BellSouth by Kancharla Corporation to qualifymg 
third parties via either license agreement or BellSouth’s Directory Publishers 
Database Service (DPDS), General Subscriber Services Tariff, Section A38.2, as 
the same may be amended from time to time. Such CLEC SLI shall be 
intermingled with BellSouth’s own customer listings and listings of any other 
CLEC that has authorized a similar release of SLI. Where necessary, BellSouth 
will use good faith efforts to obtain state commission approval of any necessary 
modifications to Section A38.2 of its tariff to provide for release of third party 
directory listings, including modifications regarding listings to be released 
pursuant to such tariff and BellSouth’s liability thereunder. BellSouth’s 
obligation pursuant to this Section shall not arise in any particular state until the 
commission of such state has approved modifications to such tariff. 

No compensation shall be paid to Kancharla Corporation for BellSouth’s receipt 
of Kancharla Corporation 
SLI, or for the subsequent release to third parties of such SLI. In addition, to the 
extent BellSouth incurs costs to modify its systems to enable the release of

BellSouth shall not be liable for the content or accuracy of any SLI provided by 
Kancharla Corporation under this Agreement. Kancharla Corporation shall

Unlisted/Non-Published Subscribers. Kancharla Corporation will be required to 
provide to BellSouth the names, addresses and telephone numbers of all 
Kancharla Corporation customers that wish to be omitted from directories. i

Inclusion of Kancharla Corporation Customers in Directorv Assistance Database. 
BellSouth will include and maintain Kancharla Corporation subscriber listings in 
BellSouth’s Directory Assistance databases at no recumng charge and Kancharla 
Corporation shall provide such Directory Assistance listings at no recumng 
charge. BellSouth and Kancharla Corporation will formulate appropriate 
procedures regarding lead-time, timeliness, format and content of listing 
information. 

Listing Information Confidentiality. BellSouth will accord Kancharla 
Corporation’s directory listing information the same level of confidentiality that 
BellSouth accords its own directory listing information, and BellSouth shall limit 
access to Kancharla Corporation’s customer proprietary confidential directory 
information to those BellSouth employees who are involved in the preparation of 
listings. 

ODtional Listings. Additional listings and optional listings will be offered by 
BellSouth at tariffed rates as set forth in the General Subscriber Services Tariff. 

Deliverv. BellSouth or its agent shall deliver White Pages directories to 
Kancharla Corporation subscribers at no charge or as specified in a separate 
BAPCO agreement.

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Bona Fide RequesVNew Business Request Process for Further Unbundling 

BellSouth shall, upon request of Kancharla Corporation, provide to Kancharla 
Corporation access to its network elements at any technically feasible point for the 
provision of Kancharla Corporation's telecommunications service where such 
access is necessary and failure to provide access would impair the ability of 
Kancharla Corporation to provide services that it seeks to offer. Any request by 
Kancharla Corporation for access to a network element, interconnection option, or 
for the provisioning of any service or product that is not already available shall be 
treated as a Bona Fide RequestNew Business Request, and shall be submitted to 
BellSouth pursuant to the Bona Fide RequestNew Business Request process set 
forth in Exhibit I hereto.

Court Ordered Requests for Call Detail Records and Other Subscriber 
Information 

Subpoenas Directed to BellSouth. Where BellSouth provides resold services or 
local switching for Kancharla Corporation, BellSouth shall respond to subpoenas 
and court ordered requests delivered directly to BellSouth for the purpose of 
providing call detail records when the targeted telephone numbers belong to 
Kancharla Corporation end users. Billing for such requests will be generated by 
BellSouth and directed to the law enforcement agency initiating the request. 
BellSouth shall maintain such information for Kancharla Corporation end users 
for the same length of time it maintains such information for its own end users. 

Subpoenas Directed to Kancharla Corporation. Where BellSouth is providing to 
Kancharla Corporation telecommunications services for resale or providing to 
Kancharla Corporation the local switching function, then Kancharla Corporation 
agrees that in those cases where Kancharla Corporation receives subpoenas or court 
ordered requests regarding targeted telephone numbers belonging to Kancharla 
Corporation end users, and where Kancharla Corporation does not have the 
requested information, Kancharla Corporation will advise the law enforcement 
agency initiating the request to redirect the subpoena or court ordered request to 
BellSouth for handling in accordance with 7.1 above.

In all other instances, where either Party receives a request for information involving 
the other Party’s end user, the Party receiving the request will advise the law 
enforcement agency initiating the request to redirect such request to the other Party. 

Liability and Indemnification 

Kancharla Corporation Liability. In the event that Kancharla Corporation consists 
of two (2) or more separate entities as set forth in this Agreement and/or any 
Amendments hereto, all such entities shall be jointly and severally liable for the 
obligations of Kancharla Corporation under this Agreement. 

Liabilitv for Acts or Omissions of Third Parties. BellSouth shall not be liable to 
Kancharla Corporation for any act or omission of another telecommunications 
company providing services to Kancharla Corporation. 

Limitation of Liability 

Except for any indemnification obligations of the Parties hereunder, each Party’s 
liability to the other for any loss, cost, claim, injury or liability or expense, 
including reasonable attorney’s fees relating to or arising out of any negligent act, 
or omission in its performance of this Agreement whether in contract or in tort, i 
shall be limited to a credit for the actual cost of the services or functions not . 
performed or improperly performed. 

Limitations in Tariffs. A Party may, in its sole discretion, provide in its tariffs and 
contracts with its End Users and third parties that relate to any service, product or 
function provided or contemplated under this Agreement, that to the maximum 
extent permitted by Applicable Law, such Party shall not be liable to the End User 
or third Party for (i) any loss relating to or arising out of this Agreement, whether 
in contract, tort or otherwise, that exceeds the amount such Party would have 
charged that applicable person for the service, product or function that gave rise to 
such loss and (ii) Consequential Damages. To the extent that a Party elects not to 
place in its tariffs or contracts such limitations of liability, and the other Party 
incurs a loss as a result thereof, such Party shall indemnify and reimburse the 
other Party for that portion of the loss that would have been limited had the first 
Party included in its tariffs and contracts the limitations of liability that such other 
Party included in its own tariffs at the time of such loss. 

Neither BellSouth nor Kancharla Corporation shall be liable for damages to the 
other Party’s terminal location, equipment or End User premises resulting from

Ownershio of Intellectual ProDerty. Any intellectual property which originates 
from or is developed by a Party shall remain the exclusive property of that Party.

Proprietarv and Confidential Information. It may be necessary for BellSouth and 
Kancharla Corporation, each as the “Discloser,” to provide to the other party, as 
“Recipient,” certain proprietary and confidential information (including trade 
secret information) including but not limited to technical, financial, marketing, 
staffing and business plans and information, strategic information, proposals, 
request for proposals, specifications, drawings, prices, costs, procedures, 
processes, business systems, software programs, techniques, customer account 
data, call detail records and like information (collectively the “Information”).

BellSouth shall have no contact with the 
End User except to the extent provided for herein. Each Party shall provide to the 
other a toll-free contact number for purposes of repair and maintenance. 

BellSouth will continue to bill the End User for any services that the End User 
specifies it wishes to receive directly from BellSouth. BellSouth maintains the 
right to serve directly any End User within the service area of Kancharla 
Corporation. BellSouth will continue to market directly its own 
telecommunications products and services and in doing so may establish 
independent relationships with End Users of Kancharla Corporation. Neither Party 
shall interfere with the right of any person or entity to obtain service directly from 
the other Party. 

When a subscriber of Kancharla Corporation or BellSouth elects to change hisiher 
camer to the other party, both parties agree to release the subscriber’s service to 
the other party concurrent with the due date of the service order, which shall be 
established based on the standard interval for the subscriber’s requested service as 
set forth in BellSouth Product and Services Interval Guide. 

BellSouth and Kancharla Corporation will refrain from contacting subscribers 
who have placed or whose selected camer has placed on their behalf an order to 
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change hisiher service provider from BellSouth or Kancharla Corporation to the 
other party until such time that the order for service has been completed. 

Current telephone numbers may normally be retained by the End User and are 
assigned to the service furnished, However, neither Party nor the End User has a 
property right to the telephone number or any other call number designation 
associated with services furnished by BellSouth, and no right to the continuance 
of service through any particular central office. BellSouth reserves the right to 
change such numbers, or the central office designation associated with such 
numbers, or both, whenever BellSouth deems it necessary to do so in the conduct 
of its business and in accordance with BellSouth practices and procedures on a 
nondiscriminatory basis. 

For the purpose of the resale of BellSouth’s telecommunications services by 
Kancharla Corporation, BellSouth will provide Kancharla Corporation with on 
line access to telephone numbers for reservation on a first come first served basis. 
Such reservations of telephone numbers, on a pre-ordering basis shall be f0r.a 
period of ninety (90) days. Kancharla Corporation acknowledges that there may 
be instances where there is a shortage of telephone numbers in a particular 
Common Language Location Identifier Code (CLLIC) and in such instances 
BellSouth may request that Kancharla Corporation cancel its reservations of i 
numbers. Kancharla Corporation shall comply with such request. t 

Further, upon Kancharla Corporation’s request, and for the purpose of the resale 
of BellSouth’s telecommunications services by Kancharla Corporation, BellSouth 
will reserve up to 100 telephone numbers per CLLIC, for Kancharla Corporation’s 
sole use. Such telephone number reservations shall be valid for ninety (90) days 
from the reservation date. Kancharla Corporation acknowledges that there may be 
instances where there is a shortage of telephone numbers in a particular CLLIC 
and in such instances BellSouth shall use its best efforts to reserve for a ninety 
(90) day period a sufficient quantity of Kancharla Corporation’s reasonable need 
in that particular CLLIC. 

Service is furnished subject to the condition that it will not be used for any 
unlawful purpose. 

Service will be discontinued if any law enforcement agency advises that the 
service being used is in violation of the law. 

BellSouth can refuse service when it has grounds to believe that service will be 
used in violation of the law. 

BellSouth will cooperate with law enforcement agencies with subpoenas and court 
orders relating to Kancharla Corporation’s End Users, pursuant to Section 7 of the 
General Terms and Conditions. 
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If Kancharla Corporation or its End Users utilize a BellSouth resold 
telecommunications service in a manner other than that for which the service was 
originally intended as described in BellSouth’s retail tariffs, Kancharla 
Corporation has the responsibility to notify BellSouth. BellSouth will only 
provision and maintain said service consistent with the terms and conditions of 
the tariff describing said service. 

Facilities and/or equipment utilized by BellSouth to provide service to Kancharla 
Corporation remain the property of BellSouth. 

White page directory listings for Kancharla Corporation End Users will be 
provided in accordance with Section 5 of the General Terms and Conditions. 

BellSouth provides electronic access to customer record information. Access is 
provided through the Local Exchange Navigation System (LENS) and the 
Teleconimunications Access Gateway (TAG). Customer Record Information 
includes but is not limited to, customer specific information in CRIS and RSAG. 
In addition, Kancharla Corporation shall provide to BellSouth access to customer 
record information including electronic access where available. Otherwise, upon 
request by BellSouth Kancharla Corporation shall provide paper copies of 
customer record information within a reasonable period of time. Customer 
Record Information is equivalent to but not limited to the type of customer

specific information contained in CRIS and RSAG. The Parties agree not to view, 
copy, or otherwise obtain access to the customer record information of any 
customer without that customer’s permission, and further agrees that Kancharla 
Corporation and BellSouth will obtain access to customer record information only 
in strict compliance with applicable laws, rules, or regulations of the State in 
which the service is provided. 

All costs incurred by BellSouth to develop and implement operational interfaces 
shall be recovered from CLECs who utilize the interfaces. Charges for use of 
Operational Support Systems (OSS) shall be as set forth in Exhibit A of this 
Attachment. 

Where available to BellSouth’s End Users, BellSouth shall provide the following 
telecommunications services at a discount to allow for voice mail services: 

Message Waiting Indicator (“MWI”), stutter dialtone and message waiting 
light feature capabilities 

Call Forward Busy Line (“CFIB”) 
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Further, BellSouth messaging services set forth in BellSouth’s Messaging Service 
Information Package shall be made available for resale without the wholesale 
discount. 

BellSouth shall provide branding for, or shall unbrand, voice mail services for 
Kancharla Corporation per the Bona Fide Requesmew Business Request process 
as set forth in Section 6 of the General Terms and Conditions. 

BellSouth’s Inside Wire Maintenance Service Plan is available for resale at rates, 
terms and conditions as set forth by BellSouth and without the wholesale 
discount. 

If Kancharla Corporation requires a special assembly, Kancharla Corporation shall 
pay the costs incurred by BellSouth for providing the requested special assembly. 
BellSouth will provide the costs to Kancharla Corporation prior to providing the 
service. Such costs could include both recurring and non-recurring charges and 
shall not be subject to the wholesale discount but shall exclude any cost 
attributable to any marketing, billing collection or other costs that will be avoided 
by BellSouth in providing service to Kancharla Corporation . 

BellSouth shall provide 91 I/E911 for Kancharla Corporation customers in the 
same manner that it is provided to BellSouth customers. BellSouth shall provid$ 
and validate Kancharla Corporation customer information to the PSAP. 
BellSouth shall use its service order process to update and maintain, on the same 
schedule that it uses for its customers, the Kancharla Corporation customer 
service information in the ALVDMS (Automatic Location IdentificatiodLocation 
Information) databases used to support 91 liE911 services. 

BellSouth shall bill, and Kancharla Corporation shall pay, the End User line 
charge associated with implementing Number Portability as set forth in 
BellSouth’s FCC No. 1 tariff. This charge is not subject to the wholesale 
discount. 

Pursuant to 47 CFR Section 51.617, BellSouth will bill to Kancharla Corporation, 
and Kancharla Corporation shall pay, End User common line charges identical to 
the End User common line charges BellSouth bills its End Users. 

BellSouth’s Provision of Services to Kancharla Corporation 

Resale of BellSouth services shall be as follows: 

The resale of telecommunications services shall be limited to users and uses 
conforming to the class of service restrictions.

Hotel and Hospital PBX services are the only telecommunications services 
available for resale to HoteVMotel and Hospital End Users, respectively. 
Similarly, Access Line Service for Customer Provided Coin Telephones is the 
only local service available for resale to Payphone Service Provider (PSP) 
customers. Shared Tenant Service customers can only be sold those local 
exchange access services available in BellSouth’s A23 Shared Tenant Service 
Tariff in the states of Florida, Georgia, North Carolina and South Carolina, and in 
A27 in the states of Alabama, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi and Tennessee. 

BellSouth reserves the right to periodically audit services purchased by Kancharla 
Corporation to establish authenticity of use. Such audit shall not occur more than 
once in a calendar year. Kancharla Corporation shall make any and all records 
and data available to BellSouth or BellSouth’s auditors on a reasonable basis. 
BellSouth shall bear the cost of said audit. Any information provided by 
Kancharla Corporation for purposes of such audit shall be deemed Confidential 
Information pursuant to the General Terms and Conditions of this Agreement. 

Subject to Exhibit B hereto, resold services can only be used in the same manner 
as specified in BellSouth’s Tariffs. Resold services are subject to the same terms 
and conditions as are specified for such services when furnished to an individual 
End User of BellSouth in the appropriate section of BellSouth’s Tariffs. Specific/ 
tariff features (e.g. a usage allowance per month) shall not be aggregated across 
multiple resold services. 

Kancharla Corporation may resell services only within the specific service area as 
defined in its certificate of operation approved by the Commission. 

Maintenance of Services 

Kancharla Corporation will adopt and adhere to the standards contained in the 
applicable CLEC Work Center Operational Understanding Agreement regarding 
maintenance and installation of service. 

Services resold pursuant to this Attachment and BellSouth’s General Subscriber 
Service Tariff and Private Line Service Tariff and facilities and equipment 
provided by BellSouth shall be maintained by BellSouth. 

Kancharla Corporation or its End Users may not rearrange. move, disconnect, 
remove or attempt to repair any facilities owned by BellSouth except with the 
written consent of BellSouth. 

Kancharla Corporation accepts responsibility to notify BellSouth of situations that 
arise that may result in a service problem. 
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Kancharla Corporation will contact the appropriate repair centers in accordance 
with procedures established by BellSouth. 

For all repair requests, Kancharla Corporation shall adhere to BellSouth's 
prescreening guidelines prior to referring the trouble to BellSouth. 

BellSouth will bill Kancharla Corporation for handling troubles that are found not 
to be in BellSouth's network pursuant to its standard time and material charges. 
The standard time and material charges will be no more than what BellSouth 
charges to its retail customers for the same services. 

BellSouth reserves the right to contact Kancharla Corporation's End Users, if 
deemed necessary, for maintenance purposes. 

Establishment of Service 

After receiving certification as a local exchange company from the appropriate 
regulatory agency, Kancharla Corporation will provide the appropriate BellSouth 
service center the necessary documentation to enable BellSouth to establish a 
master account for Kancharla Corporation's resold services. Such documentatiod 
shall include the Application for Master Account, proof of authority to provide ! 
telecommunications services, an Operating Company Number ("OCN") assigned 
by the National Exchange Carriers Association ("NECA") and a tax exemption 
certificate, if applicable. When necessary deposit requirements are met, as 
described in Section 6.6 below, BellSouth will begin taking orders for the resale 
of service. 

Service orders will be in a standard format designated by BellSouth. 

Kancharla Corporation shall provide to BellSouth a blanket letter of authorization 
("LOA) certifymg that Kancharla Corporation will have End User authorization 
prior to viewing the End User's customer service record or switching the End 
User's service. BellSouth will not require End User confirmation prior to 
establishing service for Kancharla Corporation's End User customer. Kancharla 
Corporation must, however, be able to demonstrate End User authorization upon 
request. 

BellSouth will accept a request directly from the End User for conversion of the 
End User's service from Kancharla Corporation to BellSouth or will accept a 
request from another CLEC for conversion of the End User's service from 
Kancharla Corporation to such other CLEC. Upon completion of the conversion 
BellSouth will notify Kancharla Corporation that such conversion has been 
completed. 
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If BellSouth determines that an unauthorized change in local service to Kancharla 
Corporation has occurred, BellSouth will reestablish service with the appropriate 
local service provider and will assess Kancharla Corporation as the CLEC 
initiating the unauthorized change, the unauthorized change charge described in 
F.C.C. Tariff No. 1, Section 13 or applicable state tariff. Appropriate 
nonrecurring charges, as set forth in Section A4 of the General Subscriber Service 
Tariff, will also be assessed to Kancharla Corporation. These charges can be 
adjusted if Kancharla Corporation provides satisfactory proof of authorization. 

BellSouth reserves the right to secure the account with a suitable form of security 
deposit, unless satisfactory credit has already been established. 

Such security deposit shall take the form of cash for cash equivalent, an 
irrevocable Letter of Credit or other forms of security acceptable to BellSouth. 
Any such security deposit may be held during the continuance of the service as 
security for the payment of any and all amounts accruing for the service. 

If a security deposit is required, such security deposit shall be made prior to the 
inauguration of service. 

Such security deposit shall be two months' estimated billing. f 
I 
t The fact that a security deposit has been made in no way relieves Kancharla . 

Corporation from complying with BellSouth's regulations as to advance payments 
and the prompt payment of bills on presentation nor does it constitute a waiver or 
modification of the regular practices of BellSouth providing for the 
discontinuance of service for non-payment of any sums due BellSouth. 

BellSouth reserves the right to increase the security deposit requirements when, in 
its reasonable judgment, changes in Kancharla Corporation's financial status so 
warrant and/or gross monthly billing has increased beyond the level initially used 
to determine the security deposit. 

In the event service to Kancharla Corporation is terminated due to Kancharla 
Corporation's default on its account, any security deposits held will be applied to 
Kancharla Corporation's account. 

Interest on a cash or cash equivalent security deposit shall accrue and be paid in 
accordance with the terms in the appropriate BellSouth tariff. 

Payment And Billing Arrangements 

Prior to submitting orders to BellSouth for local service, a master account must be 
established for Kancharla Corporation. Kancharla Corporation is required to 
provide the following before a master account is established: proof of PSC/PUC 
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certification, the Application for Master Account, an Operating Company Number 
("OCN') assigned by the National Exchange Camers Association ("NECA") and 
a tax exemption certificate, if applicable. 

BellSouth shall bill Kancharla Corporation on a current basis all applicable 
charges and credits. 

Payment of all charges will be the responsibility of Kancharla Corporation. 
Kancharla Corporation shall make payment to BellSouth for all services billed. 
BellSouth is not responsible for payments not received by Kancharla Corporation 
from Kancharla Corporation's End User. BellSouth will not become involved in 
billing disputes that may arise between Kancharla Corporation and its End User. 
Payments made to BellSouth as payment on account will be credited to an 
accounts receivable master account and not to an End User's account. 

BellSouth will render bills each month on established bill days for each of 
Kancharla Corporation's accounts. 

BellSouth will bill Kancharla Corporation in advance for all services to be 
provided during the ensuing hilling period except charges associated with service 
usage, which will be billed in arrears. Charges will be calculated on an individuai 
End User account level, including, if applicable, any charge for usage or usage I 

allowances. BellSouth will also bill Kancharla Corporation, and Kancharla 
Corporation will be responsible for and remit to BellSouth, all charges applicable 
to resold services including but not limited to 91 1 and E91 1 charges, End Users 
common line charges, federal subscriber line charges, telecommunications relay 
charges (TRS), and franchise fees.

The payment will be due by the next bill date (is., same date in the following 
month as the bill date) and is payable in immediately available funds. Payment is 
considered to have been made when received by BellSouth. 

If the payment due date falls on a Sunday or on a Holiday which is observed on a 
Monday, the payment due date shall be the first non-Holiday day following such 
Sunday or Holiday. If the payment due date falls on a Saturday or on a Holiday 
which is observed on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, or Friday, the payment due 
date shall be the last non-Holiday day preceding such Saturday or Holiday. If 
payment is not received by the payment due date, a late payment charge, as set 
forth in section 7.8 following, shall apply. 

If Kancharla Corporation requests multiple billing media or additional copies of 
bills, BellSouth will provide these at an appropriate charge to Kancharla 
Corporation. 

Billing Disputes 
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Each Party agrees to notify the other Party upon the discovery of a billing dispute. 
In the event of a billing dispute, the Parties will endeavor to resolve the dispute 
within sixty (60) calendar days of the Bill Date on which such disputed charges 
appear. Resolution of the dispute is expected to occur at the first level of 
management resulting in a recommendation for settlement of the dispute and 
closure of a specific billing period. If the issues are not resolved within the 
allotted time frame, the following resolution procedure will begin: 

If the dispute is not resolved within sixty (60) days of the Bill Date, the dispute 
will be escalated to the second level of management for each of the respective 
Parties for resolution.

Upon proof of tax exempt certification from Kancharla Corporation, the total 
amount billed to Kancharla Corporation will not include any taxes due from the 
End User to reflect the tax exempt certification and local tax laws. Kancharla 
Corporation will be solely responsible for the computation, tracking, reporting, 
and payment of taxes applicable to Kancharla Corporation’s End User. 

If any portion of the payment is received by BellSouth after the payment due date 
as set forth preceding, or if any portion of the payment is received by BellSouth in 
funds that are not immediately available to BellSouth, then a late payment charge 
shall be due to BellSouth.

BellSouth will assist in the resolution of the dispute and will work 
with Kancharla Corporation to resolve the matter in as timely a manner as 
possible. Kancharla Corporation may be required to submit documentation to 
substantiate the claim. 

Discontinuance of Service

The procedures for discontinuing service to an End User are as follows: 

BellSouth will deny service to Kancharla Corporation's End User on behalf of, 
and at the request of, Kancharla Corporation. Upon restoration of the End User's 
service, restoral charges will apply and will be the responsibility of Kancharla 
Corporation. 

At the request of Kancharla Corporation, BellSouth will disconnect a Kancharla 
Corporation End User customer. 

All requests by Kancharla Corporation for denial or disconnection of an End User 
for nonpayment must be in writing. 

Kancharla Corporation will be made solely responsible for notifying the End User 
of the proposed disconnection of the service. 

BellSouth will continue to process calls made to the Annoyance Call Center and 
will advise Kancharla Corporation when it is determined that annoyance calls are 
originated from one of its End User's locations. BellSouth shall be indemnified, 
defended and held harmless by Kancharla Corporation andor the End User 
against any claim, loss or damage arising from providing this information to 
Kancharla Corporation. It is the responsibility of Kancharla Corporation to take 
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the corrective action necessary with its End Users who make annoying calls. 
(Failure to do so will result in BellSouth's disconnecting the End User's service.) 

BellSouth may disconnect and reuse facilities when the facility is in a denied state 
and BellSouth has received an order to establish new service or transfer of service 
from an End User or an End User's CLEC at the same address served by the 
denied facility. 

The procedures for discontinuing service to Kancharla Corporation are as follows: 

BellSouth reserves the right to suspend or terminate service in the event of 
prohibited, unlawful or improper use of the facilities or service, abuse of the 
facilities, or any other violation or noncompliance by Kancharla Corporation of 
the rules and regulations of BellSouth's Tariffs. 

BellSouth reserves the right to suspend or terminate service for nonpayment. If 
payment of account is not received by the bill day in the month after the original 
bill day, BellSouth may provide written notice to Kancharla Corporation, that 
additional applications for service will be refused and that any pending orders for 
service will not be completed if payment is not received by the fifteenth day 
following the date of the notice. In addition BellSouth may, at the same time, 
provide written notice to the person designated by Kancharla Corporation to. 
receive notices of noncompliance that BellSouth may discontinue the provision of 
existing services to Kancharla Corporation, if payment is not received by the 
thirtieth day following the date of the notice. 

In the case of such discontinuance, all billed charges, as well as applicable 
termination charges, shall become due. 

If BellSouth does not discontinue the provision of the services involved on the 
date specified in the thirty days notice and Kancharla Corporation's 
noncompliance continues, nothing contained herein shall preclude BellSouth's 
right to discontinue the provision of the services to Kancharla Corporation 
without further notice. 

Upon discontinuance of service on a Kancharla Corporation's account, service to 
Kancharla Corporation's End Users will be denied. BellSouth will also reestablish 
service at the request of the End User or Kancharla Corporation upon payment of 
the appropriate connection fee and subject to BellSouth's normal application 
procedures. Kancharla Corporation is solely responsible for notifying the End 
User of the proposed disconnection of the service. 

If within fifteen days after an End User's service has been denied no contact has 
been made in reference to restoring service, the End User's service will be 
disconnected.

BellSouth will store in its Line Information Database (LIDB) records relating to 
service only in the BellSouth region. The LIDB Storage Agreement is included in 
this Attachment as Exhibit C. 

BellSouth will provide LIDB Storage upon written request to Kancharla

This Addendum sets forth the terms and conditions for Kancharla Corporation’s 
provision of billing number information to BellSouth for inclusion in BellSouth’s 
LIDB. BellSouth will store in its LIDB the billing number information provided by 
Kancharla Corporation, and BellSouth will provide responses to on-line, call-by-call 
queries to this information for purposes specified in Section I.B. of the Agreement. 

DEFINITIONS 

Billing number - a number used by BellSouth for the purpose of identifying an 
account liable for charges. This number may be a line or a special billing number. 

Line number - a ten-digit number assigned by BellSouth that identifies a telephone 
line associated with a resold local exchange service, or with a SPNP arrangement. 

Special billing number - a ten-digit number that identifies a billing account 
established by BellSouth in connection with a resold local exchange service or with a 
SPNP arrangement. 

Calling Card number - a billing number plus PIN number assigned by BellSouth. 
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P M  number - a four digit security code assigned by BellSouth which is added to a 
billing number to compose a fourteen digit calling card number. 

Toll billing exception indicator - associated with a billing number to indicate that it is 
considered invalid for billing of collect calls or third number calls or both, by the 
Kancharla Corporation. 

Billed Number Screening - refers to the activity of determining whether a toll billing 
exception indicator is present for a particular billing number. 

Calling Card Validation - refers to the activity of determining whether a particular 
calling Zard number exists as stated or otherwise provided by a caller. 

Billing number information - information about billing number or Calling Card 
number as assigned by BellSouth and toll billing exception indicator provided to 
BellSouth by the Kancharla Corporation. 

RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTIES

BellSouth will include billing number information associated with resold exchange 
lines or SPNP arrangements in its LIDB. The Kancharla Corporation will request any 
toll billing exceptions via the Local Service Request (LSR) form used to order resold 
exchange lines, or the SPNP service request form used to order SPNP arrangements. 

Under normal operating conditions, BellSouth shall include the billing number 
information in its LIDB upon completion of the service order establishing either the 
resold local exchange service or the SPNP arrangement, provided that BellSouth shall 
not be held responsible for any delay or failure in performance to the extent such 
delay or failure is caused by circumstances or conditions beyond BellSouth’s 
reasonable control. BellSouth will store in its LIDB an unlimited volume of the 
working telephone numbers associated with either the resold local exchange lines or 
the SPNP arrangements. For resold local exchange lines or for SPNP arrangements, 
BellSouth will issue line-based calling cards only in the name of Kancharla 
Corporation. BellSouth will not issue line-based calling cards in the name of 
Kancharla Corporation’s individual End Users.

BellSouth will perform duplicate record checks on EODUF records processed to 
Optional Daily Usage File. Any duplicate messages detected will be deleted and not 
sent to Kancharla Corporation. 

In the event that Kancharla Corporation detects a duplicate on Enhanced Optional 
Daily Usage File they receive from BellSouth, Kancharla Corporation will drop the 
duplicate message (Kancharla Corporation will not return the duplicate to BellSouth). 

Physical File Characteristics 

The Enhanced Optional Daily Usage Feed will be distributed to Kancharla 
Corporation over their existing Optional Daily Usage File (ODUF) feed. The 
EODUF messages will be intermingled among Kancharla Corporation’s Optional 
Daily Usage File (ODUF) messages. The EODUF will be a variable block format 
(2476) with an LRECL of 2472. The data on the EODUF will be in a non-compacted 
EM1 format (175 byte format plus modules). It will be created on a daily basis 
(Monday through Friday except holidays). 

Data circuits (private line or dial-up) may be required between BellSouth and 
Kancharla Corporation for the purpose of data transmission. Where a dedicated line is 
required, Kancharla Corporation will be responsible for ordering the circuit, 
overseeing its installation and coordinating the installation with BellSouth. Kancharla 
Corporation will also be responsible for any charges associated with this line. 
Equipment required on the BellSouth end to attach the line to the mainframe 
computer and to transmit successfully ongoing will be negotiated on a case by case 
basis. Where a dial-up facility is required, dial circuits will be installed in the 
BellSouth data center by BellSouth and the associated charges assessed to Kancharla 
Corporation. Additionally, all message toll charges associated with the use of the dial 
circuit by Kancharla Corporation will be the responsibility of Kancharla Corporation. 
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Associated equipment on the BellSouth end, including a modem, will be negotiated 
on a case by case basis between the parties. All equipment, including modems and 
software, that is required on Kancharla Corporation’s end for the purpose of data 
transmission will be the responsibility of Kancharla Corporation. 

1.3 Packing SDecifications 

7.3.1 A pack will contain a minimum of one message record or a maximum of 99,999 
message records plus a pack header record and a pack trailer record. One 
transmission can contain a maximum of 99 packs and a minimum of one pack. 

The Operating Company Number (OCN), From Revenue Accounting Office (RAO), 
and Invoice Number will control the invoice sequencing. The From RAO will be 
used to identify to Kancharla Corporation which BellSouth RAO that is sending the 
message. BellSouth and Kancharla Corporation will use the invoice sequencing to 
control data exchange. BellSouth will be notified of sequence failures identified by 
Kancharla Corporation and resend the data as appropriate.
