On November 20, 2000, staff received a letter from Bruce May, the attorney for Sunshine 
Utilities, Inc. (Sunshine or utility), requesting that the Commission's decision on the 
recommendation filed November 16, 2000 be deferred from November 28, 2000 to December 5, 
2000. In support of its request, Sunshine states that deferral is appropriate because Mr. Timothy 
Banks, Administrator of Water Facilities Funding for the Florida Department of Environmental

Based on the above, staff agrees that deferral is warranted, and recommends that the request 
for deferral be granted. Therefore, item 15 on the November 28, 2000 Agenda Conference should 
be deferred to the December 5, 2000 Agenda Conference. Attached is a copy of the utility's letter 
requesting a deferral of the Commission's decision concerning its application for rate relief.
