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MODIFICATIONS TO INTERMEDIA AGREEMENT

As discussed and agreed, section 5.1.1 of the Intermedia Agreemnent will be repluced with
the fallowing:

Far reciprocal compensulion between the Parties purauant to this
Anachment, Local Traffic i defined as any circuit swirched call that is origmatcd
by an end user of one Party and terminared to an end user of the other Pary within
a given LATA on that other Pasty's nerwork, except for those calls that are
ongingled or terminated through switched uccess arrangements as established by
the ruling reyulatory body Addinonally, Local Traflic includea any cross
boundary, voice-ro-vaice intrastare, interLATA or interstase, inserLATA culls
berween specific wire centers esiablished as a loca) call by the auling reguluiory
body.

Section 6.2 of the lmurmedm Amaemmt will be r:plscsd with the followme:

Pursuant 1o the dcﬁmnon ot‘ LocaJ Traffic in this Attachment, and for the
pwiposc of delivery of BeilSouth enginating waffic 1o US LEC, BcllSouth shall
pay vo US LEC reciprocal compensasion for Local Traffic delivered w US LEC
cnd wiers physically located within the LATA in which the call criginared and
within which US LEC end user's NPA/NXX js assigned. 1f US LEC assigns
NPA/NXXs 10 specific BellSouth rate cenrers within the LATA end assigns
numbers from those NPANXXs'io US LEC end users physically located ourside
of that LATA, BellSouth traffic onsmn:mg from within 1the LATA where the
NPA/NXXs are assigned and dz2livered 1o 8 US LEC customer physically lacared
outside of such LATA. shall not be deemed Local Trafic, and no compensation
from BeliSouth 1o US LECshal) be que therefor. Further, US LEC agrees 1o
\dennfy such intertLATA traffic 10 BellSouth and 10 compensatc BellSouth for
originating and transporting such intetLATA tratfic 10 US LEC 51 BellSourh's
swirched access 1ariff cates. I US LEC does not idennfy such interLATA uatfic
10 BellSoush, 1o the bess of BellSouth's ahility BellSouth will determine which
whole LS LEC NPA/NXXs on which ta cherge the spplicable rates for
originating network access service as reflacied in BellSouth’s Access Service
Tariff. BellSouth shall make approprisie billng adjustments if US LEC ¢can
provide sulficicnt information for BellSouth 10 determine whether ar nos said
wraffic 1s Local Traffic - P

It also is my understnnding thet the definman of Loeal Traffic in Puny B, page 20 will
need 10 be modifled to reflect the changes discussed above.
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
