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We recognize the Commission’s desire for the Utility to move forward with this project, and it is 
certainly the Utility’s intent to do so. However, we would llike to request that the Commission grant us 
an additional one hundred and twenty days in which to file the reuse project plan, during which period of 
time we will try and finalize the various matters necessary in order to file the application with the 
Commission, formalize the plan itself, begin the permitting process, and discuss with the Commission staff 
the alternatives chosen. While we could conceivably file a reuse project plan in relatively short order, we 
believe the one hundred and twenty day delay is a minimum necessary in order for us to finalize the plans 
in order to make such a filing meaningful and clearly reflective of the Utility’s final plans for construction 
of those reuse facilities. 

Please ask the Commissioners or Prehearing Officer, by whatever means are necessary, to grant 
an additional one hundred twenty days in which to file that reuse project plan, from the current due date 
of January 19,200 1. 

I appreciate your prompt attention to tllis matter and apologize €or the delay in getting back to the 
Commission in this regard.
