Confidential Classification of certain information contained in Tampa Electric’s 

CommerciaVIndustrial Service Rider (“CISR”) report for the quarter ended December 3 1, 2000 

and, as grounds therefor, says: 

1 .  In accordance with the Commission’s Order No. PSC-98- 108 1 -FOF-EI, issued 

August 10, 1998 and Tampa Electric’s CISR, the company is submitting a CISR report for the 

quarter ended December 31, 2000. The confidential version of this report with the confidential 

information highlighted in yellow is being submitted to the Commission under a separate 

confidential cover letter. Attached hereto as Exhibit “A” are two redacted versions of the subject 

report. 

2 .  Attached hereto as Exhibit “B” is a justification for confidential treatment of the 

highlighted information, pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes.

This CSA information shows the revenues from the 
CISR customer. A competitor of the customer 
could use this information to “back into” the 
negotiated CSA rate, to the detriment of the CISR 
customer. This would also have a chilling effect on 
Tampa Electric’s ability to negotiate CSAs with 
other future at-risk customers. As such, this 
information is entitled to confidential protection 
under Section 346.093, Florida Statutes.
