Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, BellSouth and 
Allegiance Telecom of Florida, Inc. are submitting to the Florida Public Service Commission their 
negotiated agreement for the interconnection, unbundling, collocation, and resale of their 
networks, the unbundling of specific network elements offered by Bellsouth and the resale of 
BellSouth telecommunications services to Allegiance Telecom of Florida, Inc.. The agreement 
was negotiated pursuant to Sections 251,252 and 271 of the Act. Please be advised that Allegiance 
Telecom of Florida, Inc. has adopted the BellSouth/ Intermedia Communications, Inc. 
agreement, and all amendments, in Docket 99185+TP, in its entirety. The term of the adopted 
agreement can only be for the remaining term of the original CLEC agreement. 

Pursuant to Section 252(e) of the Act, the Commission is charged with approving or 
rejecting the negotiated agreement between BellSouth and Allegiance Telecom of Florida, Inc. 
within go days of its submission. The Commission may only reject such an agreement if it finds 
that the agreement, or any portion of the agreement, discriminates against a telecommunications 
carrier not a party to the agreement or the implementation of the agreement or any portion of the 
agreement is not consistent with the public interest, convenience and necessity. Both parties 
represent that neither of these reasons exists as to the agreement they have negotiated and that 
the Commission should approve their agreement.

WHEREAS, section 252(i) of the Act requires BellSouth to make available 
any interconnection, service, or network element provided under an agreement 
approved by the appropriate state regulatory body to any other requesting 
telecommunications carrier upon the same terms and conditions as those 
provided in the agreement in its entirety: and 

WHEREAS, Allegiance Telecom has requested that BellSouth make 
available the interconnection agreement in its entirety executed between 
BellSouth and lntermedia Communications, Inc. dated October 3 ,  2000 for the 
state(s) of Florida. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and mutual 
covenants of this Agreement, Allegiance Telecom and 8ellSouth hereby agree 
as follows: 

I. Allegiance Telecom and BellSouth shall adopt in its entirety the 
lntermedia Communications, Inc. Interconnection Agreement dated October 3, 
2000 and any and all amendments to said agreement executed and approved by 
the appropriate state regulatory commission as of the date of the execution of 
this Agreement.

WHEREAS, BellSouth is a local exchange telecommunications company authorized to 
provide telecommunications sewices in the states of Alabama, Flonda. Georgia. Kentucky. 
Louisiana. Mississippi. North Carolina, South Carolina, and Tennessee; and 

WHEREAS. Intermedia is an alternative local exchange telecommunications company 
(“ALEC”) authorized to provide telecommunications senrices in the state of Florida: and 

WHEREAS, the Parties wish to resell BellSouth’s telecommunications services and,‘or 
interconnect their facilities, purchase network elements and othek services, and exchange traffic 
specifically for the purposes of fulfilling their obligations pursuant to sections 25 1 and 252 of the 
Telecommunications Act of 1996 (“the Act”). 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements contained herein. 
BellSouth and lntermedia agree as follows: 

1. Term of the Agreement 

1.1 The term of this Agreement shall be two years, beginning pc- ‘1 L 3 .  2 -Y> land 
shall apply to the state of Florida. If as of the expiration of this Agreement, a 
Subsequent Agreement (as defined in Section 1.2 below) has not been executed by 
the Parties, this Agreement shall continue on a month-to-month basis while a 
Subsequent Agreement is being negotiated. The Parties’ rights and obligations 
with respect to this Agreement after expiration shall be as set forth in Section 1.4 
below.

Ordering Procedures 

Intermedia shall provide BeIlSouth its Carrier identification Code (CIC), 
Operating Company Number (OCN), Group Access Code (GAC) and Access 
Customer Name and Address (ACNA) code as applicable prior to placing its first 
order. 

The Parties agree to adhere to the reasonable and non-discriminatory BellSouth 
Local interconnection and Facility Based Ordering Guide and Resale Ordering 
Guide, as appropriate for the services ordered.

White Pages Listings 

BellSouth shall provide Intermedia and their customers access to white pages 
directory Iistings under the following terms: 

Listings. BellSouth or its agent will include Intermedia residential and business 
customer listings in the appropriate White Pages (residential and business) or 
alphabetical directories. Directory listings will make no distinction between 
Lntennedia and BellSouth subscribers. 

Rates. Subscriber primary listing information in the White Pages shall be 
provided at no charge to Intermedia or its subscribers provided that htermedia 
provides subscriber listing information to BellSouth at no charge. 

Procedures for Submitting Intermedia Subscriber lnfonnat ion. Be 1 lSouth wi 11 
provide to Intermedia a magnetic tape or computer disk containing the proper 
format for submitting subscriber listings. Intermedia will be required to provide 
BellSouth with directory listings and daily updates to those listings, including 
new, changed, and deleted listings, in an industry-accepted format. These 
procedures are detailed in BellSouth's Local Interconnection and Facility Based 
Ordering Guide.

Any request by Lntermedia for access to a 
network element, interconnection option, or for the provisioning of any service or 
product that is not already available shall be treated as a Bona Fide RequestiXew 
Business Request, and shall be submitted to BellSouth pursuant to the Bona Fide 
RequestMew Business Request process set forth in Attachment 1 1. 

Court Ordered Requests for Call Detail Records and Other Subscriber 
Information. 

To the extent technically feasible, BellSouth maintains call detail records for 
Intermedia end users for limited time periods and can respond to subpoenas and 
court ordered requests for this information. BellSouth shall maintainmch 
information for Intermedia end users for the same length of time it maintains such 
information for its own end users. 

Intermedia agrees that BellSouth will respond to subpoenas and court ordered 
requests delivered directly to BellSouth for the purpose of providing call detaii 
records when the targeted telephone numbers belong to Intermedia end users. 
Billing for such requests will be generated by BellSouth and directed to the law 
enforcement agency initiating the request.

Daily Usage File is the compilation of messages or copies of messages in standard Exchange 
Message Interface (EMI) fomat  exchanged from BellSouth to a CLEC. 

Exchange Message Interface is the nationally administered standard format for the exchange of 
data among the Exchange Carriers within the telecommunications industry. 

information Service means the offering of a capability for generating, acquiring, stonng, 
transfonning, processing, retrieving. utilizing, or making available information via 
telecommunications, and includes electronic publishing, but does not include any use of any such 
capability for the management, control, or operation of a telecommunications system or the 
management of a teiecommunications service. 

Intercompany Settlements (ICs) is the revenue associated with charges billed by a company 
other than the company in whose service area such charges were incurred. ICs on a national 
level includes third number and credit card calk and is administered by Telcordia (formerly 
Bel1Core)’s Calling Card and Third Number Settlement System (CATS). Included is traffic that 
originates in one Regional Be11 Operating Company’s (RBOC) territory and bills in another 
RBOC ’ s territory. 

LocaI Interconnection is defined as I )  the delivery of local traffic to be terminated on each 
Party’s local network so that end users of either Party have the ability to reach end users of the 
other Party without the use of any access code or substantial delay in the processing of the call; 2) 
the LEC network features, functions, and capabilities set forth in this Agreement; and 3) Service 
Provider Number Portability sometimes referred to as temporary telephone number portability to 
be implemented pursuant to the terms of this Agreement. 
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Seriice Control Points ( '5CP.C)  are defined as databases that store information and ha is  the 
;Iblllt]r to iiianipulate data required to offer particular services. 

Signal Transfer Points ("STPs") are signaling message snitches that interconnect Slgnallng 
Links to route signaling messages between snitches and databases. STPs enable the s\ichanu,e of  
Signaling System 7 ("SS7") messages b e t w e n  s i {  itching elements. database elements and STPs. 
STPs provide access to various BellSouth and third party network elements such as local 
switching and databases. 

Signaling links are dedicated transmission paths carrying signaling messages betn.een carrier 
switches and signaling networks. Signal Link Transport is a set of two or four dedicated 56 kbps 
transmission paths between Lntemedia designated Signaling Points of Interconnection that 
provide a diverse transmission path and cross connect to a BellSouth Signal Transfer Point. 

Telecommunications means the transmission, between or among points specified by the user. of 
infomation of the user's choosing, without change in the form or content of the infomation as 
sent and received. 

Telecommunications Service means the offering of telecommunications for a fee directly to the 
public. or to such classes of users as to be effectively available directly to the public. regardless 
of the facilities used. 

Telecommunications Act of 1996 ("Act") means Public Law 104-1 04 of the United States 
Congress effective February 8, 1996. The Act amended the Communications Act of 1934 (47, 
U.S.C. Section 1 et. seq.).

2.6 OTHEWCOMPETITIVE LOCAL EXCHANGE COMPANY (OLECKLEC) means a telephone 
company certificated by the public service commissions of BellSouth's franc)used area to pro\ ide 
local exchange service within BellSouth's franchised area. 

2.7 RESALE means an activity wherein a certificated CLEC, such as Intermedia subscribes to the 
telecommunications services of BellSouth and then reoffers those telecommunications services to 
the public (with or without "adding value"). 

2.8 RESALE SERVICE AREA means the area, as defined in a public service commission approved 
certificate of operation, withm which an CLEC, such as Intermedia, may offer resold local 
exchange telecommunications service. 

3 General Provisions 

3.1 Intermedia may resell the tariffed local exchange and toll telecommunications services of 
BellSouth contained in the General Subscriber Service Tariff and Private Line S e r k e  Tariff 
subject to the terms, and conditions specifically set forth herein. Notwithstanding the foregoing, 
the exclusions and limitations on services available for resale will be as set forth in Exhibit B, 
attached hereto and incorporated herein by hs reference. 

BellSouth shall make available telecommunications services for resale at the rates set forth in 
Exhrbit A to hs Agreement and subject to the exclusions and limitations set forth in E,xhibit B to 
this Agreement. However, neither Party hereby waives its rights to appeal or otherwise challenge 
any decision regarding resale that resulted in the discount rates contained in Exhibit A or the 
exclusions and limitations contained in Exhibit B. BellSouth reserves the right to pursue any and 
all legal and/or equitable remedies, mcluding appeals of any decisions. If such appeals or 
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challenges result in changes in the discount rates or exclusions and limitations. the partie3 agree 
that appropriate modifications to this Agreement will be made promptly to make its terms 
consistent u i t h  the outcome of the appeal. 

Intermedia ma! purchase resale senices from BellSouth for their o ~ m  use in operating their 
business. The resale discount will apply to those senices under the follouing conditionh:

3.2.2 Intermedia must order services through resale interfaces. I.  e.. the Local Camsr   sen^ 
Center (LCSC) andlor appropnate Resale Account Teams pursuant to Section 3 of the 
General Terms and Conditions. 

l .2 .3  intermedia cannot be an alternative local exchange telecornmunlcatlons compan]v for the 
single purpose of selling to themselves. 

The provision of services by BellSouth to Intermedia does not constitute a joint undertalclng for the 
hmishing of any senice. 

Intermedia will be the customer of record for all services purchased from BellSouth. Except as 
specified herein, BellSouth will take orders from, bill and expect payment from Intermedla for all 
services. 

Intermedia will be BellSouth’s single point of contact for all services purchased pursuant to this 
Agreement. BellSouth shall have no contact with the end user except to the extent provided for 
herein. 

BellSouth will contmue to bill the end user for any services that the end user specifies i t  wishes to 
receive directly from BellSouth. 

BellSouth maintains the right to serve directly any end user within the service area of Intermedia. 
BellSouth wll continue to directly market its own telecommunications products and services and 
in doing so may establish independent relationshps with end users of Intermedia. 

Neither Party shall interfere with the right of any person or entity to obtain sewice directly from 
the other Party. 

Current telephone numbers may normally be retained by the end user and are assigned to the 
service h s h e d .  However, neither Party nor the end user has a property right to the telephone 
number or any other call number designation associated with services furnished by BellSouth. and 
no right to the continuance of service through any particular central office. BellSouth reserves the 
right to change such numbers, or the central otXce designation associated with such.numbers. or 
both, whenever BellSouth deems it necessary to do so in the conduct of its business. 

For the purpose of the resale of BellSouth’s telecommunications services by Intermedia, BellSouth 
will provide Intermedia with an on line access to telephone numbers for reservation on a first come 
frrst serve basis. Such reservations of telephone numbers, on a pre-ordering basis shall be for a 
period of nine (9) days. Intermedia acknowledges that there may be instances where there is a 
shortage of telephone numbers in a particular Common Language Location Identifier Code 
(CLLIC) and in such instances BellSouth may request that Intermedia cancel its reservations of 
numbers.

BellSouth shall be indemnified, defended and held harmless by 
Intermedia and/or the end user against any claim, loss or damage arising from providing 
this information to Intermedia. It is the responsibility of Intermedia to take the corrective 
action necessary with its end users who make annoying calls. Failure to do so will result 
in BellSouth's disconnecting the end user's service. 

BellSouth may disconnect and reuse facilities when the facility is in a denied state and 
BellSouth has received an order to establish new service or transfer of service from an 
end user or an end user's CLEC at the same address served by the denied facility.

Lpon discontinuance ('1 t' 
service on a Intermedia's account. s e n x e  to Intermedia's end users w ~ l l  be denied. 
BellSouth will also reestablish service at the request of the end user or [ntrrmedia upon 
payment of the appropriate connection fee and subject to BellSouth's normal application 
procedures. Intermedia IS solely responsible for notifying the end user of the proposed 
disconnection of the senice. 

If within fifieen days after an end user's senice has been denied no contact has been made 
in reference to restonng semice. the end user's service will be disconnected.

Local Exchange Camer 

understands that BST provides access to information in its LIDB to vanous telecommunications service 

providers pursuant to applicable tanffs and agrees that information stored at the request of Local Exchange 

Camer. pursuant to chs A.greement, shall be available to those telecommunications senice providers. The terms 

and conditions contained in the attached Addendum(s) are hereby made a part of this Agreement as i f  h l l y  

incorporated herein. 

B. LIDB is accessed for the following purposes: 

1 .  Billed Number Screening 

*. 7 Calling Card Validation 

3 .  Fraud ControI 

BST will provide seven days per week, 24-hours per day, fraud momtoring on Calling Cards. C. 

bill-to-thud and collect calls made to numbers in BST's LIDB. provided that such information is included in the 

LIDB query. BST will establish fraud alert thresholds and will notify the Local Exchange Company of fraud 

alerts so that the Local Exchange Company may take actron it deems appropriate. Local Exchange Company 

understands and agrees BST will administer a11 data stored in the LIDB, including the data provided by Local 

Exchange Company pursuant to h s  Agreement, in the same manner as BST's data for BST's end user 

customers. BST shall not be responsible to Local Exchange Company for any lost revenue whch may result 

from BST's administration of the LIDB pursuant to its established practices and procedures as they exist and as 

they may be changed by BST in its sole discretion from time to time. 

Local Exchange Company understands that BST currently has in effect numerous billing and collection 
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agreements u i th  vanous interexchange camers and brlling clearing houses. Local Exchange Campan) h r th r r  

understands that these billing and collection customers of BST query BST's LIDB to determine whether to 

accept 1 a r iou  billing optlons from end users. Additionally. Local Exc hanze Company understands that 

presently BST has no method to differentiate between BST's OWTI billing and line data in the LIDB and huch data 

which i t  includes in the LIDB on Local Exchange Company's behalf pursuant to this Agreement. Therefore. 

until such time as BST can and does implement in its LIDB and its supporting systems the means 10 differentiate 

Local Exchange Company's data from BST's data and the parties to this Agreement execute appropnate 

amendments hereto, the following terms and conditions shall apply: 

(a) The Local Exchange Company agrees that it will accept responsibility for 

telecommunications services bilIed by BST for its billing and collec tion$ustomers for Local Exchange 

Customer's end user accounts which are resident in LIDB pursuant to this Agreement. Local Exchange 

Company authonzes BST to place such charges on Locat Exchange Company's bill from BST and agrees that i t  

shall pay all such charges. Charges for which Local Exchange Company hereby takes responsibility include. but 

are not limited to, collect and third number c a l k  

(b) Charges for such services shall appear on a separate BST bill page identified with the 

name of the entity for which BST is billing the charge. 

(c) Local Exchange Company shalt have the responsibility to render a billing statement to 

its end users for these charges, but Local Exchange Company's obligation to pay BST for the charges billed shall 

be independent of whether Local Exchange Company is able or not to collect tiom the Local Exchange 

Company's end users. 

(d) BST shall not become involved in any disputes between Local Exchange Company and the 

entities for which BST performs billing and collection. BellSouth will not issue 

adjustments for charges billed on behalf of an entity to Local Exchange Company. It shall 

be the responsibility of the Local Exchange Company and the other entity to negotiate and 

arrange for any appropriate adjustments. 
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11. TERM - 

This Agreement will  be effective as of . 3000-. and will continue in effect for one !ear. 

and thereafter may be continued until terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days blltten notlcr to the other 

party. 

111. FEES FOR SERVICE AYD TAKES 

A. The Local Exchange Company will not be charged a fee ,for storage services pro\ ided by BST 

to the Local Exchange Company, as described in Section I of this Agreement. 

B. Sales, use and all other taxes (excluding taxes on BST's income) determmed by BST or any 

taxing authonty to be due to any federal, state or local taxing junsdiction with respect to the pro\ tslon of the 

service set forth herein will be paid by the Local Exchange Company. The Local Exchange Company shall have 

the right to have BST contest with the imposing junsdiction, at the Local Exchange Company's expense. any 

such taxes that the Local Exchange Company deems are improperly levied. 

IV. IN D ELMN IF IC AT ION 

To the extent not prohbited by law, each party will indemnify the other and hold the other harmless 

agamst any loss, cost, claim, injury, or liability relating to or arising out of negligence or wiIlhl misconduct by 

the indemnifjmg party or its agents or contractors in connection with the indemnifying party's provision of 

services, provided, however, that any indemnity for any loss, cost, claim, injury or liability arising out of or 

relating to errors or omissions in the provision of services under h s  Agreement shall be limited as otherwise 

specified in th is  Agreement. The indemnifymg party under this Section agrees to defend any suit brought against 

the other party €or any such loss, cost, claim, injury or liability. The indemnified party agrees to notify the other 

party promptly, in writing, of any written claims, lawsuits, or demands for which the other party is responsible 

under h s  Section and to cooperate in every reasonable way to facilitate defense or settlement of claims. The 

indemfying party shall not be liable under this Section for settlement by the indemnified party of any claim, 

lawsuit, or demand unless the defense of the claim, lawsuit, or demand has been tendered to it in writing and the 

indemnifying party has unreasonably failed to assume such defense.

B. All terms, conditions and operations under this Agreement shall be performed in accordance 

with. and subject to. all applicable local, state or federal legal and regulatory tariffs, rulings. and other 

requirements of the federal courts, the U. S. Department of Justice and state and federal regulatory agencies. 

Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to cause either party to violate any such legal or regulatory 

requirement and either party's obligation to perform shall be subject to all such requirements. 

C. The Local Exchange Company agrees to submit to BST all advertising, sales promotion. press 

releases. and other publicity matters relating to this Agreement wherem BST's corporate or trade names, logos, 

trademarks or service marks or those of BST's afiliated companies are mentioned or language from which the 

connection of said names or trademarks therewith may be &erred or implied; and the Local Exchange Company 

hrther agrees not to publish or use advertising, sales promotions, press releases, or publicity matters without 

BST's prior written approval. 

D. Ths Agreement constitutes the entlre agreement between the Local Exchange Company and 

BST whch supersedes all prior agreements or contracts, oral or written representations, statements, negotiations. 

understandings, proposals and undertakulgs with respect to the subject matter hereof. 

E. Except as expressly provided in this Agreement, if any part of this Agreement is held or 

construed to be invalid or unenforceable, the validity of any other Section of this Agreement shall remain in full 

force and effect to the extent permissible or appropriate in fiutherance of the intent of this Agreement.

BST will store in its LIDB the billing number 

information provided by Local Exchange Company, and BST will provide responses to on-line, call-by-call 

queries to t h s  dormation for purposes specified in Section I.B. of the Agreement. 

11. DEFINITIONS 

A. Billing number - a number used by BST for the purpose of identifying an account liable for 

charges. Thls number may be a line or a special billing number. 



B. Line number - a ten digit number assigned by BST that identities a telephone line associated 

u i t h  a resold local exchange service. or with a SPhT arrangement. 

C. Special billing number - a ten digit number that identifies a billing account esrabli3hed by BST 

in connection with a resold local exchange ses1ce or with a S P N P  arrangement. 

D. Calling Card number - a billing number plus PIN number assigned by BST. 

E. PPJ number - a four digit secunty code assigned by BST which is added to a bdling number to 

compose a fourteen digit calling card number. 

F. Toll billing exception indicator - associated with a billing number to indicate that it is 

considered invalid for billing of collect calls or third number calls or both, by the Local Exchange Company. 

G. Billed Number Screening - refers to the activity of determining whether a toll billing exception 

indicator is present for a particular billing number. 

€4. Calling Card Validation - refers to the activity of determining whether a particular calling card 

number exists as stated or otherwise provided by a caller 

1. Billing number information - information about billing number or Calling Card number as 

assigned by BST and toll billing exception indicator provided to BST by the Local Exchange Company. 

111. RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTIES 

A. BST will include billing number mformation associated with resold exchange tines or SPNP 

arrangements in its LIDB. The Local Exchange Company will request any toll billing exceptions via the Local 

Service Request (LSR) form used to order resold exchange lines, or the SPNP service request form used to order 

SPNP arrangements. 

B. Under normal operating conditions, BST shall include the billing number dormation in its 

LIDB upon completion of the service order establishing either the resold local exchange service or the SPNP 

arrangement, provided that BST shall not be held responsible for any delay or failure in performance to the 

extent such delay or failure is caused by circumstances or conditions beyond BST's reasonable control. BST will 

store in its LIDB an unlimited volume of the working telephone numbers associated with either the resold local 
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sychange lines or the S P W  arrangements. For resold local exchange lines or for SPXP arrangementb. BST ~ 1 1 1  

issue line-based calling cards only in the name of Local Exchange Company. BST will not issue linebased 

calling card> in the name of Local Exchange Company's indiLidual end users. In the event that Local Exchange 

Company Lvants to include calling card numbers assigned by the Local Exchange Company in the BST LIDB. a 

separate agreement is required. 

C. BST will provide responses to on-line. call-by-call queries to the stored information for the 

specific purposes listed in the next paragraph. 

D. BST is authorized to use the billing number information to perform the folIowing hnctions for 

authorized users on an on-line basis: 

1. Validate a 14 digit Calling Card number where the first 10 digits are a line number or 

special billing number assigned by BST, and where the last four digits (PM) are a security code assigned by 

BST. 

k .  7 Detemne whether the Local Exchange Company has identified the billing number as 

one which should not be billed for collect or third number calls, or both.

Ssti\ork Element is defined to mean a facility or equipment used in the pro\.rsion 
o f a  telecommunications service. Such term may include, but is not limited to. 
features, functions, and capabilities that are provided by means of such t'aciIity or 
equipment, including but not limited to, subscriber numbers, databases. sipaling 
systems, and information sufficient for billing and collection or used in the 
transmission, routing, or other provision of a telecommunications service. 
BellSouth offers access to the Network Elements, unbundled loops: network 
interface device; sub-loop elements; local switching; transport: tandem switching; 
operator systems; signaling; access to call-related databases; dark fiber as set forth 
in this Attachment. 

BellSouthshall, upon request of Intermedia, and to the extent technically feasible, 
provide to Intermedia access to its network elements for the provision of 
Intermedia's telecommunications service. If no rate is identified in this 
Agreement, the rate for the specific service or fbnction will be as set forth in 
applicable BellSouth tariff or as negotiated by the Parties upon request by either 
Party. 

Intermedia may purchase network elements and other services fiom BellSouth for 
the purpose of combining such network elements in any manner Intermedia 
chooses to provide telecommunication services to its intended users, including 
recreating existing BellSouth services. With the exception of the sub-loop 
elements which are located outside of the central office, BellSouth shall deliver 
the network elements purchased by Intermedia for combining to the designated 
Intermedia collocation space. The network elements shall be provided as set forth 
in this Attachment.

Understanding Agreement regarding maintenance and installation of service. 

BellSouth will provide reasonable and nondiscriminatory access to Network 
Elements on an unbundled basis, pursuant to the terms, conditions and rates set 
forth in this attachment. and in accordance with all effective rules and decisions of 
the FCC and the Commission. 

Unbundled Loops 

BellSouth agrees to offer access to loops pursuant to the following terms and 
conditions and at the rates set forth in this Attachment. 

Definition 

The local loop network element is defined as a transmission facility between a 
distribution frame (or its equivalent) in an incumbent LEC central office and the 
loop demarcation point at an end-user customer premises, including inside wire 
owned by the incumbent LEC. The local loo? network element includes all 
features, functions, and capabilities of such transmission facility. Those features, 
functions, and capabilities include, but are not limited to, Dark Fiber, .attached 
electronics (except those electronics used for the provision of advanced services, 
such as Digital Subscriber Line Access Multiplexers), and loop conditioning. The 
local loop includes, but is not limited to, DSl, DS3, fiber, and other high capacity 
loops. Unless otherwise requested, all loops will be provisioned with a Network 
Interface Device (“NIDI’). 
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The provisioning of senice to a CLEC n i l l  require cross-office cabling and cross- 
connections within the central office to connect the loop to a local switch or to 
other transmission equipment in collocation space. These cross-connects are ;1 
separate element and are not considered a part of the loop, 

BellSouth Order Coordination referenced in Attachment 2 includes two types: 
“Order Coordination” and “Order Coordination - Time Speci tic.” 

“Order Coordination” refers to standard BellSouth service order coordination 
involving SL2 voice loops and all digital loops. Order coordination for ph>sic‘;ll 
conversions will be scheduled at BellSouth’s discretion during normal working 
hours on the committed due date and Intermedia advised. 

“Order Coordination - Time Specific” refers to service order coordination ip 

which Intermedia requests a specific time for a sewice order conversion to take 
place. Loops on a single service order of 14 or more loops will be provisioned on 
a project basis. This is a chargeable option for any coordinated order and is billed 
in addition to the OC charge. Intermedia may specify a time between 8:OO a.m. 
and 5 9 0  pm. (location time) Monday through Friday (excluding holidays). If 
Intermedia specifies a time outside this window, or selects a time or quantity of 
loops that requires BeIiSouth technicians to work outside normal work hours, 
overtime charges will apply in addition to the OC and OC-TS charges. Overtime 
charges will be applied according to actual costs based on type of force group 
required to perform the work, overtime hours worked and any special 
circumstances. 

Where facilities are available, BellSouth will install loops within a 5-7 business 
days interval. For orders of 14 or more loops, the installation w’ill be handled on a 
project basis and the intervals will be set by the BellSouth project manager for 
that order. Some toops require a Service Inquiry (SI) to determine if facilities are 
available prior to issuing the order. The interval for the SI process is separate 
from the installation interval. For expedite requests by Intermedia, expedite 
charges will apply for intervals less than 5 days. The charges outlined in BST’s 
FCC # 1 Tariff, Section 5.1.1, will apply. If Intermedia cancels an order for 
network elements and other services, any costs incurred by BellSouth in 
conjunction with the provisioning of that order will be recovered in accordance 
with FCC #1 Tariff, Section 5.4.” 

If Intermedia modifies an order after being sent a Firm Order Confirmation (FOC) 
from BellSouth, any costs incurred by BellSouth to accommodate the 
modification will be reimbursed by Intermedia.

The OC 
feature will allow Intermedia to coordinate the installation of the loop with the 
disconnect of an existing customer’s service and/or number r ortability service. In 
these cases, BellSouth will perfom the order conversion with standard order 
coordination at its discretion during normal work hours. 

BellSouth will also offer Unbundled Digital Loops (UDL). They will be 
designed, will be provisioned with test points (where appropriate), and will come 
standard with Order Coordination and a Design Layout Record (DLR). 

As a chargeable option on all loops except UVL-SLI, BellSouth will offer Order 
Coordination - Time Specific (OC-TS). This will allow Intermedia the ability to 
specify the time that the coordinated conversion takes place. The OC-TS charge 
for orders due on the same day at the same location will be applied on a per Local 
Service Request (LSR) basis. 

Intermedia will be responsible for testing and isolating troubles on the loops. 
Once Intermedia has isolated a trouble to the BellSouth provided loop, Intermedia 
will issue a trouble to BellSouth on the loop. BellSouth will take the actions 
necessary to repair the loop if a trouble actually exists. BellSouth will repair these 
loops in the same time Erames that BellSouth repairs similarly situated loops to its 
customers 

If Intermedia reports a trouble on SLI loops and no trouble actually exists, 
BellSouth will charge Intermedia for any dispatching and testing (both inside and 
outside the CO) required by BellSouth in order to confirm the loop’s working 
status.

The HDSL capable loops will be provided to the extent available within BellSouth’s 
Netu.ork at a particular location as determined by the Service Inquip (”SI”) process. 

Where facilities permit. and subject to BellSouth’s special construction process. 
Intermedia may request that a particular loop be removed fiom DLC equipment in 

order to provide an HDSL capable loop to a specific customer location. 

As mechanized interfaces to the SI process for loop qualification purposes are made 
available to BellSouth’s retail operations or other competitive local exchange camers 
(“CLECs”), those same mechanized interfaces will be made available to ,ntennedia on 
the same terms and conditions. 

If HDSL capable loops are available, the installation interval will be S to 7 business 
days. The interval for the SI process is separate from the installation intewal and 
BellSouth will use its best efforts to complete the SI process within three to five (3-5) 
days. 

The rates will be in accordance with the schedule of prices set forth in Exhibit C to this 
Attachment . 

En some instances, Intermedia will require access to copper twisted pair loop 
combinations unfettered by any intervening equipment (e.g., filters, load coils. 
range extenders, etc.), so that Intermedia can use the loop for a variety of services 
by attaching appropriate terminal equipment at the ends. Intermedia will 
determine the type of service that will be provided over the loop. BellSouth will 
not charge Lntemedia for BellSouth to remove any equipment necessary to bring 
the loop up to BellSouth loop specifications for that type of loop. However, if the 
loop meets the appropriate specification for that loop type and Intermedia wants 
additional equipment removed, then in some cases Intermedia may be required to 
pay additional charges as set forth in the General Subscriber Service Tariff, 
Section A5.

To the extent available within BST’s Network at a particularjocation, BellSouth 
will offer loops capable of supporting telecommunications services such as: 
POTS, Centrex, basic rate ISDN, analog PBX, voice grade private line, ADSL, 
HDSL, DS1 and digital data (up to 64 kb/s). Additional services may include 
digital PBXs, primary rate ISDN, xDSL, and Nx 64 kb/s. If a requested loop type 
is not available, then the CLEC can use the Special Construction process to 
request that BellSouth place facilities or otherwise modify facilities in order to 
meet the CLEC’s request. 

The loop will support the transmission, signaling, performance and interface 
requirements of the services described in 2.3.1 above. It is recognized that the 
requirements of different services are different, and that a number of types or 
grades of loops are required to support these services. Services provided over the 
loop by Lntexmedia will be consistent with industry standards and BST’s 
TR73600. 

In some instances, Lntermedia will require access to a copper twisted pair loop 
unfettered by any intervening equipment (e.g., filters, load coils, range extenders, 
etc.), so that Intermedia can use the loop for a variety of services by attaching 
appropriate terminal equipment at the ends. Intermedia will determine the type of 
service that wilt be provided over the loop. In some cases, Intermedia may be 
required to pay additional charges for the removal of certain types of equipment.

that loop type. Intermedia will not report to BellSouth troubles on said loops 
where the loops are not perfoming within the technical specifications ofthat loop 
type. 

In addition, Intermedia recognizes there may be instances where a loop modified 
in this manner may be subjected to normal network configuration changes that 
may cause the circuit characteristics to be changed and may create an outage of 
the service that Intermedia has placed on the loop. If this occurs, BellSouth w i l l  
work cooperatively with Intermedia, at Intermedia's request, to restore the circuit 
to its previous modified status as quickly as possible. Intermedia will pay the 
Time and Materials costs associated with BellSouth's work efforts needed to 
bring the loop back to its previous modified stahis.

Dedicated Transport

A Service Control Point (SCP) is a specific type of Database hnctionality 
deployed in a Signaling System 7 (SS7) network that executes service application 
logic in response to SS7 queries sent to it by a switching system also connected to 
the SS7 network. Service Management Systems provide operational interfaces to 
allow for provisioning, administration and maintenance of subscriber data and 
service application data stored in SCPs. 

Technical Requirements for SCPsDatabases 

Requirements for SCPdDatabases within this section address storage‘of 
information, access to information (e.g. signaling protocols, response times), and 
administration of information (e.g., provisioning, administration, and 
maintenance). All SCPdDatabases shall be provided to lntermedia in accordance 
with the following requirements.

Line Information Database (LIDB) 

BellSouth will store in its LIDB only records relating to service in the BellSouth 
region. The LIDB Storage Agreement is included in this Attachment. 

Definition 

The Line Information Database (LIDB) is a transaction-oriented database 
accessible through Common Channel Signaling (CCS) networks. It contains 
records associated with end user Line Numbers and Special Billing Numbers. 
LIDB accepts queries from other Network Elements and provides appropriate 
responses. The query originator need not be the owner of LIDB data. LIDB 
queries include functions such as screening billed numbers that provides the 
ability to accept Collect or Third Number Billing calls and validation of 
Telephone Line Number based non-proprietary calling cards. The interface for 
the LIDB functionality is the interface between BellSouth CCS network and other 
CCS networks. LIDB also interfaces to administrative systems.

Such direction from Intermedia will not be 
required where the addition, update or deletion is necessary to perform standard 
fraud control measures (e.g., calling card auto-deactivation). 

BellSouth shall provide priority updates to LEDB for Intermedia data upon 
Intermedia’s request (e.g., to support fraud detection), via password-protected 
telephone card, facsimile, or electronic mail within one hour of notice from the 
est ab 1 is hed Bell Sout h contact. 

BellSouth shall provide LIDB systems such that no more than 0.01% of 
htermedia customer records will be missing from LIDB, as measured by 
Intermedia audits.

BellSouth will provide access to the Enhanced Extended Link ("EEL") in the 
combinations set forth in 18.4 following. This offering is intended to provide 
connectivity from an end user's location through that end user's SWC and then 
connected to the Intermedia's POP serving wire center. The circuit must be 
connected to the htermedia's switch for the purpose of provisioning 
telecommunications services, including telephone exchange service, to the 
Intermedia's end-user customers. This can be done either in the collocation space 
at the POP SWC, or by using BellSouth's access facilities between the 
Intermedia's POP and Intermedia's collocation space at the POP SWC. 

BellSouth shall provide combinations of loops and transport to Intermedia in 
Georgia regardless of whether or not such combinations of loops and transport are 
Currently Combined. Other combinations of network elements that are not 
Currently Combined but that BellSouth ordinarily combines in its network shall 
be made available to Intermedia in Georgra in accordance with Section 18.6.1.3 
below. Further, BellSouth will make available to Entermedia combinations of loop 
and transport network elements that are not Currently Combined but that 
BellSouth ordinarily combines in its network in Density Zone 1, as defined in 47 
C.F.R 5 69.123 as of January 1, 1999, of the Miami, Orlando, Fort Lauderdale, 
Charlotte, New Orleans, Greensboro and Nashville MSAs if Intermedia's 
customer has four (4) or more DSO equivalent lines. In all states other than 
Georgia, and except as specifically stated in this Section, BellSouth shall make 
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avaiiabte to Intermedia those EEL combinations described in Section I S  .4 beluu. 
or any other loop and transport combinations. only to the extent such EELS or 
loop and transport network elements are Currently Combined.

18.5 Special Access Service Conversions 

Pursuant to the FCC’s Supplemental Order Clarification dated June 2,  2000. in 
CC Docket No. 96-98, Third Report and Order, lntermedia may convert special 
access services to combinations of loop and transport network elements. whether 
or not Intermedia self provides its entrance facilities (or obtains entrance facilities 
from a third party) so long as Intermedia uses such combinations to provide a 
significant amount of local exchange service, in addition to exchange access 
service, to a particular customer. For purposes of this Agreement. Intermedia 
shall satisfL the requirement of providing a significant amount of local exchange 
service if Intermedia meets the criteria set forth in the local usage options 
described in Sections 18.5.1, 18.5.2 or 18.5.3 below. To the extent Intermedia 
requests a conversion of special access circuits to loop and transport 
combinations, Intermedia shall send a letter to BellSouth self-certifying that 
Intermedia is providing a significant amount of local exchange service over such 
circuits and indicating under what local usage option Intermedia seeks to quali@. 

18.5.1 Option 1. Intermedia shall self certify that it is the exclusive provider of the end 
users’s local exchange service. The loop-transport,combination must terminate at 
Intermedia’s collocation arrangement in at least one (1)  BellSouth central office. 
This option does not allow the loop-transport combination to be connected to 
BellSouth’s tariffed services. Under this option, Intermedia is the end user’s only 
local service provider and therefore Intermedia providing is more than a 
significant amount of local exchange service. Consequently, under this option, 
Intermedia may use the loop-transport combination that serves the end user to 
carry any kind of traffic, including 100% interstate access traffic. 

18.5.2 Option 2. intermedia shall self certify that it provides local exchange service and 
exchange access service to the end user customer’s premises and handles at [east 
one third of the end user customer’s local traffic measured as a percent of total end 
user customer local dialtone lines. For DS1 circuits and above, at least 50 percent 
of the activated channels on the loop portion of the loop-transport combination 
have at least 5 percent local voice traffic individualIy, and the entire loop facility 
has at least 10 percent local voice traffic. When a loop-transport combination 
includes multiplexing (e.g., DSl  multiplexed to DS3 level), each of the individual 
DS 1 circuits must meet these criteria. The loop-transport combination must 
terminate at Intermedia‘s collocation arrangement in at least one (1) BellSouth 
central office. This option does not allow loop-transport combinations to be 
connected to the BellSouth’s tariffed services. 

Under this option, intermedia may use the unbundled loop-transport combinations 
to serve the customer as long as the active channels on the facility, and the entire 
facility, are being used to provide the amount of local exchange service specified 
in this option, thereby allowing Intermedia flexibility to use the combinations to 
provide other services besides local exchange service.

Option 3. Intermedia shall selfcertiQ that that at least 50 percent of the actiLtated 
channels on a circuit are used to provide originating and terminating local dialtone 
sefiice and at least SO percent of the traffic on each of these local dialtone 
channels is local voice traffic, and that the entire loop facility has at least 33 
percent local voice traffic. When a loop-transport combination includes 
multiplexing (e.g., DS 1 multiplexed to DS3 level), each of the individual DS 1 
circuits must meet this criteria.

LINE IiVFORMATION DATA BASE (LIDB) 
STORAGE ,AGREEMENT 

1. SCOPE 

A. This Ageement sets forth the terms and conditions pursuant to Lchich BST agrees 

to store in its LIDB certain information at the request of the Local Exchange Company and 

pursuant to which BST, its LIDB customers and Local Exchange Carrier shall have access to 

such information. Local Exchange Carrier understands that BST provides access to information 

in its LIDB to various telecommunications service providers pursuant to applicable tariffs and 

agrees that information stored at the request of Local Exchange Carrier, pursuant to this 

Agreement, shall be available to those telecommunications service providers. The terms and 

conditions contained in the attached Addendum(s) are hereby made a part of this Agreement as 

if fully incorporated herein. 

B. LIDB is accessed for the following purposes: 

1. Billed Number Screening 

2. Calling Card Validation 

3. Fraud Control 

BST will provide seven days per week, 24-hours per day, fraud monitoring on C. 

Calling Cards, bill-to-third and collect calls made to numbers in BST’s LIDB, provided that such 

information is included in the LIDB query. BST will establish fraud alert thresholds and will 

notify the Local Exchange Company of fraud aferts so that the Local Exchange Company may 

take action it deems appropriate. Local Exchange Company understands and agrees BST will 

administer all data stored in the LIDB, including the data provided by Local Exchange Company 
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pursuant to this Agreement, in the same manner as BST’s data for BST’s end user customers. 

BST shall not be responsibIe to Local Exchange Company for any lost rexrenue which may result 

from BST’s administration of the LIDB pursuant to its established practices and procedures as 

they exist and as they may be changed by BST in its sole discretion from time to time. 

Local Exchange Company understands that BST currently has in effect numerous billing 

and collection agreements with various interexchange camers and billing clearing houses. Local 

Exchange Company further understands that these billing and collection customers of BST query 

BST’s LIDB to detennine whether to accept various billing options from end users. 

Additionally, Local Exchange Company understands that presently BST has no method to 

differentiate between BST’s own billing and line data in the LIDB and such data which it 

includes in the LIDB on Local Exchange Company’s behalf pursuant to this Agreement. 

Therefore, until such time as BST can and does implement in its LIDB and its supporting 

systems the means to differentiate Local Exchange Company’s data from BST’s data and the 

Parties to this Agreement execute appropriate amendments hereto, the following terms and 

conditions shall apply: 

(a) The Local Exchange Company agrees that it will accept responsibility for 

telecommunications services billed by BST for its billing and collection customers for Local 

Exchange Customer’s end user accounts which are resident in LIDB pursuant to this Agreement. 

Local Exchange Company authorizes BST to place such charges on Local Exchange Company’s 

bill from BST and agrees that it shall pay all such charges. Charges for which Local Exchange 

Company hereby takes responsibility include, but are not limited to, collect and third number 

calls. 
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( b )  Charges for such senvices shall appear on a separate BST blIl page 

identitied with the name of the entity for which BST is billing the charge. 

(cy Local Exchange Company shall have the responsibility to render a billing 

statement to its end users for these charges. but Local Exchange Company’s obligation to pa! 

BST for the charges bilIed shall be independent of whether Local Exchange Company is able or 

not to collect from the Local Exchange Company’s end users. 

(d) BST shall not become involved in any disputes between Local Exchange 

Company and the entities for which BST perfoms billing and collection. BellSouth will not 

issue adjustments for charges billed on behalf of an entity to Local Exchange Company. it shall 

be the responsibility of the Local Exchange Company and the other entity to negotiate and 

arrange for any appropriate adjustments. 

11. TERM 

This Agreement will be effective as of , 2000, and will continue in effect 

for one year, and thereafter may be continued until terminated by either Party upon thirty (30) 

days written notice to the other Party.

CALLING PARTY NUMBER (CPN) - The number of the calling party that is delivered to the 
terminating switch using common channel signaling system 7 (CCS7) technology, and that is 
contained in the Initial Address Message (IAM) portion of the CCS7 call setup. 

COMMON CHANNEL SIGNALING SYSTEM 7 (CCS7) - A network signaling 
technology in which all signaling information between two or more nodes is transmitted over 
high-speed data links, rather than over voice circuits. 

SERVICE CONTROL POINTs (SCPs) - The real-time data base systems that contain the 
names to be provided in response to queries received from CNAM SSPs.

SERVICE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (SMS) - The main operations support system of 
CNAM DATABASE SERVICE. CNAM records are loaded into the SMS, which in turn 
downloads into the CNAM SCP. 

SERVICE SWITCHING POINTs (SSPs) - Features of computerized switches in the telephone 
network that determine that a terminating line has subscribed to CNAM service, and then 
communicate with CNAM SCPs in order to provide the name associated with the calling party 
number .

Both Parties will work cooperatively with 
each other to install and maintain the most effective and reliable interconnected 
telecommunications networks, including but not limited to, the exchange of toll- 
f?ee maintenance contact numbers and escalation procedures. Both Parties agree 
to provide public notice of changes in the information necessary for the 
transmission and routing of senices using its local exchange facilities or 
networks, as well as of any other changes that would affect the interoperability of 
those facilities and networks. 

Interconnection Technical Standards. The interconnection of all netyorks will be 
based upon accepted industryhational guidelines for transmission standards and 
traffic blocking criteria. Interconnecting facilities shall conform, at a minimum, 
to the telecommunications industry standard of DS-1 pursuant to Bellcore 
Standard No. TR-NWT-00499. Signal transfer point, Signaling System 7 ("SS7") 
connectivity is required at each interconnection point. BellSouth will provide out- 
of-band signaling using Common Channel Signaling Access Capability where

Oualitv of Interconnection. The local interconnection for the transmission and 
routing of telephone exchange service and exchange access that each Party 
provides to each other will be at least equal in quality to what i t  proudes to itself 
and any subsidiary or affiliate. where technically feasible, or to any other Party to 
iivhich each Party provides local interconnection. 

Network Management Controls. Both Parties will work cooperatic-el? and in 
good faith to exchange applicable infomation and to apply sound network 
management principles by invoking appropriate network management controls.

interoperability of CCS-based features between the respective networks. 

Forecasting Rea ui rement s . 

The Parties shall exchange technical descriptions and forecasts of their 
interconnection and traffic requirements in sufficient detail necessary to establish 
the interconnections required to assure traffic completion to and from all 
customers in their respective designated service areas. In order for BellSouth to 
provide as accurate reciprocal trunking forecasts as possible to Intermedia, 
Intermedia must timely inform BellSouth of any known or anticipated events that 
may affect BellSouth reciprocal trunking requirements. If Intermedia refuses to 
provide such information, BellSouth shall provide reciprocal trunking forecasts 
based only on existing trunk group growth and BellSouth’s annual estimated 
percentage of BellSouth subscriber line growth.

Parity in Ordering and Provisioning 

Each Party shall provide interconnection ordering and provisioning services to the 
other Party that are Equal in Quality to the ordering and provisioning services the 
Parties provide themseives “Equal in Quaiity” shall have the meaning accorded in 
47 C.F.R. § 5 1.305(a)(3).

Interconnection Compensation 

Reciprocal Compensation for Local Traffic 

Local Traffic is defined as any telephone call that originates in one exchange and 
terminates in either the same exchange. or a corresponding Extended Area Sen ice 
(“EAS”) exchange. The terms Exchange. and EAS exchanges are defined and 
specified in Section AS. of BellSouth’s General Subscriber Service Tariff+ 

Local traffic does not include calls placed by an end user customer, or placed on 
behatf of an end user customer, to establi;h or maintain a network connection it‘: 

(a) for minute-of-use rated traffic to be billed by the terminating carrier as a 
result of the call, such call is not recognized by industry practice to 
constitute traffic which results from a telephone call; or 

(b) the end user customer does not control the destination and the content of 
the call; or 

(c) the traffic (i.e., minutes of use) to be billed by the terminating carrier does 
not serve any legitimate purpose unrelated to the receipt of reciprocal 
compensation or other benefit that may be derived solely from establishing 
or maintaining the network connection. 

The Parties shall provide for the mutual and reciproca1 recovery of the costs for 
the elemental functions performed in transporting and terminating local traffic on 
each other’s network.

Until such time as the FCC or the 
Commission, consistent with applicable FCC rules and decisions, has established 
an intra-carrier compensation mechanism applicable to and establishing cash 
compensation for ISP-Bound Traffic, ISP-Bound Traffic shall be treated as Local 
Traffic subject to reciprocal compensation in a manner consistent with FCC Rule 
5 1.71 1 and other applicable rules and decisions of the FCC and the Commission.

Frame Relay Service

will apply only to Frame Relay Service and Exchange Access Frame Relay 
Service in those states in which Intermedia is certified and providing Frame Relay 
Service as a Local Exchange Carrier and where traffic is being exchanged 
between Intemedia and BellSouth Frame Relay Switches in the same LATA.

If all the data packets transported within a VC origmate and terminate within the 
LATA, the traffic on that VC is local (“Local VC”) for purposes of calculating the 
PLCU and for purposes of reciprocal compensation for Frame Relay packet data. 

If the origmating and terminating locations of the two way packet data traffic are 
not in the same LATA, the traffic on that VC is interLATA (“InterLATA VC”). 

The PLCU is determined by dividing the total number of Local VCs, by the total 
number of VCs on each Frame Relay facility. To facilitate implementation, 
intermedia may determine its PLCU in aggregate, by dividing the total number of 
Local VCs in a given LATA by the total number VCs in that LATA. The Parties 
agree to renegotiate the method for determining PLCU, at BellSouth’s request, 
and within 90 days, if BellSouth notifies Intermedia that it has found that this 
method does not adequately represent the PLCU. Pending the development of a 
suitable mechanism for measuring packet data traffic, and assessment of 
reciprocal compensation for Local VC traffic, the Parties agree that the reciprocal 
compensation mechanism for Local VC traffic shall be bill and keep. 

If there are no VCs on a particular facility when it is initially billed, the Parties 
wiIl establish the PLCU based upon the average number of Local VCs and total 
VCs on other Frame Relay facilities between the Parties in the same LATA. If 
there are no other Frame Relay facilities between the Parties in the same LATA, 
the Parties will establish the PLCU based upon the average number of Local VCs 
and total VCs on other Frame Relay facilities between the Parties in the same 
state.

htermedia will identify and report quarterly to BellSouth the PLCU of the Frame 
Relay facilities it uses, per section 7.5.3 above. 

Either Party may request a review or audit of the various service components, 
consistent with the provisions of section E2 of the BellSouth State Access 
Services tariffs or Section 2 of the BellSouth FCC No. 1 Tariff. 

If during the term of this Agreement, BellSouth obtains authority to provide 
interLATA Frame Relay in any State, the Parties agree to renegotiate this 
arrangement for the exchange of Frame Relay Service Traffic within one hundred 
eighty (1 80) days of the date BellSouth receives interLATA authority.

1 . 1  Scope of Attachment. The rates. terms. and conditions contained within this 
Attachment shall only apply when Intermedia is occupying the Collocation Space as a 
sole occupant or as a Host within a Premises location in Flonda pursuant to Section 4. 
This Attachment is applicable to Premises owned or leased by BellSouth. H ~ n v e l  er. 
i f  the Premises occupied by BellSouth is leased by BelISouth from a third party. 
special considerations and intervals may apply in addition to the terms and conditions 
of this Attachment. 

All the negotiated rates, terms and conditions set forth in this Attachment pertain to 
collocation and the provisioning of Collocation Space. 

1.2 Ripht to Occupy. BellSouth shall offer to Intermedia collocation on rates. terms. and 
conditions that are just, reasonable, non-discriminatory and consistent with the rules 
of the Federal Communications Commission (“FCC”). Subject to Section 4 of this 
Attachment, BellSouth allows Intermedia to occupy that certain area designated by 
BelISouth within a BellSouth Premises, or on BellSouth property upon which the 
BellSouth Premises is located, of a size which is specified by Intermedia and agreed 
to by BellSouth (hereinafter “Collocation Space”). BellSouth Premises include 
BellSouth Central Offices and Serving Wire Centers.

In the event of space exhaust within a Central Office Premises, 
BellSouth may include in its documentation for the Petition for Waiver filing any 
unutilized space in the Central Office Premises. Intermedia will be responsible for 
any justification of unutilized space within its space, if such justification is required 
by the Florida Public Service Commission (“Florida PSC”). 

1.3 Use of Space. Intermedia shall use the Collocation Space for the purposes of 
installing, maintaining and operating Intermedia’s equipment (to include testing and 
monitoring equipment) that is necessary to interconnect with BellSouth services and 
facilities, including access to unbundled network elements, for the provision of 
telecommunications services.

The request from Intermedia for a Space Availability Report must be written and must 
include the Premises and Common Language Location Identification (“CLLI”) code 
of the Premises.

BellSouth will maintain a waiting list of requesting carriers who have either receii ed 
a Denial of Application or, where it is publicly known that the Premises is out of 
space, have submitted a Letter of Intent to collocate. Sixty (40) days prior to space 
becoming available, if known, BellSouth will notify the FIorida PSC and the 
telecommunications carriers on the waiting list by mail when space becomes available 
according to the position of telecommunications carrier on said waiting list.

2.6 Public Notification. BellSouth will maintain on its Interconnection Services website 
a notification document that will indicate all Central Offices that are without available 
space.

BellSouth will also post a document on 
its Interconnection Services website that contains a general notice where space has 
become available in a Central Office previously on the space exhaust list.

3.2 Cages. BellSouth shall construct enclosures in compliance with Intermedia’s 
colIocation request. At Intermedia’s request, BellSouth shall permit Intermedia to 
subcontract the construction of physical collocation arrangements with a contractor 
certified by BellSouth (“BellSouth Certified Contractor”), provided however, that 
BellSouth shall not unreasonably withhold approval cx-contractors. 

3.3 When Intermedia subcontracts the construction, Intermedia must arrange with a 
BellSouth Certified Contractor to construct a collocation arrangement enclosure in 
accordance with BellSouth’s guidelines and specifications prior to starting equipment 
installation and at Intermedia’s sole expense. BellSouth will provide guidelines and 
specifications upon request. Where local building codes require enclosure 
specifications more stringent than BellSouth’s standard enclosure specificat ion, 
Intermedia and Intermedia’s BellSouth Certified Contractor must comply with the 
more stringent Iocal building code requirements. Intermedia’s BellSouth Certified 
Contractor shall be responsible for filing and receiving any and all necessary permits 
and/or licenses for such construction. BellSouth shall cooperate with Intermedia and 
provide, at Intermedia’s expense, the documentation, including architectural 
drawings, necessary for Intermedia to obtain the zoning, permits and/or other licenses. 
BellSouth shall pass on to Intermedia the costs of providing the documentation. The 
BellSouth Certified Contractor shall bill Intermedia directly for all work performed 
for Intermedia pursuant to this Attachment and BellSouth shall have no liability for 
nor responsibility to pay such charges imposed by the BellSouth Certified Contractor. 
Intermedia must provide the Iocal BellSouth buildingcontact with two Access Keys 
used to enter the locked enclosure.

Intermedia may allow other 
telecommunications carriers to share Intermedia's caged collocation arrangement 
pursuant to terms and conditions agreed to by Intermedia ("Host") and other 
telecommunications carriers ("Guests") and pursuant to this section, except where the 
BellSouth Premises is located within a leased space and BellSouth is prohibited by 
said lease from offering such an option. Intennedia shall notify BellSouth in writing 
upon execution of any agreement between the Host and its Guest within ten (1  0) 
calendar days of its execution and prior to any Firm Order. Further. such notice shall 
include the name of the Guest(s) and the term of the agreement, and shall contain a 
certification by Intermedia that said agreement imposes upon the Guest(s) the same 
terms and conditions for Collocation Space as set forth in this Attachment between 
BellSouth and Intermedia. 

3.4.1 Intermedia shall be the sole interface and responsible Party to BellSouth for the 
assessment and billing of rates and charges contained within this Attachment and for 
the purposes of ensuring that the safety and security requirements of this Attachment 
are fully complied with by the Guest, its employees and agents. BellSouth shall 
prorate the costs based on the number of collocators and space used by each. In the 
event the Host and Guest jointly submit an initial Application, only one Application 
Fee will be assessed. A separate initial Guest application shall require the assessment 
of a Subsequent Application Fee, as set forth in Exhibit A, if this application is not 
the initial application made for the arrangement. Notwithstanding the foregoing, 
Guest may arrange directly with BellSouth for equipment placement, unbundled 
network elements and other services, regardless of whether the Host or Guest was the 
original collocator.

Premises‘ property and where petttirtted by  zoning and other ;IppIicable state and local 
replations. The Adjacent .Arrangement shall be constructed or procured by Intermedia 
and in conformance with BellSouth‘s design and construction specifications. Further. 
Intermedia shall construct. procure. maintain and operate said Adjacent Arrangement( s)  
pursuant to ail of the terms and conditions set forth in this Attachment. Rates shail be 
negotiated at the time of the request for the Adjacent Arransement. 

Should Intermedia elect such option. Intermedia must arrange with a BellSouth Cwit isd 
Contractor to construct an Adjacent Arrangement structure in accordance L\ ith 
BellSouth’s guideIines and specifications. BellSouth wilf provide guidelines and 
Specifications upon request. Where local building codes require enclosure speci tications 
more stringent than BellSouth’s standard specification, Intermedia and Intermedia‘s 
BellSouth Certified Contractor must comply with the more stringent local building code 
requirements. Intermedia‘s BelISouth Certified Contractor shall be responsible for tiling 
and receiving any and all necessary zoning, permits andlor licenses for such construction. 
Intermedia’s BellSouth Certified Contractor shall bill Intermedia directly for all work 
performed for Intemedia pursuant to this Attachment and BellSouth shall have no 
liability for nor responsibility to pay such charges imposed by the BellSouth Certitied 
Contractor. Intermedia must provide the local BellSouth building contact with two cards, 
keys or other access device used to enter the locked enclosure. Except in cases of 
emergency, BellSouth shall not access Intermedia’s locked enclosure prior to notifqing 
In termedi a. 

Intermedia must submit its plans and specifications to BellSouth with its Finn Order. 
BellSouth may elect to review Intermedia’s plans and specifications prior to construction 
of an Adjacent Arrangement(s) to ensure compliance with BellSouth’s guidelines and 
specifications. BellSouth shall complete its review within fifteen (1  5) calendar days. If 
BellSouth reviews Intermedia’s plans and specifications prior to construction, then 
BellSouth will have the right to inspect the Adjacent Arrangement after construction to 
make sure it is constructed according to the submitted plans and specifications. If 
BellSouth elects not to review Intermedia’s plans and specifications prior to construction, 
lntermedia will be entitled to request BellSouth to review; and in the event Intermedia 
does not request a BellSouth review, BellSouth shall have the right to inspect the 
Adjacent Arrangement after construction to make sure it is constructed according to 
BellSouth’s guidelines and specifications. BellSouth may require Intermedia to remove 
or correct within seven (7) calendar days at Intermedia’s expense any structure that does 
not meet these plans and specifications or, where applicable, BellSouth’s guidelines and 
specifications 

Intermedia shall provide a concrete pad, the structure housing the arrangement, 
heatinghentilatiodair conditioning (“HVAC”), lighting, and all facilities that connect the 
structure (Le. racking, conduits, etc.) to the BellSouth point of interconnection. At 
Intermedia’s option, and where the local authority having jurisdiction permits, BellSouth 
shall provide an AC power source and access to physical collocation services and 
facilities subject to the same nondiscriminatory requirements as applicable to any other 
physical collocation arrangement, Intermedia’s BellSouth Certified Contractor shall be 



3.5.4 BellSouth shall allow Shared (Subleased) Caged Colloc tion within an Adjacent 
.\rrsngemnt pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth in Section 3.4 preceding. 

4. Occupancy 

3.1 Commencement Date. The ‘‘Commencement Date” shall be the day Intemedia’s 
equipment becomes operational as descnbed in Article 4.2, following. 

4.2 Occupancy. BellSouth will notify Entermedia in writing that the Collocation Space is 
ready for occupancy. Intermedia must notify BellSouth in writing that collocation 
equipm?nt installation is complete and is operational with BellSouth’s network. 
BellSouth may. at its option, not accept orders for interconnected service until receipt 
of such notice. For purposes of this paragraph, Intennedia’s teIecommunications 
equipment will be deemed operational when cross-connected to BellSouth‘s network 
for the purpose of service provision. 

’ 4.3 Termination of Occupancy. In addition to any other provisions addressing 
Termination of Occupancy in this Attachment, Termination of Occupancy may occur 
in the following circumstances: 

3.3.1 Intermedia may terminate occupancy in a particuIar Collocation Space by submitting 
a Subsequent Application requesting termination of occupancy. 

4.3.2 Upon termination of such occupancy, Intermedia at its expense shall remove its 
equipment and other property from the Collocation Space. Intermedia shall have 
thirty (30) calendar days from the termination date to complete such removal, 
including the removal of all equipment and facilities of Intermedia’s Guests; 
provided, however, that Lntermedia shall continue payment of monthly fees to 
BellSouth until such date as Lntermedia has h l ly  vacated the Collocation Space. 
Should Intermedia or Intermedia’s Guest fail to vacate the Collocation Space within 
thirty (30) calendar days from the termination date, BellSouth shall have the right to 
remove the equipment and other property of Intermedia or Intermedia’s Guest at 
Intermedia’s expense and with no liability for damage or injury to Lntermedia or 
Entermedia’s Guest’s property unless caused by the gross negligence or intentional 
misconduct of BellSouth. Upon termination of Intermedia’s right to occupy 
Collocation Space, Lntermedia shall surrender such Collocation Space to BellSouth in 
the same condition as when first occupied by Intermedia except for ordinary wear and 
tear, unless othewise agreed to by the Parties. Intermedia shall be responsible for the 
cost of removing any enclosure, together with all support structures (e.g., racking, 
conduits), at the tennination of occupancy and restoring the grounds to their oripnal 
condition.

Eyipment  Tvpe. BellSouth permits the collocation of any tqpe of equipment 
necessary for interconnection to BellSouth’s network or for access to unbundled 
netLvork elements in the provision of telecommunications services. 

Such equipment must at a minimum meet the following BeHCore (Telcordla) 
5 et w o r k E q u i p m e n t B u i 1 d i n g S y s t em s ( N E B S ) G en er a 1 E q u i p m e n t R e q u i rem en t s : 
Cnteria Level 1 requirements as outlined in the BellCore (Telcordia) Special Report 
SR-3580. Issue 1 : equipment design spatial requirements per GR-63-CORE. Section 
2 :  thermal heat dissipation per GR-063-CORE, Section 4. Criteria 77-79; acoustic 
noise per GR-OM-CORE, Section 4, Criterion 128. and National Electric Code 
standards. 

Intermedia shall not request more DSO, DS 1. DS3 and optical terminations for a 
collocation arrangement than the total port or termination capacity of the transmission 
equipment physically installed in, or reasonably projected for, the arrangement. The 
total capacity of the transmission equipment collocated in the arrangement will 
include equipment contained in the application in question as well as equipment 
already placed in the arrangement. Collocated cros5-connect devices are not 
considered transmission equipment. If full network termination capacity of the 
transmission equipment being installed is not requested in the application, additional 
network terminations for the installed equipment will require the submission of 
another application. In the event that Intermedia submits an application for 
terminations that exceed the total capacity of the collocated equipment, Intermedia 
will be informed of the discrepancy and will be required to submit a revision to the 
ap p 1 i c ati o n

Intermedia shall not use the Collocation Space for marketing purposes nor shall it 
place any identifylng signs or markings in the area surrounding the Collocation Space 
or on the grounds of the Premises. 

Intermedia shall place a plaque or other identification affixed to Intermedia’s 
equipment necessary to identify Intermedia’s equipment, including a list of 
emergency contacts with telephone numbers. 

Entrance Facilities. Intermedia may elect to place Intermedia-owned or Intermedia- 
leased fiber entrance facilities into the Collocation Space. BellSouth will designate 
the point of interconnection in close proximity to the Premises building housing the 
Collocation Space, such as an entrance manhole or a cable vault which are physically 
accessible by both Parties. Intermedia will provide and place fiber cable at the point 
of entrance of suficient length to be pulled through conduit and into the splice 
location. Intermedia will provide and install a sufficient length of fire retardant riser 
cable, to which the entrance cable will be spliced, which will extend from the splice 
location to Intermedia’s equipment in the Collocation Space. In the event Intermedia 
utilizes a non-metallic, riser-type entrance facility, a splice will not be required. 
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Intermedia must contact BellSouth for instructions pnor to placlng the entrance 
facility cable in the manhole. Intermedia is responsible for maintenance of the 
entrance facilities. At Intermedia‘s option BellSouth udl accommodate where 
technically feasible a microwave entrance facility pursuant to separately negotiated 
terms and conditions. In the case of adjacent collocation. unless BellSouth 
determines that limited space is available for the entrance facilities. copper facilities 
may be used between the adjacent collocation arrangement and the central office 
termination point. Should the Parties disagree as to whether space is available for 
copper facilities, the dispute resolution provisions of this Agreement shall apply. 

5.2.1 Dual Entrance. BellSouth will  provide at least two interconnection points at each 
Premises where there are at least two such interconnection points available and where 
capacity exists. Upon receipt of a request for physical collocation under this 
Attachment. BellSouth shall provide Intermedia with information regarding 
BellSouth’s capacity to accommodate dual entrance facilities. If conduit in the 
serving manhoIe(s) is available and is not reserved for another purpose for utilization 
within 12 months of the receipt of an application for collocation, BeIISouth will make 
the requested conduit space available for installing a second entrance facility to 
Intermedia’s arrangement. At the reasonible and non-discriminatory discretion of 
BellSouth and after consultation and input from Intermedia, BellSouth will determine 
the location of the serving manhoie(s).. Where dual entrance is not availabte due to 
lack of capacity, BellSouth will so state in the Application Response. 

5.2.2 Shared Use. Lntermedia may utilize spare capacity on an existing interconnector 
entrance facility for the purpose of providing an entrance facility to another 
Intermedia collocation arrangement within the same BellSouth Premises. Intermedia 
must arrange with BellSouth for BellSouth to splice the utilized entrance facility 
capacity to hermedia-provided riser cable. 

5.3 Demarcation Point. BellSouth will designate the point(s) of demarcation between 
Intermedia’s equipment andor network and BellSouth’s network. Each Party will be 
responsible for maintenance and operation of all equipmenVfacilities on its side of the 
demarcation point. For 2-wire and 4-wire connections to BellSouth’s network, the 
demarcation point shall be a common block on the BellSouth designated conventional 
distributing fiame. Intermedia shall be responsible for providing? and a supplier 
certified by BellSouth (“Intermedia’s BellSouth Certified Supplier”) shall be 
responsible for installing and properly labeling/stenciling, the common block, and 
necessary cabling pursuant to Section 6.5. For all other terminations BellSouth shall 
designate a demarcation point on a per arrangement basis. Intermedia orits agent 
must perform all required maintenance to equipmenVfacilities on its side of the 
demarcation point, pursuant to Section 5.3, following, and may self-provision cross- 
connects that may be required within the Collocation Space to activate service 
requests. At Intermedia’s option and expense, a Point of Termination (“POT”) bay or 
frame may be placed in the Collocation Space, but will not serve as the demarcation 
point. Intermedia must make arrangements with a BellSouth Certified Supplier for 
such placement. 
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5.4 [ntermedia'j Equipment and Facilities. Intermedia, or 1f required b> this Attachment. 
tntermedia's BellSouth Certitled Supplier. is solely responsible for the desisn. 
en g i n eeri n g , i n s t a 1 1 at 1 o n , test i n g . pro L i s 1 o n i n g , perfo tm a nc e. m o n i to n n g . ma i n t e n a n c e. 
and repair ofthe equipment and facilities used by tntermedia which must be 
perfomed in compliance with all applicable BellSouth policies and guidelines. Such 
equipment and facilities may include but are not limited to cable( s): equipment: and 
point of termination connections. Intermedia and its selected BellSouth Csrtitied 
Supplier must folIow and comply with all BellSouth requirements outlined in 
BellSouth's TR 73503. TR 73519, TR 73572, and TR 73564. 

5.5 Co-carrier cross-connect. In addition to, and not in lieu of, obtaining interconnection 
with, or access to, BellSouth's telecommunications services, unbundled network 
elements, and facilities. Intermedia may directly connect to other interconnectors 
within the designated BellSouth Premises (including to its other virtual or phyr;icd 
collocated arrangements) through facilities owned by Intermedia or through BellSouth 
facilities of a type designated by Intermedia, at Intermedia's option. Such connections 
may be made using either optical or electrical facilities. intermedia may deploy such 
optical or electrical connections directly between its own facilities and the facilities of 
other interconnector(s) without being routed through BellSouth equipment. 

5.5.1 If intermedia requests a non-contiguous co-carrier cross-connect after the initial 
installation, Intermedia must submit an application. The applicable nonrecurring fee 
in Exhibit A shall apply in lieu of any application fee. Intermedia shall use a 
BellSouth Certified Supplier to place the co-carrier cross-connect or may request that 
BellSouth place the cross-connect. If BellSouth performs the work, it shall be via a 
cross-connect and the appropriate cross-connect charges shall apply. Cable support 
charges shall be assessed per linear foot of support structure used. 

5.5.2 If Intermedia requests a contiguous co-carrier cross-connect after the initial 
installation, no application fee is required. However, Intermedia must inform 
BellSouth, prior to commencing work, of the type of work to be pedonned and the 
duration of such work. Intermedia must use a BellSouth Certified Supplier to perfom 
this work or may request that BellSouth perform the work. If BellSouth performs the 
work, it shall be via a cross-connect and the appropriate cross-connect charges shall 
apply. 

5.4 BellSouth's Access to Collocation Space. From time to time BellSouth may require 
access to the Collocation Space. BellSouth retains the right to access such space for 
the purpose of making BellSouth equipment and building modifications (e.g., 
running, altering or removing racking, ducts, electrical wiring, HVAC, and cables). 
BellSouth will give written notice to Intermedia at least 48 hours before access to the 
Collocation Space is required. Intermedia may elect to be present whenever 
BellSouth performs work in the Collocation Space. The Parties agree that Intermedia 
will not bear any of the expense associated with this work. 
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5.7 .Access. Pursuant to Section 1 1. Intermedia shall have x c e s s  to the CdIoc‘atlt~n 
Space twenty-four (24) hours a day. seven ( 7 )  days a week. Intermedia aaees  to 
provide the name and social security number or date of birth or driver‘s license 
number of each employee, contractor. or agents of Intermedia or Intermedia’s Guesrs 
provided with access keys or cards (“Access Keys“) pnor to the issuance of s a d  
Access Keys. Access Keys shall not be duplicated under any circumstances. 
htemedia agrees to be responsible for all Access Keys and for the return of all said 
Access Keys in the possession of Intermedia employees. contractors. Guests. or 
agents after termination of the employment relationship. contractual obligation i th  
Intermedia or upon the temination of this Attachment or the termination of 
occupancy of an individual collocation arrangement.

5.7. I Lost or Stolen Access Kevs. Intermedia shall notify BellSouth in writing m ithin 24 
hours of becoming aware in the case of lost or stolen Ac2ess Keys. Should it become 
necessary for BellSouth to re-key buiIdings or deactivate a card as a result of a lost 
Access Key(s) or for failure to return an Access Key(s), Intermedia shall pay for all 
reasonable costs associated with the re-keying or deactivating the card. 

5.8 Interference or Impairment. Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Attachment. 
Intermedia shall not use any product or service provided under this Agreement, any 
other service related thereto or used in combination therewith, or place or use any 
equipment or facilities in any manner that 1)  significantly degrades, interferes with or 
impairs service provided by BellSouth or by any other entity or any person’s use of its 
telecommunications service; 2) endangers or damages the equipment, facilities or 
other property of BellSouth or of any other entity or person; 3) compromises the 
privacy of any communications; or 4) creates an unreasonable risk of injury or death 
to any individual or to the public. If BellSouth reasonably determines that any 
equipment or facilities of Intermedia violates the provisions of this paragraph, 
BellSouth shall gwe written notice to Intermedia, which notice shall direct Intermedia 
to cure the violation within forty-eight (48) hours of Intermedia’s actual receipt of 
written notice or, at a minimum, to commence curative measures within 24 hours and 
to exercise reasonable dihgence to complete such measures as soon as possible 
thereafter. After receipt of the notice, the Parties agree to consult immediately and, if 
necessary, to inspect the arrangement. 

5.8.1 Except in the case of the deployment of an advanced service which significantly 
degrades the performance of other advanced services or traditional voice band 
services, if Intermedia fails to take curative action within 48 hours or if the violation 
is of a character which poses an immediate and substantial threat of damage to 
property, injury or death to m y  person, or any other significant degradation, 
interference or impairment of BellSouth’s or another entity’s service, then and only in 
that event BellSouth may take such action as it deems appropriate to correct the 
violation, including without limitation the interruption of electrical power to 
Intermedia’s equipment. BellSouth will endeavor, but is not required, to provide 
notice to Intermedia prior to taking such action and shall have no liability to 
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Intermedia for any damages ansing from such action. except to the extent that such 
action by BellSouth constitutes willful miscondEct. 

5.8.2 For purposes of this Section 5.8. the tem “signitlcantIy degrade” shall mean an action 
that noticeably impairs a service tiom a user’s perspective. In the case of the 
deployment of an advanced service which significantly degrades the performance of 
other advanced services or traditional voice band services and Intermedia h l s  to take 
curative action within 48 hours then BellSouth will establish before the Ftonda PSC 
that the technology deployment is causing the significant degradation. ,Any claims of 
network harm presented to Intermedia or, if subsequently necessary. the Flonda PSC. 
must be supported with specific and verifiable information. Where BellSouth 
demonstrates that a deployed technology is significantly degrading the performance ol’ 
other advanced senices or traditional voice band services. Intermedia shall 
discontinue deployment of that technology and migrate its customer? to technologies 
that will not significantly degrade the performance of other such services. Where the 
only degraded semice itself is a known disturber, and the newly deployed technology 
satisfies at least one of the criteria for a presumption that is acceptable for deploqment 
under section 47 C.F.R. 6 5 1.230, the degraded service shall not prevail against the 
new I y-deplo yed techno 1 ogy . 

5.9 Personalty and its Removal. Facilities and equipment placed by Intermedia in the 
Collocation Space shall not become a part of the Collocation Space, even if nailed, 
screwed or otherwise fastened to the Collocation Space, but shall retain their status as 
personal property and may be removed by Intermedia at any time. Any damage 
caused to the Collocation Space by Intennedia’s employees, agents or representatives 
during the removal of such property shall be promptly repaired by Intermedia at its 
expense. 

5.10 Alterations. In no case shall Intermedia or any person acting on behalf of Intermedia 
make any rearrangement, modification, improvement, addition, repair, or other 
alteration which could affect in any way space, power, HVAC, and/or safety 
considerations to the Collocation Space or the BellSouth Premises without the written 
consent of BellSouth, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld. The cost of 
any such specialized alterations shall be paid by Intermedia. Any material 
rearrangement, modification, improvement, addition, repair, or other alteration shall 
require a Subsequent Application and Subsequent Application Fee, pursuant to sub- 
section 6.2.2. 

5.1 1 Janitorial Service. Intermedia shall be responsible for the general upkeep of the 
Caged Collocation Space. Intermedia shall arrange directly with a BellSouth 
Certified Contractor for janitorial services applicable to Caged Collocation Space.

Ordering and Preparation of Collocation Space 

Shoutd any state or federal regulatory agency impose procedures or intends 
applicable to BellSouth and/or lntermedia that are different from procedures or 
intenals set forth in this section, whether now in effect or that become effective after 
execution of this Agreement, those procedures or intenals shall supersede the 
requirements set forth herein for that jurisdiction for all applications submitted for the 
first time after the effective date thereof. 

Application for Space. Intermedia shall submit an application document hen 
Intermedia or Intermedia’s Guest(s), as detined in Section 3.4. desires to request or 
modify the use of the Collocation Space. 

Initial Application. For lntermedia or Intermedia’s Guest(s) initial equipment 
placement, Intermedia shall submit to BellSouth a Physical Expanded Interconntction 
Application Document (“Application”), together with payment of the Application Fee 
as stated in Exhibit A. The Application is Bona Fide when it is complete and 
accurate, meaning that all required fields on the application are completed with the 
appropriate type of information and the appropriate fees, described in Exhibit A, have 
been remitted. The Bona Fide Application shall contain a detailed description and 
schematic drawing of the equipment to be placed in intermedia’s Collocation Space(s) 
and an estimate of the amount of square footage required. - 

Subsequent Application. In the event Intermedia or Intermedia’s Guest( s) desires to 
modify the use of the Collocation Space (“Augmentation”), Intermedia shall complete 
an Application document (“Subsequent Application”) detailing all information 
regarding the modification to the Collocation Space together with payment of the 
minimum Subsequent Application Fee as stated in Exhibit A. Said minimum 
Subsequent Application Fee shall be considered a partial payment of the applicable 
Subsequent Application Fee which shall be calculated as set forth below. BellSouth 
shall determine what modifications, if any, to the Premises are required to 
accommodate the change requested by Lntermedia in the Application. Such necessary 
modifications to the Premises may include but are not limited to, floor loading 
changes, changes necessary to meet HVAC requirements, changes to power plant 
requirements, equipment additions, etc. The fee paid by Intermedia for its request to 
modify the use of the Collocation Space shall be dependent upon the level of 
assessment needed for the modification requested. Where the Subsequent 
Application does not require assessment for provisioning or construction work by 
BellSouth, no Subsequent Application Fee will be required and the pre-paid fee shall 
be refirnded to Intermedia. The fee for an Application where the modification 
requested has limited effect (e.g., does not require assessment related to capital 
expenditure by BellSouth) shall be the Subsequent Application Fee as set forth in 
Exhibit A. If the modification requires capital expenditure assessment, a f t l l  
Application Fee shall apply. In the event such modifications require the assessment 
of a full Application Fee as set forth in Exhibit A, the outstanding balance shall be 
due by Intermedia within 30 calendar days following Intermedia’s receipt of a bill or 
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invoice t?om BellSouth. The Subsequent Application 1s Bona Fide when i t  is 
complete and accurate, meaning that all required tieids on the application are 
completed with the appropriate type of infomation and the appropriate fees. 
described in Exhibit A, have been remitted. 

Application Response. Within fifteen ( 15) calendar days of receipt of a Bona Fide 
Application. BellSouth will respond as to whether space is available or not a i  ailable 
within a particular Premises. Additionally. when space has been determined to be 
available or when a lesser amount of space than that requested is acailable. then with 
respect to the space available. BellSouth will provide a written response (“,Application 
Response”) including sufficient information to enable Intermedia to place a Finn  
Order. The Application Response will include, at a minimum. the contlguration of 
the space, the Cable Installation Fee, and the space preparation fees, as described in 
Section 7. Also included will be an additional engineering fee, which recovers costs 
associated with provisioning Intermedia’s request, including, but not limited to, work 
associated with building cable pairs and tie cable terminations, as ordered in the 
application. When Intermedia submits ten ( 10) or more applications within ten ( 10) 
calendar days, the initial fifteen (1  5) day response period will increase by ten ( 10) 
days for every additional ten ( 10) applications or fraction thereof. 

Application Modifications. If a modification or revision is made to any information 
in the Bona Fide Application for Physical Collocation or the Bona Fide Application 
for Adjacent CoIlocation, with the exception of modifications to Customer 
Infomation, Contact Information or Billing Contact Information, either at the request 
of Intermedia or necessitated by technical considerations, BellSouth will respond to 
the Bona Fide Application within fifteen (1  5 )  calendar days after BellSouth receives 
such revised application or at such other date as the Parties agree. If, at any time, 
BellSouth needs to reevaluate Intermedia’s Bona Fide Application as a result of 
changes requested by Intermedia to Intermedia’s origmal application, then BellSouth 
will charge Intermedia a rate based upon the additional engineering hours required to 
do the reassessment. Major changes such as requesting additional space or adding 
additional equipment may require Intermedia to resubmit the application with an 
Application Fee.

6.5 Bona Fide Firm Order. Intermedia shall indicate its intent to proceed with equipment 
installation in a BellSouth Premises by submitting a Physical Expanded 
Interconnection Firm Order document (“Firm Order”) to BellSouth. A Firm Order 
shall be considered Bona Fide when Entermedia has completed the 
Applicationhquiry process described in Section 6.2, preceding, has subrhitted the 
Firm Order document indicating acceptance of the Application Response provided by 
BellSouth , and has remitted all appropriate fees included therein. The Bona Fide 
Firm Order must be received by BellSouth no later than thirty (30) calendar days after 
BellSouth’s Application Response to Intermedia’s Bona Fide Application or 
Intermedia forfeits its requested space.

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BellSouth will establish a firm order date based upon the date BellSouth is in receipt 
of a Bona Fide Firm Order. Be11South will acknowledge the receipt of Intermedia's 
Bona Fide Firm Order within five (5) calendar days of receipt indicating that the Bona 
Fide Firm Order has been received. A BellSouth response to a Bona Fide Firm Order 
will include a Firm Order Confinnation containing the firm order date. No revisions 
will be made to a Bona Fide Firm Order. 

BellSouth will permit one accompanied site visit to Intermedia's designated 
collocation arrangement location after receipt of the Bona Fide Finn Order without 
charge to Intermedia. 

Space preparation for the Collocation Space will not begin until BellSouth receives 
the Bona Fide Firm Order and a11 applicable fees. 

Entermedia must submit to BellSouth the completed Access Control Request Form for 
all employees or agents requiring access to the BellSouth Premises a minimum of 30 
calendar days prior to the date Intermedia desires access to the Collocation Space. 

Construction and Provisioning Interval. BellSouth will use best efforts to complete 
construction for collocation arrangements as soon as possible and within a maximum 
of 90 calendar days from receipt of a Bona Fide Firm Order or as agreed to by the 
Parties. For Augmentations, BellSouth will use best efforts to complete construction 
for collocation arrangements as soon as possible and within a maximum of45  
calendar days from receipt of a Bona Fide Firm Order or as agreed to by the Parties. 
If BellSouth does not believe that construction will be completed within the relevant 
time frame and BellSouth and Intermedia cannot agree upon a completion date, within 
45 calendar days of receipt of the Bona Fide Firm Order for an initial request, and 
within 30 calendar days for Augmentations, BellSouth may seek an extension from 
the Florida PSC. 

Joint Planning. Joint planning between BellSouth and Intermedia will commence 
within a maximum of twenty (20) calendar days tiom BeltSouth's receipt of a Bona 
Fide Firm Order. The Parties will agree to the preliminary design of the Collocation 
Space and the equipment configuration requirements as reflected in the Bona Fide 
Application and affirmed in the Bona Fide Firm Order. The Collocation Space 
completion time period will be provided to Intermedia during joint planning. 
BellSouth will complete design work related to work for which BellSouth is 
responsible following joint planning. 

Permits. Each Party or its agents will diligently pursue filing for the permits required 
for the scope of work to be performed by that Party or its agents within ten (10) 
calendar days of the completion of finalized construction designs and specifications. 

Acceptance Walk Through. Intermedia and BellSouth will complete an acceptance 
walk through of each Collocation Space requested from BellSouth by Intermedia. 
BellSouth will correct any deviations to Intermedia's original or jointly amended 
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requirements i\.ithin seven (7) calendar days after the i \ d k  through. unless the  part^ 

j o i n t l ~  agree upon a different time frame. 

b e  of BellSouth Certified Supplier. Intermedia shall select a suppller n hich has 
been approved as a BellSouth Certified Supplier to perform all engineering 2nd 
installation work. Intermedia and Intermedia's BellSouth Certified Supplier must 
f o l l o ~  and comply with a l l  BellSouth requirements outlined in BellSouth's TR 
73313, TR 73519. TR 73572. and TR 73564. In some cases. Intermedia must select 
separate BellSouth Certified Suppliers for transmission equipment. svituhing 
equipment and power equipment. BellSouth shall provide Intermedia with a list ot' 
BzllSouth Certified Suppliers upon request. The BellSouth Certified Supplier( s)  shall 
be responsible for installing Intermedia's equipment and components. installing co- 
carrier cross connects, extending power cabling to the BellSouth power distribution 
frame, performing operational tests after installation is complete. and notibing 
BellSouth's equipment engineers and Intermedia upon successful completion of 
installation, etc. The BellSouth Certified Supplier shall bill Intermedia directly for all 
work performed for Intermedia pursuant to this Attachment and BellSouth shall have 
no liability for nor responsibility to pay such charges imposed by the BellSouth 
Certified Supplier. BellSouth shall consider cer t ibng Intermedia or any supplier 
proposed by Intermedia. 

Alarm and Monitorinq. BellSouth shall place environmental alarins in the Premises 
for the protection of BellSouth equipment and facilities. intermedia shall be 
responsible for placement, monitoring and removal of environmental and equipment 
alarms used to service Intermedia's Collocation Space. Upon request, BellSouth will 
provide Intermedia with applicable tariffed service(s) to facilitate remote monitoring 
of collocated equipment by Intermedia. Both Parties shall use best efforts to notify 
the other of any verified environmental hazard known to that Party. 

Basic Telephone Service. Upon request of Intermedia, BellSouth will provide basic 
telephone service to the Collocation Space under the rates, terms and conditions of the 
current tariff offering for the service requested. 

Virtual to Physical Collocation Transition. Intermedia may transition any of its 
virtual collocation arrangements to physical collocation arrangements in BellSouth 
premises where physical Collocation Space is available. For transitions to cageless 
with no physical changes Intermedia may elect to have the equipment stay in place in 
the line-up, in which case no application fees shall apply, but lntermedia shall pay a 
charge for the administrative, billing, and engineering record updates, at the rates set 
forth in Exhibit A of this Agreement. If any additional equipment, space. or work is 
required, the Parties shall negotiate the situation on a case-by-case basis. Conversions 
From virtual to caged physical collocation will require that the arrangement be 
relocated. If additional equipment, space, or work is required, or if a conversion is 
from virtual to caged physical collocation, in addition to the charges referenced 
above, an application fee will apply. In the event that BellSouth knows when 
additional space for physical collocation may become available at the location 
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k x p x e c i  by Intermedia. such infomation t ~ . i l l  be proLided to I n t e m t t d i ~  In 
BellSouth's written denla1 of physical collocaticn. To the extent that conL.ersion 
hitrrmedia's virtual collocation arransement requires relocation of htermedia's 
qaipment. and ( i )  physical Collocation Space becomes available to Intermedia 
1 SO calendar days of BellSouth's written denial of Intermedia's request for physlcal 
collocation. ( i i )  BellSouth had knowledge that the space was going to become 
a i  ailable. and ( i i i )  Intermedia was not informed in the wntten denial that physical 
Collocation Space would become availabie within such 180 calendar days. then 
Intermedia may transition its virtual colIocation arrangement to a phq'sical collocation 
arrangement and will receive a credit for any nonrecurring charges pre\ iously paid for 
such L irtual collocation. If Intermedia's equipment is to be relocated upon 
conversion, intermedia must arrange with a BellSouth Certified Supplier for the 
relocation of equipment from its virtual Collocation Space to its physical Collocation 
Space and will bear the cost of such relocation.

6.14 Cancellation. If, at anytime, Intermedia cancels its order for the Collocation Space( s). 
Intermedia will reimburse BellSouth for any expenses incurred up to the date that 
written notice of the cancellation is received in addition to any costs incurred by 
BellSouth as a direct result of canceling the order. In no event will the level of 
reimbursement under this paragraph exceed the maximum amount Intermedia would 
have otherwise paid for work undertaken by BellSouth if no cancellation of the order 
had occurred. 

6.15 Licenses. Intermedia, at its own expense, will be solely responsible for obtaining 
fiom governmental authorities, and any other appropriate agency, entity, or person. all 
rights, privileges, and licenses necessary or required to operate as a provider of 
telecommunications services to the public or to occupy the Collocation Space. 

6.16 Environmental Compliance. The Parties agree to utilize and adhere to the 
Environmental Hazard Guidelines identified as Exhibit B attached hereto. 

7. Rates and Charges 

7.1 Space Preparation. Space preparation fees include a nonrecurring charge for Firm 
Order Processing and monthly recurring charges for Central Office Modifications, 
assessed per arrangement, per square foot, and Common Systems Modifications, 
assessed per arrangement, per square foot for cageless and per cage for caged 
collocation. Intermedia shall remit payment of the nonrecurring Firm Order 
Processing Fee coincident with submission of a Bona Fide Finn Order. The recurring 
charges for space preparation apply beginning on the date on which BellSouth 
releases the Collocation Space for occupancy or on the date Intermedia first occupies 
the Collocation Space, whichever is sooner. The charges recover the costs associated 
with preparing the Collocation Space, which includes survey, engmeering of the 
Collocation Space, design and modification costs for network, building and support 
systems. Additional engineering charges may apply as described in Section 6.4. In 
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the ex ent hermedia opts for cageless space. space preparatlon fees N 111 be rlssessed 
based on the total tloor space dedicated to Intermedia as prescnbed in Ssctlon 7 3 .  

7.2 Cable Installation, Cable Insta!latlon Fee( s )  are assessed per entrance cable placed. 

7.3 Floor Space. The Floor Space Charge includes reasonable charges for ll&tlng. 
H W C  and other allocated expenses associated with maintenance of the Premlses but 
does not recover any power-related costs incurred by BellSouth. When the 
Collocation Space is enclosed. Intermedia shalI pay tloor space charges based upon 
the number of square feet so enclosed. When the Collocation Space is not enclosed. 
Intermedia shall pay tloor space charges based upon the fotlowing floor space 
calculation: [(depth of the equipment lineup in which the rack is placed) - (0.5 Y 

maintenance aisle depth) + (0.5 x wiring aide depth)] X (width of rack and spacers). 
For purposes of this calculation, the depth of the equipment lineup shall consider the 
footprint of equipment racks plus any equipment overhang. BellSouth wi l l  assign 
unenclosed Collocation Space in conventional equipment rack lineups where feasible. 
In the event Intermedia’s collocated equipment requires special cable racking, isolated 
grounding or other treatment which prevents placement within conventional 
equipment rack lineups, Intermedia shall be required to request an amount of floor 
space sufficient to accommodate the total equipment arrangement. Floor space 
charges are due beginning with the date on which BellSouth releases the Collocation 
Space for occupancy or on the date Intermedia first occupies the Collocation Space, 
whichever is sooner.

7.4 Power. BellSouth shall make available 4 8  Volt (-48V) DC power for Intermedia‘s 
Collocation Space at a BellSouth Power Board or BellSouth Battery Distribution Fuse 
Bay (“BDFB”) at Intermedia’s option within the Premises. 

7.4.1 Recurring charges for -48V DC power will be assessed per ampere per month based 
upon the BellSouth Certified Supplier engtneered and installed power feed hsed 
ampere capacity. Rates include redundant feeder fuse positions (A&B) and common 
cable rack to Intemedia’s equipment or space enclosure. When obtaining power 
from a BDFB, fbses and power cables (A&B) must be engmeered (sized), and 
installed by Intermedia’s BellSouth Certified Supplier. When obtaining power from a 
BellSouth power board, power cables (A&B) must be engmeered (sized), and 
installed by Intermedia’s BellSouth Certified power Supplier. Intermedia is 
responsible for contracting with a BellSouth Certified Supplier for power distribution 
feeder cable runs fkom a BellSouth BDFB or power board to Intermedia’s equipment. 
Determination of the BellSouth BDFB or BellSouth power board as the power source 
will be made at BellSouth’s sole, but reasonable, discretion. The BellSouth Certified 
Supplier contracted by Intermedia must provide BellSouth a copy of the engineering 
power specification prior to the day on which Intermedia’s equipment becomes 
operational (“Commencement Date”). BellSouth will provide the common power 
feeder cable support structure between the BellSouth BDFB or power board and 
Intermedia’s arrangement area. Intermedia shall contract with a BellSouth Certified 
Supplier who will be responsible for the following: dedicated power cable support 
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Structure within Intermedia's arrangement; power cable feeds; tsmlnations of cable. 
.Any teminations at a BellSouth poLver board must be performed by a BellSouth 
Certified power Supplier. Intermedia shall comply with all applicable National 
Electric Code (NEC), BellSouth TR73503, T'elcordia (BellCore) and AYSI Standards 
regarding power cabling. 

7.4.2 I t '  BellSouth has not previously invested in power plant capacity for collocation at ;1 
specific site. Intermedia has the option to add its own dedicated power plant; 
provided. however, that such work shall be performed by a BellSouth Csrti tied 
Supplier who shall comply with BellSouth's guidelines and specifications. Where the 
addition of Intermedia's dedicated power plant results in construction of a new p w  er 
plant room, upon termination of Intermedia's right to occupy collocation space at 
such site, Intermedia shail have the right to remove its equipment from the power 
plant nom.  but shall otherwise leave the room intact. 

7.4.3 If Intermedia elects to install its own DC Power Plant, BellSouth shaIl provide AC 
power to feed Intermedia's DC Power Plant. Charges for AC power will be assessed 
per breaker ampere per month. Rates include the provision of commercial and 
standby AC power. When obtaining power from a BellSouth service panel, 
protection devices and power cables must be engineered (sized), and installed by 
intermedia's BellSouth Certified Supplier except that BellSouth shall engineer and 
install protection devices and power cables for Adjacent Collocation. Intermedia's 
BellSouth Certified Supplier must also provide a copy of the engmeering power 
specification prior to the Commencement Date. Charges for AC power shall be 
assessed pursuant to the rates specified in Exhibit A. AC power voltage and phase 
ratings shall be determined on a per location basis. At Intermedia's option, 
Intermedia may mange for AC power in an Adjacent Collocation arrangement from a 
retail provider of electrical power. 

7.5 Security Escort. A security escort will be required whenever Intermedia or its 
approved agent desires access to the entrance manhole or must have access to the 
Premises after the one accompanied site visit allowed pursuant to Section 6.5.2 prior 
to completing BellSouth's Security Training requirements and/or prior to Space 
Acceptance. Rates for a security escort are assessed according to the schedule 
appended hereto as Exhibit A beginning with the scheduled escort time. BellSouth 
will wait for one-half (1/2) hour after the scheduled time for such an escort and 
htermedia shall pay for such half-hour charges in the event Intermedia fails to show 
UP. 

Other. If no rate is identified in the contract, the rate for the specific service or 
function will be negotiated by the Parties upon request by either Party. Payment of all 
other charges under this Attachment shall be due thirty (30) calendar days after receipt 
of the bill (payment due date). Intermedia will pay a Iate payment charge of one and 
one-half percent ( 1 - 1/2%) assessed monthly on any balance which remains unpaid 
after the payment due date.

Intermedia shall. at its sole cost and expense. procure. maintain. and keep in force 
insurance as specitied in this Section 8 and undenc.ritten by insurance companies 
licensed to do business in the states applicable under this Attachment and h a  ing a 
Best's Insurance Rating of A-. 

Intermedia shall maintain the following specific coverage: 

Commercial General Liability coverage in the amount of ten million dollars 
(S 10,000,000.00) or a combination of Commercial General Liability and 
ExcessAJmbrella coverage totaling not less than ten million dollars (S 10.000.000.00). 
BellSouth shall be named as an Additional Insured on the Commercial General 
Liability policy as specified herein. 

Statutory Workers Compensation coverage and Employers Liability coverage in the 
amount of one hundred thousand dollars (S 100,000.00) each accident, one hundred 
thousand dollars (S 100,000.00) each employee by disease, and five hundred thousand 
dollars (S500,OOO.OO) policy limit by disease. 

Intermedia may elect to purchase business intemption and contingent business 
interruption insurance, having been advised that BellSouth assumes no liability for 
loss of profit or revenues should an interruption of service occur. 

All policies purchased by Intermedia shall be deemed to be primary and not 
contributing to or in excess of any similar coverage purchased by BellSouth. All 
insurance must be in effect on or before the date equipment is delivered to BellSouth's 
Premises and shall remain in effect for the term of this Attachment or until a11 
tntermedia's property has been removed from BellSouth's Premises, whichever period 
is longer. If Intermedia fails to maintain required coverage, BellSouth may pay the 
premiums thereon and seek reimbursement of same from Intermedia. 

Intermedia shal1 submit certificates of insurance reflecting the coverage required 
pursuant to this Section a minimum of ten ( 10) business days prior to the 
commencement of any work in the Collocation Space. Failure to meet this interval 
may result in construction and equipment installation delays. Intermedia shall arrange 
for BellSouth to receive thirty (30) business days' advance notice of cancellation fiom 
tntermedia's insurance company. Intermedia shall forward a certificate of insurance 
and notice of cancellatiodnon-renewal to BellSouth at the following address:

8.6 Self-Insurance. If Intermedia's net worth exceeds tive hundred million dollars 
~S500.000.000). Intermedia may elect to request self-insurance status in lleu of 
obtaining any of the insurance required in Sections 8.2. I and 5.2.3. Intermedia sha 
pro\ ide audited tinancia1 statements to BellSouth thirty (30) days prior to the 
commencement of any work in the Collocation Space. BellSouth shall then revien 
such audited tinancial statements and respond in writing to Intermedia in the e t e n t  
that self-insurance status is not granted to Intermedia. If BellSouth appro\ es 
Intermedia for Self-insurance, Intermedia shall annually hmish to BellSouth. and 
keep current. evidence of such net worth that is attested to by one of Intermedia's

corporate officers. The ability fo self-insure shall continue so long as the h e m e d i a  
meets all of the requirements of this Section.

8.8 Failure to comply with the provisions of this Section will be deemed a material breach 
of this Attachment. 

9. Mechanics Liens 

9.1 if any mechanics lien or other liens shall be filed against property of either Party 
(BellSouth or Intermedia), or any improvement thereon by reason of or arising out of 
any labor or materials furnished or alleged to have been hmished or to be hmished 
to or for the other Party or by reason of any changes, or additions to said property 
made at the request or under the direction of the other Party, the other Party directing 
or requesting those changes shall, within thirty (30) business days after receipt of 
written notice from the Party against whose property said lien has been filed, either 
pay such lien or cause the same to be bonded off the affected property in the manner 
provided by law. The Party causing said lien to be placed against the property of the 
other shall also defend, at its sole cost and expense, on behalf of the other, any action, 
suit or proceeding which may be brought for the enforcement of such liens and shall 
pay any damage and discharge any judgment entered thereon. 

10. inspections 

10.1 BellSouth may conduct an inspection of Intermedia's equipment and facilities in the 
Collocation Space(s) prior to the activation of facilities between Intermedia's 
equipment and equipment of BellSouth. BellSouth may conduct an inspection if 
Intermedia adds equipment and may otherwise conduct routine inspections at 
reasonable intervals mutually agreed upon by the Parties. BellSouth shall provide 
Intermedia with a minimum of forty-eight (48) hours or two (2) business days, 



w hichei er is gre3ter. advance nn t t en  notice of all such inspectlons. .A11 costs  o f  such 
inspection shall be borne by BellSouth. 

11. Security and Safety Requirements 

11.1 The security and safety requirements set forth in this section are no more stringent 
than the security requirements BeliSouth maintains at its own premises either for their 
own employees or for authorized contractors. Only BellSouth employees. BellSouth 
Certified Contractors and authorized employees, authorized Guests. pursuant to 
Section 3.4, preceding, or authorized agents of Intermedia will be permitted in the 
BellSouth Premises. Intermedia shall provide its employees and agents with picture 
identification which must be worn and visible at all times while in the Collocation 
Space or other areas in or around the Premises. The photo tdentification card shall 
bear, at a minimum. the employee's name and photo, and the Intermedia name. 
BellSouth reserves the right to remove from its premises any employee of Intermedia 
not possessing identification issued by Intermedia or who have violated any of 
BellSouth's policies as outlined in the CLEC Security Training documents. With the 
exception of damages caused by BellSouth's gross negligence or willful misconduct, 
Intermedia shall hold BellSouth harmless for any damages resulting fiom such 
removal of its personnel from BellSouth premises. Intermedia shall be solely 
responsible for ensuring that any Guest of Intermedia is in compliance with all 
subsections of this Section 1 1. 

1 1.1.1 Intermedia will be required, at its own expense, to conduct a statewide investigation 
of criminal history records for each Intermedia employee being considered for work 
on the BellSouth Premises, for the states/counties where the Intermedia employee has 
worked and lived for the past five years. Where state law does not permit statewide 
coilection or reporting, an investigation of the applicable counties is acceptable. This 
requirement will not apply if Intermedia has performed a pre-employment statewide 
investigation of criminal history records, or where state law does not permit an 
investigation of the applicable counties for the lntermedia employee seeking access, 
for the statedcounties where the Intermedia employee has worked and lived for the 
past five years. 

I 1.1.2 Intermedia will be required to administer to their personnel assigned to the BellSouth 
Premises security training either provided by BellSouth, or meeting criteria defined by 
Bell So ut h 

Intermedia shall not assign to the BellSouth Premises any personnel with records of 
felony criminal convictions. Intermedia shall not assign to the BellSouth Premises 
any personnel with records of misdemeanor convictions, except for misdemeanor 
traffic violations, without advising BellSouth of the nature and gravity of the 
offense(s). BellSouth reserves the right to rehse building access to any lntermedia 
personnel who have been identified to have misdemeanor criminal convictions. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that Intermedia chooses not to advise

1 1.1.6 For each Intermedia employee requiring access to a BellSouth Premises pursuant to 
this Attachment, Intermedia shall hmish BellSouth, prior to an employee gaining 
such access, a certification that the aforementioned background check and security 
training were completed. The certification will contain a statement that no felony 
convictions were found and certifymg that the security training was completed by the 
employee. If the employee’s criminal history includes misdemeanor convictions 
(other than traffic violations), intennedia will disclose the nature of the convictions to 
BellSouth at that time. In the alternative, tntermedia may certify to BellSouth that it 
shall not assign to the BellSouth Premises any personnel with records of misdemeanor 
convictions other than misdemeanor traffic violations. 

1 1.1.7 At BellSouth’s request, Intermedia shaI1 promptly remove from BellSouth’s Premises 
any employee of Intermedia BellSouth does not wish to grant access to its premises 
pursuant to any investigation conducted by BellSouth. 

11.2 Notification to BellSouth. BST reserves the right to interview Intermedia’s 
employees, agents, or contractors in the event of wrongdoing in or around BellSouth’s 
property or involving BellSouth’s or another CLEC’s property or personnel, provided 
that BellSouth shall provide reasonable advance written notice to Intermedia’s 
Security contact of such interview. Intermedia and its contractors shall reasonably 
cooperate with BellSouth’s investigation into allegations of wrongdoing or criminat 
conduct committed by, witnessed by, or involving Intermedia’s employees, agents, or 
contractors. Additionally, BellSouth reserves the right to bill Intermedia for all 
reasonable costs associated with investigations invo 1 ving In t ermedia ’ s employees, 
agents, or contractors if it is established and mutually agreed in good faith that 
Intermedia’s employees, agents, or contractors are responsible for the alleged 
wrongful act. BellSouth shall bill Intermedia for BellSouth property which is stolen 
or damaged where an investigation determines the culpability of Intermedia’s 
employees, agents, or contractors and where Intermedia agrees, in good faith, with the 
results of such investigation. Intermedia shall notify BellSouth in writing 
immediately in the event that the CLEC discovers one of its employees already 
working on the BellSouth premises is a possible security risk. Upon request of the 
other Party, the Party who is the employer shall discipline consistent with its 
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2rnploy"t practices. up to and including r m "  a1 from the BellSouth Prsm1st.s. 
employee found to have violated the secunty and safety requirements of this sectlon. 
With the exception of damages caused by BellSouth's gross negligence or n i l l f u l  
misconduct. Intermedia shall hold BellSouth harmless for any damages resultins fr'rom 
such removal of its personnel from BellSouth premises. 

11.3 t'se o f  Supplies. Unauthorized use of telecommunications equipment or supplies 
either P3t-t~.  whether or not used routinely to provide telephone service ( e . g  plug-in 
cards,) i$ i l l  be strictly prohibited and handled appropriately. Costs associated v, ith 
such unauthorized use may be charged to the offending Party. as ma> be a11 associated 
investigative costs. 

11.4 Use of Official Lines. Except for non-toll calls necessary in the performance of their 
work, neither Party shall use the telephones of the other Party on the BellSouth 
Premises. Charges for unauthorized telephone calls may be charged to the offending 
Party, as may be ail associated investigative costs. 

11.5 Accountability. Full compliance with the Security requirements of this section shall 
in no way limit the accountability of either Party to the other for the improper actions 
of its employees. 

12. Destruction of Collocation Space 

12.1 In the event a Collocation Space is wholly or partially damaged by fire, windstorm. 
tornado, flood or by similar causes to such an extent as to be rendered wholly 
unsuitable for Intermedia's permitted use hereunder, then either Party may elect 
within ten (10) business days after such damage, to terminate its occupancy of the 
damaged Collocation Space, and if either Party shall so elect, by giving the other 
written notice of termination, both Parties shall stand released of and from hrther 
liability under the terms hereof. If the Collocation Space shall suffer only minor 
damage and shall not be rendered wholly unsuitable for Intermedia's permitted use, or 
is damaged and the option to terminate is not exercised by either Party, BellSouth 
covenants and agrees to proceed promptly without expense to Intermedia, except for 
improvements not the property of BellSouth, to repair the damage. BellSouth shall 
have a reasonable time within which to rebuild or make any repairs, and such 
rebuilding and repairing shall be subject to delays caused by storms, shortages of 
labor and materials, government regulations, strikes, walkouts, and causes beyond the 
control of BellSouth, which causes shall not be construed as limiting factprs, but as 
exemplary only. Intermedia may, at its own expense, accelerate the rebuild of its 
collocated space and equipment provided however that a BellSouth Certified 
Contractor is used and the necessary space preparation has been completed. Rebuild 
of equipment must be performed by a BellSouth Certified Vendor. If Intermedia's 
acceleration of the project increases the cost of the project, then those additional 
charges will be incurred by Intermedia. Where ailowed and where practical, 
Intermedia may erect a temporary facility while BellSouth rebuilds or makes repairs. 



fn all cases [there the Collocation Space shall be rebuilt or repaired. Intermedi~ shall 
be entitled to an equitable abatement of rent and other charges. depending apon the 
unsuitability of the Collocation Space for Intermedia's permitted use. until such 
Collocation Space is fully repaired and restored and Intermedia's equipment installed 
therein (but in no event later than thirty (30) business days after the Collocation Space 
is fully repaired and restored). Where Intermedia has placed 3n Adjacent 
,Arrangement pursuant to section 3.5. Intermedia shall have the sole responsibility to 
repair or replace said Adjacent Arrangement provided herein. Pursuant to this 
section, BellSouth will restore the associated services to the Adjacent Arrangement. 

13. Eminent Domain 

13.1 If the whole of a Collocation Space or Adjacent Arrangement shall be taken by any 
public authority tnder the power of eminent domain. then this Attachment shall 
terminate with respect to such Collocation Space or Adjacent Arrangement as of the 
day possession shall be taken by such public authority and rent and other charges for 
the Collocation Space or Adjacent Arrangement shall be paid up to that day with 
proportionate refimd by BellSouth of such rent and charges as may have been paid in 
advance for a period subsequent to the date of the taking. If any part of the 
Collocation Space or Adjacent Arrangement shall be taken under eminent domain, 
BellSouth and Intermedia shall each have the right to terminate this Attachment with 
respect to such Collocation Space or Adjacent Arrangement and declare the same null 
and void, by written notice of such intention to the other Party within ten ( 10) 
business days after such taking. 

14. Nonexclusivity 

14.1 Intermedia understands that this Attachment is not exclusive and that BellSouth may 
enter into similar agreements with other Parties. Assignment of space pursuant to all 
such agreements shall be determined by space availability and made on a first come, 
first served basis.

1.2 Notice. BellSouth and Intermedia shall provide notice to the other, including 
Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDSs), of known and recognized physical 
hazards or Hazardous Chemicals existing on site or brought on site. Each 
Party is required to provide specific notice for known potential Imminent 
Danger conditions. Intermedia should contact 1-800-743-6737 for BellSouth 
MSDS sheets. 

1.3 Practices/Procedures. BellSouth may make available additional 
environmental control procedures for Intermedia to follow when working at a 
BellSouth Premises (See Section 2, below). These practices/procedures will 
represent the regular work practices required to be foIlowed by the employees 
and contractors of BellSouth for environmental protection. Intermedia will 
require its contractors, agents and others accessing the BellSouth Premises to 
comply with these practices. Section 2 lists the Environmental categpries 
where BST practices should be followed by CLEC when operating in the 
Bel 1 South Premises. 

1.4 Environmental and Safety Inspections. BellSouth reserves the right to inspect 
the Intermedia space with proper notification.

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1.5 Hazardous Materials Brouccht On Site. Any hazardous materials brought into.

BellSouth for chims. lawsuits or 
damages to persons or property caused by these materials, Without pnor 
written BellSouth approval, no substantial new safety or environmental 
hazards can be created by Intermedia or different hazardous materials used by 
Intermedia at BellSouth Facility. Intermedia must demonstrate adequate 
emergency response capabilities for its materials used or remaining at the 
BellSouth Facility. 

1.6 SpiiIs and Releases. When contamination is discovered at a BellSouth 
Premises. the Party discovering the condition must notify BellSouth. All 
Spills or Releases of regulated materials will immediately be reported by 
Intermedia to SellSouth. 

1.7 Coordinated Environmental Plans and Permits. BellSouth and Intermedia will 
coordinate plans, permits or information required to be submitted to 
government agencies, such as emergency response plans, spill prevention 
control and countermeasures (SPCC) plans and community reporting. If fees 
are associated with filing, BellSouth and Intermedia will develop a cost 
sharing procedure. If BellSouth’s permit or EPA identification number must 
be used, Intermedia must comply with all of BellSouth’s permit conditions 
and environmental processes, including environmental “best management 
practices (BMP)” (see Section 2, below) and/or selection of BST disposition 
vendors and disposal sites. 

1.8 Environmental and Safety Indemnification. BellSouth and Intermedia shall 
indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other Party from and against any 
claims (including, without limitation, third-party claims for personal injury or 
death or real or personal property damage), judgments, damages, (including 
direct and indirect damages, and punitive damages), penalties, fines, 
forfeitures, costs, liabilities, interest and losses arising in connection with the 
violation or alleged violation of any Applicable Law or contractual obligation 
or the presence or alleged presence of contamination arising out of the acts or 
omissions of the indemnifying Party, its agents, contractors, or employees 
concerning its operations at the Facility.

Tariff. The forwarded-to number shalI be specified by the CLEC or BellSouth. ds  

appropriate. The forwarding company will provide identitication of the 
originating telephone number. via SS7 signaling, to the receiving Party. 
Identification of the originating telephone number to the SPNP-RCF end user 
cannot be guaranteed, however. SPNP-RCF provides a single call path for the 
forwarding of no more than one simultaneous call to the receicing Party’s 
specified forwarded-to number. 

SPNP-DID service, as contemplated by this Statement, provides trunk side access 
to end office switches for direct inward dialing to the other company’s premises 
equipment from the telecommunications network to lines associated with the 
other company’s switching equipment and must be provided on all trunks in a 
group arranged for inward service. A SPNP-DID trunk termination charge. 
provided with SS7 Signaling only, applies for each trunk voice grade equivalent. 
In addition, direct facilities are required from the end office where a ported 
number resides to the end office serving the ported end user customer. The rates 
for a local channel and dedicated transport apply as set forth in Attachment 2 to 
this Agreement. Transport mileage will be calculated as the airline distance 
between the end office where the number is ported and the Point of Interface 
(“POI”) using the V&H coordinate method. SPNP-DID must be established with 
a minimum configuration of two channels and one unassigned telephone number 
per switch, per arrangement for control purposes. Transport facilities arranged for 
SPNP-DID may not be mixed with any other type of trunk group, with no 
outgoing calls placed over said facilities. SPNP-DID will be provided only where 
such facilities are available and where the switching equipment of the ordering 
company is properly equipped. Where SPNP-DID service is required from more 
than one wire center or from separate trunk groups within the same wire center, 
such service provided fiom each wire center or each trunk group within the same 
wire center shall be considered a separate service. Only customer-dialed sent-paid 
calls will be completed to the first number of a SPNP-DID number group; 
however, there are no restrictions on calls completed to other numbers of a SPNP- 
DID number group. Interface group arrangements provided for terminating the 
switched transport at the Party’s terminal location are as set forth in of 
BellSouth’s Intrastate Access Services Tariff, 5 E6.1.3.A as amended from time to 
time.

Each company shall be 
responsible for coordinating the provision of service with the other to assure that 
its switch is capable of accepting SPNP potted traffic. Each company shall be 
responsible for providing equipment and facilities that are compatible with the 
other’s service parameters, interfaces, equipment and facilities and shall be 
required to provide sufficient terminating facilities and services at the terminating 
end of an SPNP call to adequately handle all traffic to that location and shall be 
solely responsible to ensure that its facilities, equipment and services do not 
interfere with or impair any facility, equipment, or service of the other company or 
any of its end users. In the event that either company determines in its reasonable 
judgment that the other company will likely impair or is impairing, or interfering 
with any equipment, facility or service or any of its end users, that company may 
either refuse to provide SPNP service or may terminate SPNP service to the other 
Party after providing appropriate notice. 

Each company shalI be responsible for providing an appropriate intercept 
announcement service for any telephone numbers subscribed to SPNP services for 
which it is not presently providing local exchange service or terminating to an end 
user. Where either company chooses to disconnect or terminate any SPNP 
service, that company shall be responsible for designating the prefeked standard 
type of announcement to be provided. 

Each company shall be the other company’s single point of contact for all repair 
calls on behalf of each company’s end user. Each company reserves the right to 
contact the other company’s customers if deemed necessary €or maintenance 
purposes.

BELLSOUTH'S AUDIT POLICY: 

BellSouth currently provides many CLECs with audit rights as a part of their individual 
interconnection agreements. However, it is not reasonable for BellSouth to undergo an audit for 
every CLEC with which it has a contract. As of June 1999, that would equate to over 732 audits per 
year and that number is continually growing. BellSouth developed a proposed Audit Plan for use by 
the parties to an audit If requested by a Public Service Commtssion, BellSouth will agree to 
undergo a comprehensive audit of the aggregate level reports for both 8eilSouth and the CLECs for 
each of the next five (5) years (2001 -2005), to be conducted by an independent third party. The 
results of that audit will be made available to all the parties subject to proper safeguards to protect 
proprietary information. This aggregate level audit includes the following specifications: 
1 .The cost shall be borne 50% by BellSouth and 50% by the CLECs. 

2. The independent third party auditor shall be selected with input from BellSouth, the 
PSC, if applicable, and the CLEC(s). 

3. BellSouth, the PSC and the CLECs shall jointly determine the scope of the audit. 

BellSouth reserves the right to make changes to this audit policy as growth and changes in the 
industry dictate.

BONA FIDE REQUEST AND NEW BUSINESS REQUESTS PROCESS 

- The Parties agree that Intermedia is entitled to order any Network Element, 
lnterconnection option, service option or Resale Service required to be 
made available by the Communications Act of 1934, as modified by the 
TeIecommunications Act of 1996 (the “Act”), FCC requirements or State 
Commission requirements. Intermedia also shall be permitted to request 
the development of new or revised facilities or service options which are 
not required by the Act. Procedures applicable to requesting the addition 
of such facilities or service options are specified in this Attachment 1 1 .  

Bona Fide Requests (“BFR”) are to be used when In’ermedia makes a 
request of BellSouth to provide a new or modified network element, 
interconnection option, or other service option pursuant to the Act that was 
not previously included in the Agreement. New Business Requests 
(“NBRs”) are to be used when Intermedia makes a request of BellSouth to 
provide a new or custom capability or function to meet Intermedia’s 
business needs that was not previously included in the Agreement. The 
BFR/NBR process is intended to facilitate the two-way exchange of 
information between Intermedia and BellSouth, necessary for accurate 
processing of requests in a consistent and timely fashion. 

A BFR shall be submitted in writing by Intermedia and shall specifically 
identify the required service date, technical requirements, space 
requirements and/or such specifications that clearly define the request such 
that BellSouth has sufficient information to analyze and prepare a 
response. Such a request also shall include a Intermedia’s designation of 
the request as being (i) pursuant to the Telecommunications Act of 1996 
(Le. a “BFR”) or (ii) pursuant to the needs of the business (i.e. a “NBR”). 
The request shall be sent to Intermedia’s Account Executive. 

Intermedia may cancel a BFR or NBR at any time. If Intermedia cancels 
the request more than three (3) business days after submitting it, 
Lntemedia shall pay BellSouth’s reasonable and demonstrable costs of 
processing and/or implementing the BFR or NBR up to the date of 
cancellation. If Intermedia does not cancel a BFR or NBR, Interm’edia 
shall pay BellSouth’s reasonable and demonstrable costs of processing and 
implementing the request. 

Within fifteen (1 5 )  business days of its receipt of a BFR or NBR from 
Intermedia, BellSouth shall respond to Intermedia by providing a 
preliminary analysis of such Interconnection, Network Element, or other 
facility or service option that is the subject of the BFR or NBR. The

preliminary analysis shall confirm that BellSouth will either offer access to 
the Interconnection, Network Element, or other facility or service option, 
or provide an explanation of why it is not technicaily feasible and/or why 
the request does not qualify as an Interconnection, Network Element. or is 
not othenvise required to be provided under the Act. 

If BellSouth determines that the Interconnection, Network Element. or 
other facility or service option that is the subject of the BFR is technically 
feasible. BellSouth shall propose a firm price and a detailed 
implementation plan within forty (40) business days after receipt of the 
BFR. BellSouth may, but shall not be required, to provide a firm time and 
cost proposal for a NBR. 

Within thirty (30) business days after its receipt of (i)  a refusal of 
BellSouth to provide a BFR or NBR price quote, or (ii) the BFR or XBR 
price quote and implementation plan from BellSouth, Intermedia must 
either confinn or cancel its order for such facility or service option. If i t  
believes such quote is not consistent with the requirements of the Act. 
Intermedia may at that time seek FCC or state Commission arbitration of 
its request, as appropriate. Any such arbitration applicable to Network 
Elements and/or Interconnection shall be conducted in accordance with 
standards prescribed in Section 252 of the Act. 

Unless Intermedia agrees otherwise. all prices shall be consistent with the 
pricing principles of the Act, FCC and/or the State Commission. 

If either Party to a BFR or NBR believes that the other Party is not 
requesting, negotiating, or processing the Bona Fide Request in good faith, 
or disputes a determination, or price or cost quote, such farty may seek 
FCC or state Commission resolution of the dispute, as appropriate. 

10.0 Upon agreement to the terms of a BFR or NBR, an amendment to the 
Agreement may be required.
