MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME

Water Management Services, Inc. (WMSI) hereby moves for an
extension of time to file its request to establish Phase Two

temporary rates in this docket. In support of this motion, WMSI

states:

1. By Order No. PSC-00-2227-PAA-WU issued on November 21,
2000 ("Order"), the Commission approved WMSI's limited proceeding
petition ("Petition") for Phase One of a temporary rate increase

in connection with the installation of a new water main to
connect its wells on the mainland to its service territory on St.
George Island.

2. In its Petition, WMSI originally requested that the
Phase One rates be replaced by Phase Two rates on January 1,
2002. In the Order, the Commission found that it would be more
logical to extend Phase One through June 30, 2002. (Order, page
8) This decision was based in part on the fact that there was
some uncertainty regarding the appropriate Phase Two rates and

time-frame, and that better estimates of construction and loan



costs would be available if the Phase Two date were delayed.
(Order, page 9) While the Order contemplated that Phase Two
rates would be implemented on June 30, 2002, the Order did not
contain a specific termination date for Phase One rates and it
did not contain a specific filing date for Phase Two rates.

3. WMSI requests that it be permitted to extend the date
for filing its Phase Two rate request until November 1, 2002.
The reasons for this request are:

a. Given the current project schedule and the
availability of funding from the DEP's revolving trust fund, the
Phase One rates are now projected to provide sufficient cash flow
to cover the utility's requirements through early 2003.

b. The contracts for major construction are now
projected to be let during the first quarter of 2002.

c. The emininent domain case through which WMSI is
seeking to recover all or part of the costs of constructing the
new main is now projected to go to trial during the second
quarter of 2002.

d. WMSI's regulatory counsel will be on sabbatical
from approximately May 15 to October 15, 2002 and hence will be
unavailable to assist in processing the Phase Two request during

that time frame.



4., Given these factors, it is not possible for WMSI to
file its Phase Two application with the best available
information on final projected costs and to process that
application to completion prior to the time that its counsel
becomes temporarily unavailable.

5. Delaying the filing for and implementation of Phase Two
rates will not prejudice the utility's customers or the utility.
First, it will delay the date that customers experience any
additional rate increase. Second, both the Phase One and Phase
Two rates will be trued-up in Phase Three of this proceeding,
protecting both the customers and the utility against any over-
or under-recovery during the time the temporary rates are in
effect.

6. Because the Order did not establish either a specific
termination date for Phase One rates or a specific filing
timeframe for Phase Two rates, it is not clear that further
action by the Commission is required in order for WMSI to delay
its Phase Two filing. This motion is filed out of an abundance
of caution to provide the Commission notice of WMSI's desire to
delay filing until November 1, 2002 and to obtain any approval

that the Commission deems necessary.



WHEREFORE, WMSI moves the Commission to acknowledge and/or
approve WMSI delaying its Phase Two filing until November 1,
2002.
