The Department of Community Affairs has completed its review of the Sunshine Ultilities of
Florida application to the Public Service Commission for an amendment of territory in Marion
County to provide potable water service to the Sandy Acres subdivision. We have identified no
growth management concerns related to comprehensive plan objectives and policies, the future land
use map designation or the urban service area boundary.
