Tampa Electric Company’s response to Staffs Fourth Request for Production of Documents, 

Document No. 15, together with a refiling of coiifidential information referred to in Tampa 

Electric Company answers to First Request for Production of Docunients (No. 1 j of Florida 

Public Service Comiiiission Staff filed October 2, 2002, and as grounds therefor, says: 

1. The Comniissioii Staff has requested to review the Transportation Storage and 

Transfer Agreement between Tampa Electric Company and TECO Transport Corporation dated 

as of October 6, 2003 consisting of 42 pages, along with a copy of a siiiiilar ageenleiit between 

Tampa Electric and TECO Traiispoit Corporation dated as of June 30, 1998, consisting of a 

cover page, a 2-page table of contents and 37 pages of contractual tenns and conditions. 

2. The information contained in the two contracts is highly proprietary confidential 

business inforniation the disclosure of which would have a severe iiiipact on the competitive 

interests of TECO TranSp0J-t Corporation and Taiiipa Electric. As such, the information is 

entitled to confidential protection against public disclosure, pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida 

Statutes, and Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code. 



3. This Notice of Intent will be followed up in a timely fashion by a full justification 

of the need for confidential treatment of these transpoi-tation storage and transfer agreements. A 

single copy of each agreement is being filed under separate confidential cover letter with the 

C om mi s sion C 1 erk . 

4. This Notice of Intent along with the follow-up confidential justification are 

intended to serve as Tampa Electric’s motion for temporary and permanent protective order 

pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(6), Florida Administrative Code.
