obtain competitive contracts for @el options that provide ecaiiodc value to PER a d  its 

ratepayers. In order to obtain such contract5, however, PEF must be able to assure h e 1  suppliers 

and transportation companies that sensitive business infioimation, such as the quan~ty and 

pricing terns of their contractfi, will be kept confidential, PEF has kept coiiildedal and has not 

publicly disclosed confidential contract terms swli as quantity and pricing. Abscnt such 

measures, suppliers md trrnspoi-tation companies would run the risk that sensitive business 

iiifortnatioii that they provided in their cont~acts with PEF would be made available to the public 

and, as a result, end up in possession of potential mnipetitoi:e, Faced with that risk, persons or 

companies who otheiwise would contract with PEF iniglit de&& not to do 90 if PEW did not 

keep those terms oftheir contra.cts confidentid. Without PEFs measwe6 to m,&taixl the 

confidei~tialjty of sensitive tern8 in contracts batween PEP and fuel suppliers and tratlsportatian 
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contractors, the Company’s efforts to obtain, competitive fuel supply and transportation contracts 

would be undermined. 

6 .  Additionally, the disc1osulz.e ofcoufidentid, i1afim.ation in PEP’S kef supply and 

transportation contracts, proposals, and bushes8 ~ulaJysis plms would adversely impact PEP’S 

competitive busiiiess interests. If such id‘omtion was disclosed to PEPS competitors, PEF’s 

efforts to obtain competitiye fuel supply and @ansportation options diat provide economic value 

to both PEF and ita ratepayers would be compromised.
