PEF’S OBJEC‘I’IONS TO STAFF’S FOURTEENTH SET OF 
INTERROGATORIES (NOS. 41 5-419) 

Pursuant to Fla. Admin. Code 11. 28-106.206, Rule 1.340 of the Florida Rules of 

Civil Procedure, and the Order Establishing Procedure in this matter, Progress Energy 

Florida, Inc. (“PEF”) hereby serves its objections to [he Staff of the Florida Public 

Scivice Coininission (“Staff”) Fourtecnth Set of Interrogatories to PEF, Nos. 41 5-41 9, 

and states as follows: 

GENERAL OBJEC‘I‘IONS 

With respect to the “Definitions” in Staffs Fourteenth Set of Interrogatories, Nos. 

41 5-419, PEF objects to any definitions or instructions that are inconsistent with PEF’s 

discovery obligations Lindcr applicahle rules. If some question arises as to PEF’s 

discovery obligations, PET: will comply with applicable rulcs and not with any of Stnfl’s 

definitions or instructions that are inconsistent with those rules. 

PEF objects to any definition or interrogatory that seeks to encompass persons or 

entities other than PEF who are not parties to this action and thus are not subject to 

discovery. No responses to the interrogatories will be made on behalf of persons or cnlities 

other than P E I .  

PEF must also object to Staff‘s Fourteenth Sct of Interrogatories to PEF to tlie 

extent that they require PEF or PEF’s retained experts to develop information or create 
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material for Staff, presumably at PEF’s expense. The purpose of discovery, of course, is 

to obtain information that already exists, not to require the other side to create 

information or material for the requesting party. PEF, therefore, is not obligated to incur 

the expense of performing or having its experts perform work for Staff to create 

information or material that Staff seeks in these interrogatories. 

Additionally, PET: generally objects to StafY s interrogatories to the extent that 

they call for data or information protected by the attorney-client privilege, the work 

product doctrine, the accountant-client privilege, the trade secret privilege, or any other 

applicable privilege or protection afforded by law. Further, in certain circumstances, PEF 

may determine upon investigation and analysis that information responsive to certain 

interrogatories to which objections arc not otherwise asserted are confidential and 

proprietary and should be produced only under an appropriatc confidentiality agreenient 

and protective order, if at all. By agreeing to provide such information in response to 

such an interrogatory, PEF is not waiving its right to insist upon appropriate protection of 

confidentiality by means of a confidentiality agreement, protective order, or the 

procedures otherwise provided by law or in the Order Establishing Procedure. PEF 

hereby asserts its right to require such protection of any and all information that may 

qualify for protection under the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure, the Order Establishing 

Procedure, and all other applicable stalutes, rules and legal principles. 

PEF also objects to any interrogatory that calls for projected data or information 

beyond the year 2006 or prior to 2004 because such data or information is irrelevant to 

this case and has no bearing on this proceeding, nor is such data or information likely to 

lead to the discovery of admissible evidence. Furthermore, if an interrogatory does not 
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specify a timeframe for which data or information is sought, PEF will interpret such 

interrogatory as calling only lor data and information relevant to the years 2004-2006. 

Finally, PEF objects lo any attempt by Staff to exceed the numerical liinitalions 

set on interrogatories in the Order Establishing Procedure by asking multiple independent 

questions within single individual questions and subparts. 

By making these general objections at this time, PEF does not waive or relinquish 

its right to assert additional general and specific objections to Staff’s discovery at the 

time PEF’s response is due under the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and the Order 

Establishing Procedure. PEE‘ provides these general ob.jections at this time to comply 

with the intent of  the Order Establishing Procedure to reduce the delay in identifying and 

resolving any potential discovery disputes.
