On September 19, 2005, the Commission received an application for the transfer of 
CLEC Certificate No. 4434 from EPICUS, Inc. d/b/a EPICUS to Epicus Communications 
Group, Inc.; for acknowledgement of the removal of EPICUS, Inc. d/b/a EPICUS IXC 
Registration No. TI550 from the registry, and for acknowledgement of the registration of Epicus 
Communications Group, Inc. as an IXC. In addition, Epicus Communications Group, Inc. 
requested a waiver of Rule 25-4.1 18, Florida Administrative Code, due to the transfer of assets 
and customers (local and long distance) from EPICUS, h c .  d/b/a EPICUS (EPICUS) to Epicus 
Communications Group, Inc. 

By Order No. PSC-05-11 37-PAA-TP7 issued November 10, 2005, the Commission 
approved the transfer of CLEC Certificate No. 4434 from EPICUS to Epicus Communications 
Group, Inc., acknowledged the removal of IXC Registration No. TI550 from the registry, 
acknowledged the registration of Epicus Communications Group, Inc. as an IXC, and granted a 
waiver of the carrier selection requirements of Rule 25-4.1 18, Florida Administrative Code. The 
Commission hrther ordered that this docket remain open pending the receipt of payment of the 
2005 regulatory assessment fees by EPICUS for both its CLEC and IXC operations. The order 
became final and effective upon issuance of Order No. PSC-05-1 196-CO-TP7 issued December 
5,2005. 

EPICUS, Inc. d/b/a EPICUS has paid the regulatory assessment fees for both its CLEC 
perations as required in Section 364.336, Florida Statutes, therefore; this docket should
