Dear Mr. Hill: 

By letter dated January 5,  2006, Ms. Patti Daniel, Supervisor of the Florida Public Service 
Commission’s Bureau of Certification, requested that you complete an application for an original 
certificate of authorization with the Florida Public Service Commission (Commission) by February 
15,2006. To date, the Commission has not received your completed application for certificate. 

Along with that letter, Ms. Daniel sent you an application for an original certificate to operate 
a water and/or wastewater utility that is already in existence and charging for service. In addition to 
the application, Ms. Daniel sent you a detailed information package, including a copy of Chapter 
367.045, Florida Statutes, certain Commission rules pertaining to an application for original 
certificate, a sample publicatiodlegal notice format and list of utilities and govemmentah-egulatory 
agencies that must be notified of your application, instructions for the preparation of a temtory 
description and maps, and sample water and wastewater tariff formats. 

Section 367.022(6), Florida Statutes, exempts fkom Commission regulation “[s]ystems with 
the capacity or proposed capacity to serve 100 or fewer persons.” Rule 25-30.055(1), Florida 
Administrative Code, provides that a water or wastewater system is exempt from Commission 
regulation as a small system “if its current or proposed water or wastewater treatment facilities and 
distribution or collection system have and will have a capacity, excluding fire flow capacity, of no 
greater than 10,000 gallons per day or if the entire system is designed to serve no greater than 40 
equivalent residential connections (ERCs).” Information obtained by the Florida Department of 
Environmental Protection indicates that the Lance Water System has a plant capacity of 26,000 
gallons of water per day. Therefore, the Lance Water System does not meet the definition of an 
exempt system under Section 367.022(6), Florida Statutes.

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Based upon the foregoing, it appears that the Lance Water System is in violation of Section 
367.031, Florida Statutes, which requires that “[elach utility subject to the jurisdiction of the 
commission must obtain &om the commission a certificate of authorization to provide water or 
wastewater service.” Please be advised that pursuant to Section 367.161, Florida Statutes, the 
Commission has the power to impose a penalty of up to $5,000 per day upon any utility that 
knowingly refuses to comply with, or willfully violates, any provision of Chapter 367, Florida 
Statutes, or any lawfid rule or order of the Commission. 

If your completed application for certificate of authorization is not filed by March 31,2006, a 
docket may be opened to initiate proceedings against Lance Water System, in order for the 
Commission to determine whether to require Lance Water System to show cause as to why it should 
not be fined pursuant to Section 367.161, Florida Statutes. The original and five copies of your 
completed application for certificate and supporting documentation, one copy of the maps and the 
origmal and two copies of the tariff(s) must be filed by March 3 1,2006, with:

COMPLAINT 

Plaintiff, Suwannee River Water Management District (“DISTRICT”), sues 

Defendant, El Rancho No Tengo, 1,nc. (“Defendant”), and alleges: 
1. This is an action for temporary and permanent injunctions, and for civil penalties 

in excess of $15,000. 

2. The District is a special taxing district created and governed by chapter 373, 

Florida Statutes (F.S.) 
3. The District has adopted and implemented a regulatory program in chapter 40B, 

Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), which requires an [e]nvironmentaE 
resource permit prior to initiating any project which invo lves draining, 
developing, or subdividing property, construction of roadr or bridgm, 
commercial or industrial developments, and agricultural or forestry activities, 
including dredging or filling, OY the constmction, alteration, maintenance, 
operation, or abandonment of any dam, impoundment, reservoir, appurtenant 
work or worth, or surjfiace water management system. Section 4OB-4.1040, 
F.A.C. 

4. The Defendant is a Florida corporation. The Defendant’s registered agent is 
Jeffiey L. Hill (‘‘kL”). HILL is also a director and the President of El Rancho 
No Tengo, hc. 

5. The Defendant owns property in Columbia County that Iies on the east side of Old 

Country Club Road near Alligator Lake Recreation Area, upon which is located 

approximately two-thirds of an impoundment reservoir. The impoundment 

surface area is approximately 19 aims. 

6.  On March 10,2003, the District discovered that the emergency spillway on the 

Defendant’s impoundment had failed resulting in significant flooding, erosion, 



and sedimentation downstream and beyond the boundary of the Defendant’s 

property. On March 10,2003, the Defendant received a certified letter from the 

District notifying it that an environmental resource pennit (“Em”) issued by the 

District would be required in order to repair the breach. Nevertheless, the 

Defendant did not apply for a permit. 

7. In December 2005, the District’s legal counsel sent the Defendant a letter 

restating the District’s position with regard to the Defendant’s continuing 
construction on the impoundment and requesting that it immediately stop working 
and install erosion and sediment control devices, apply for a permit, and pay a 
civil penalty for the violation. This resulted in a meeting on January 11,2006, 

between District staff and legal counsef and the Defendant during which the 

Defendant was informed that an ERP was required for any work on the 
impoundment. 

8. On February 14,2006, the Defendant appeared before the District’s Governing 

Board and stated that the work on the impoundment was exempt fiom the 

District’s pem$tting requirements. At the request of the District’s Governing 

Board, District staff orally informed the Defendant again, during the meeting, that 

it was required to obtain an ERP for the work on the impoundment. 

9. On March 1,2006, pursuant to the Governing Board’s direction, District staff met 
with the Defendant and informed the Defendant that it needed an ERP for the 

work on the impoundment. 
10. On March 14,2006, the District served the Defendant with a letter dated March 8, 

2006, documenting the March 1,2006, meeting and reiterating that the Defendant 

needed to obtain an EM’ for the work on the impoundment. The Defendant has 

not responded. 

1 1. On March 22 and April 25,2006, the District again observed heavy construction 

equipment working on the impoundment. On the latter date, significant alteration 

of the dam was underway, specifically, the Defendant had completely removed a 

section of the dam and appeared to be building a new water control structure. 

On May 9,2006, the District again observed heavy construction equipment 

working on the impoundment. The Defendant still has not applied for a permit.

13. On May 18,2006, District staff inspected the impoundment and discovered that 

the Defendant’s work had been completed by returning the dam to its original 

elevation where the section hac? been previously removed by the Defendant. 

14. Fforida’s climate trends indicate that the typical dry season will end in early June. 

The District believes that as a result of the prior breach and the Defendant’s 

subsequent illegal construction activities, the impoundment reservoir on the 
Defendant’s property is not structurally sound and constitutes a public nuisance. 
As it begins to rain and the reservoir refills with water, there is a likelihood that 

the dam will fail resulting in Old Country Club Road being washed out in the 
vicinity of the dam, which will seriously endanger public safety. In the event the 

dam fails, there is also the potential to flood homes further downstream. In spite 
of the District’s best effortso it has been unable to gain the cooperation of the 

Defendant. 
15. The District is authorized to bring this action and to recover civil penalties, 

investigative costs, court costs, and reasonable attomey’s fees. Section 373.129, 

F.S. 

WHEREFORE, Plaintiff; Suwannee River Water Management District, demands 

judgment for a temporary injunction ordering defendant, El Rancho No Tengo, Inc., 
to operate the system to prevent the impoundment reservoir from holding water, a 

permanent injunction requiring the Defendant to obtain an environmental resource 

permit fi-om the District for construction, operation, and maintenance, or 

abandonment of the system, civil penalties in the amount of $1,260,000, and 

investigative costs, court costs, and reasonable attorney’s fees.
