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Issue 1: Should the Commission expand the application of the Lifeline and Link-Up simplified certification 
enrollment process to include all eligible telecommunications carriers (ETCs)? 
Recommendation: Yes. The Commission should require all ETCs to adopt the simplified certification process 
for enrollment in the Lifeline and Link-Up programs. 
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Issue 2: Should the Commission expand the application of the National School Lunch Program (NSLP) - Free 
Lunch to all eligible telecommunications carriers (ETCs)? 
Recommendation: Yes. The Commission should require all ETCs to adopt the NSLP - Free Lunch as 
eligibility criteria for participation in the Lifeline and Link-Up programs. 

Issue 3: Should this docket be closed? 
Recommendation: Yes. If no person whose interests are substantially affected by the proposed agency action 
files a protest within the 21-day protest period, this docket should be closed upon the issuance of a 
consummating order.
