INTENT TO ISSUE

The Department of Environmental Protection gives notice of its intent to issue a permit revision (copy of
conditions attached) for the proposed project as detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated
below.

The applicant, Alafaya Utilities Inc, applied on July 14, 2006 to the Department of Environmental Protection
for a permit to construct a 1.5 MG ground storage tank. The facilities are located at the existing Alafaya WWTF
located at 1067 McKinnon Avenue, Oviedo, Seminole County, Florida.

The Department has permitting jurisdiction under Section 403.087 and 403.0885 Florida Statues (F.S.), and
Chapters 62-4 and 62-620, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.). The project is not exempt from permitting
procedures. The Department has determined that a wastewater permit revision is required for the proposed work.
