disputed by the petitioner or state that there are no disputed facts; and (3) otherwise comply with Chapter 28-
106.F.A.C. A copy of Rules 28-106.201 and 28-106.301, F.A.C., is enclosed for your reference. A request

for hearing must be filed with (received by) the Agency Clerk of the District at the District's Brooksvi'lle
address within 21 days of receipt of this notice. Receipt is deemed to be the fifth day after the date on which
this notice is deposited in the United States mail. Failure to file a request for hearing within this time period
shall constitute a waiver of any right you or such person may have to request a hearing under Sections 120.569
and 120.57, F.S.

Mediation pursuant to Section 120.573, F.S. to settle an administratiye dispute regarding the District's action
in this matter is not available prior to the filing of a request for hearing.

Please be advised that the Governing Board has formulated a water shortage plan as referenced in Condition
4 of the Standard Water Use Permit Conditions (Exhibit A), and will implement such a plan during periods of
water shortage. You will be notified during a declared water shortage of any change in the conditions of your
Permit(s) or any suspension of your Permit(s), or of any restriction on your use of water for the duration of any
declared water shortage. Please further note that water conservation is a condition of your Permit(s) and should
be practiced at all times.

Enclosed is a ‘Noticing Packet’ that explains the procedures for providing notice to the persons having
substantial interests that may be affected by the District’s action regarding your permit. The packet contains
information and guidelines on the noticing procedure and a form that you may use.

Unless otherwise indicated, three copies of each plan or report, with the exception of pumpage, rainfall,
evapotranspiration, water level or water quality data which require one copy, are required by the permit.

2. ThePermittee shall continue to maintain and operate the existing non-resettable, totalizing flow meter(s),
or other flow measuring device(s) as approved by the Regulation Department Director, Resource
Regulation, for District ID No(s). 3 & 6, Permittee ID No(s). 1 & 2. Such device(s) shall maintain an
accuracy within five percent of the aciual flow as installed. Total withdrawal and meter readings from
each metered withdrawal shall be recorded on a monthly basis and reported to the Permit Data Section,
Records and Data Department, (using District forms) on or before the tenth day of the following month.
If a metered withdrawal is not utilized during a given month, a report shall be submitted to the Permit
Data Section, Records and Data Department, indicating zero gallons.

3. At such time as the use of effluent for irrigation reaches 200,000 gallons per day on an annual average
basis, the Permittee shall apply to modify this permit to decrease the quantity of water permitted from
the on site well(s).

4. The Permittee shall:

a. Incorporate best water management practices, specifically including but not limited to irrigation
practices, as recommended for the permitted activities in reports and publications by the IFAS and/or
the United States Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS).

b. Limit daytime irrigation to the greatest extent practicable to reduce losses from evaporation.
Daytime irrigation for purposes of system maintenance, control of heat stress, crop protection, plant
establishment, or for other reasons which require daytime irrigation are permissible; but should be
limited to the minimum amount necessary as indicated by best management practices.

c. Implement a leak detection and repair program as an element of an ongoing system maintenance
program. This program shall include a system-wide inspection at least once per year.

d. Evaluate the feasibility of improving the efficiency of the current irrigation system or converting to
a more efficient system. This condition includes implementation of the improvement(s) or
conversion when determined to be operationally and economically feasible.

STANDARD CONDITIONS:

1. The Permittee shall comply with the Standard Conditions attached hereto, incorporated herein by
reference as Exhibit "A" and made a part hereof.

The District may establish special regulations for Water Use Caution Areas. At such time as the

Governing Board adopts such provisions, this permit shall be subject to them upon notice and after a
reasonable period for compliance.

The Permittee shall mitigate, to the satisfaction of the District, any adverse impact to existing legal uses
caused by withdrawals. When adverse impacts occur or are imminent, the District shall require the
Permittee to mitigate the impacts. Adverse impacts include:

a. A reduction in water levels which impairs the ability of a well to produce water;

b. Significant reduction in levels or flows in water bodies such as lakes, impoundments, wetlands,
springs, streams or other watercourses; or

c. Significant inducement of natural or manmade contaminants into a water supply or into a usable
portion of any aquifer or water body.

The Permittee shall mitigate to the satisfaction of the District any adverse impact to environmental
features or offsite land uses as a result of withdrawals. When adverse impacts occur or are imminent,
the District shall require the Permittee to mitigate the impacts. Adverse impacts include the following:

a. Significant reduction in levels or flows in water bodies such as lakes, impoundments, wetlands,
springs, streams, or other watercourses;

b. Sinkholes or subsidence caused by reduction in water levels;

c. Damage to crops and other vegetation causing financial harm to the owner; and

d. Damage to the habitat of endangered or threatened species.

When necessary to analyze impacts to the water resource or existing users, the District shall require the
Permittee to install flow metering or other measuring devices to record withdrawal quantities and submit
the data to the District.

A District identification tag shall be prominently displayed at each withdrawal point by permanently
affixing the tag to the withdrawal facility.

The Permittee shall notify the District within 30 days of the sale or conveyance of permitted water
withdrawal facilities or the land on which the facilities are located.

All permits issued pursuant to these Rules are contingent upon continued ownership or legal control of
all property on which pumps, wells, diversions or other water withdrawal facilities are located.
