FPL does not have to build or acquire capacity to serve 
this interruptible load. However, CILC customers are charged for demand-related 
purchase capacity cost which they are not causing FPL to incur.

Issue 38D: Should CILC-1 Load Control (nonfirm) demands be included in developing 
capacity cost recovery factors?
