CONSERVATION COST RECOVERY TRUE-UP CALCULATIONS, PROJECTED 

Progress Energy Florida, Inc. (“PEF” or “the Company”), hereby petitions the 

Commission for approval of the company’s conservation cost recovery true-up and cost recovery 

factors proposed for the period January 2008 through December 2008. In support of thereof, the 

company says: 

1. PEF’s actual net true-up amount for period January 2006 through December 2006 

was an over-recovery of $1 1,528,273, including interest. This amount is $1,532,684 more than 

the previous estimate provided in the Company’s September 2006 projection filing. 

Testimony of John A. Masiello and Exhibit No. - (JAM-lP), Schedule C-2, filed on September 

15,2006. 

2. The total net true-up over-recovery for the period January 2007 through December 

2007 is estimated to be $12,525,782, including interest. See Testimony of John A. Masiello and 

Exhibit No. __ (JAM-lP), Schedule C-2, filed on September 14,2007. 

3. PEF projects total net conservation program costs of $87,940,230 for the 2008 

projection period. See Testimony of John A. Masiello and Exhibit No. - (JAM-IP), Schedule 

C-2, filed on September 14,2007. 



4. Based upon the required true-up and projected expenditures, PEF has calculated 

the required conservation cost recovery factors period January through December 2008 as 

follows:
