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Case Background 

On June 25, 2007, BLC Management, LLC d/b/a Angles Coniniunicatioii Solutions 
(Angles) filed its Complaint against BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. d/b/a AT&T Florida 
d/b/a AT&T Southeast (AT&T) and request that Comniission take jurisdiction over coiiiplaint 
for limited purpose of ordering parties to maintain status quo pending outcome of complaint in 
Tcnncssee. AT&T filed its Response on July 20, 2007. On August 22, 2007, a conference call 
was held between the parties and staff to discuss how this matter should proceed. 

On October 16, 2007, Angles filed its Agreed Motion to Dismiss, with prejudice. 
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Discussion of' Issues 

Issue 1 : Shottld thc ('oiiiniission grant Angles' Agrccd Motion to Dismiss, with prejiidice'? 

Recommendation: Yes. The Commission should grant Angles' Agreed Motion to Dismiss, 
with prejudice. (TEITZMAN) 

Staff Analvsis: The law is clear that thc plaintiff's right to take a voluntary dismissal is 
absolute. Fcars v. Lunsford, 3 I4 So.2d 578, 579 (Fla. 1975). It is also established civil law that 
once a timely voluntary dismissal is taken, the trial court loses its jurisdiction to act. Randle- 
Eastern Ambulance Scrvicc, Inc. v. Vasta, 360 So.2d 68, 69 (Fla.  1978). In its Motion, Angles 
states that thc parties' billing and collection dispiitc has been settled to the satisfaction of both 
parties. Accordingly, staff recommends that the Commission grant Angles' Agreed Motion to 
D i sm i ss, w i t h p rej ud i cc . 

Issue 2: Should this docket be closed'? 

Recommendation: Yes. If the Commission approves staffs recommendation in Issue 1, there 
arc no further matters for the Commission to adjudicate in this docket and, therefore, i t  should be 
c losed. (TEITZM AN) 

Staff' Analvsis: If the Commission approvcs staffs rccoiiitiiciidatioii in Issue 1 ,  there arc no 
fiirther matters for the Commission to adjudicate in this docket and, therefore, i t  should be 
closcd. 
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
