I have received your e-form complaint number 9707, and would like to take this opportunity
to respond to your concerns.

Water quality issues have been an ongoing concern for Pasco County residents served by
Aloha Utilities, Inc (Aloha). In 2005, the Florida Public Service Commission (Commission)
began proceedings to potentially delete a portion of Aloha's service territory and also
started an additional investigation into Aloha's water quality. The underlying topics
focused on hydrogen sulfide in residential water and the resulting taste, odor, and color
issues, often referred to as the "black water problem.” This black water problem is not
unique to your home, but occurs in various portions of Aloha’s Seven Springs service area.
The raw water from the underground water supply in your area tends to contain an amount of
naturally-occurring hydrogen sulfide, which can interact with copper and cause corrosion
of plumbing and copper fixtures in the home. Nevertheless, the finished water that Aloha
supplies consistently meets all of the drinking water standards that are set by the
Florida Department of Environmental Protection.

After lengthy negotiations on how to address the black water problem, the involved groups
agreed on a solution. On March 9, 2006, Aloha, the Office of Public Counsel (on behalf of
Florida citizens), and individual Alocha customers entered into a Settlement Agreement
(Agreement), and the two dockets were dismissed. On April 5, 2006, the Commission
approved the Agreement (Order No. PSC-06-0270-AS-WU), which became final and non-
appealable on July 3, 2006.

The essential elements of the Agreement are as follows:

o Anion exchange is recognized as the most likely water treatment option to minimize
or eliminate the hydrogen sulfide issues on a cost-effective basis in Aloha's case. Anion
exchange removes all forms of ionic sulfur that cause black water problems.

7] Aloha will build special anion exchange facilities at Plants 2, 6, 8, 9, and
Mitchell (treating Wells 3 and 4). According to Florida statutes, the utility may recover
the reasonable costs for the new facilities through its rates.

% The anion exchange project should be completed within 24 months, according to the
following schedule:

Design (preliminary and final engineering design): six months
Permitting: four months
Bidding, Contract Award, Fabrication, and Construction: fourteen

months.

Aloha must file quarterly progress reports detailing the work completed during the
preceding quarter and providing a timetable for the remaining activities. Unfortunately,
there have been delays; however, the project is moving forward. We feel confident this
project will continue to move forward to resolve these issues.

Dear Mr. Anderson:

The Florida Public Service Commission is in receipt of the Petition you sent with
attached letter dated May 21, 2007. The Petition complains about Lakeland Electric’s rates,
including a ten percent surcharge imposed on customers outside of the City of Lakeland’s city
limits. The Petition also asks the Commission to transfer the signatories to the petition to
another electric utility — either Tampa Electric Company or Progress Energy Florida, Inc.

The Commission staff has reviewed Lakeland’s tariff, and we have confirmed that the
utility imposes a 10% Utility Tax on customers residing inside the city limits and a 10%
surcharge on customers residing outside the city limits. Commission Rule 25-9.0525, Florida
Administrative Code, allows a municipal electric utility to “impose on those customers outside of
its corporate limits a surcharge equal to the public service tax charged by the municipality within
its corporate limits.” Staff believes Lakeland’s tariff complies with this Commission rule.

The Commission does have jurisdiction over the uniformity of the surcharge between
customers inside and outside of the city limits because this has been determined by the Florida
Supreme Court to be a rate structure issue. The Commission does not have jurisdiction over th¢™
level of rates set by a municipally owned and operated electric utility like Lakeland.  Like alf
utilities, Lakeland’s rates are set to recover the cost of providing electnmty to its customers.:
Under Florida Statutes, the Commission has the authority to review how those revenue
requirements are collected from the various rate classes, but not the level of the revenues.
collected in total. As long as each rate class is paying a fair share of the total costs of prov1dmg
electric service, rates are deemed reasonable.

In addition, utility customers do not have the ability to choose which utility will provide
them electric service. According to the Florida Supreme Court, “[a]n individual has no organic,
economic or political right to service by a particular utility merely because he deems it
advantageous to himself.” Storey v. Mayo, 217 So. 2d 304, 307-308 (Fla. 1968). Staff believes
that the Commission does not have the authority to transfer the signatories to a different utility,
as you have requested.

TALLAHASSEE — Florida Public Service Commission (PSC) Chairman Lisa Polak
Edgar and Florida Department of Children and Families (DCF) Secretary Bob
Butterworth today joined Representative Juan Zapata, and other state leaders to
announce the launch of automatic Lifeline enroliment. The PSC and DCF developed
the process to better serve the number of low-income Floridians who can receive a
monthly credit on their telephone bills.

“The Florida Public Service Commission is committed to increasing participation in
the Lifeline program,” said Chairman Edgar. “The new automatic process will enable
more eligible consumers in Florida to receive assistance with their telephone needs.”

Under the federal Lifeline program, telephone consumers who participate in certain
public assistance programs are entitted to receive a basic telephone service
discount of at least $13.50 per month — or more than $160 per year — from the
federal Universal Service Fund. Currently, only about 12% of Florida households
that are eligible to receive this federally funded discount are receiving it.

Launched April 4, 2007, the new enroliment process encourages DCF customers
applying online for other public assistance programs to sign up for Lifeline
assistance. The applicant is required to respond during the DCF application process
as to whether he or she is interested in receiving the Lifeline discount. Certified DCF
applications will be forwarded to the PSC on a weekly basis for processing with the
customer’s telephone company.

"This partnership between the Department of Children and Families and the Florida
Public Service Commission makes perfect sense,” said Secretary Butterworth.
“Many of the people who apply for benefits through the Department struggle to make
ends meet, even put food on the table. You can imagine the difficulty of paying a
monthly phone bill. The Lifeline program will provide low-income consumers with
affordable telephone service and we're proud to be part of it.”

Eligibility through the automatic enroliment procedure is determined by participation
in one of the following programs:

» Temporary Cash Assistance (TCA)
* Food Stamps

Consumers may also apply for Lifeline assistance through their phone companies by
faxing or mailing an application available on the PSC website. Last October, the
PSC launched an automated online application on its website.

company.

The PSC is committed to making sure that Florida’s consumers receive electric,
natural gas, telephone, water and wastewater in a safe, affordable and reliable
manner.

TALLAHASSEE — The Florida Public Service Commission (PSC) today announced
the availability of a new 811 “Call Before You Dig” number to help save lives and
protect Florida’s underground infrastructure. This important safety initiative will
prevent homeowners and professional excavators from damaging underground
utility lines while digging and causing injury or service outages.

“Calling 811 has the potential to reduce frustrating service outages while saving
time, money, and, most importantly, lives,” said PSC Chairman Lisa Polak Edgar.
“Florida’s consumers and professional excavators will now be able to call a three-
digit number to locate underground facilities with more certainty and efficiency.”

The PSC approved a plan in December 2006 to implement the nationally designated
811 number, designed to eliminate the confusion of multiple “Call Before You Dig”
numbers across the country. The quick and efficient service connects callers with
Sunshine State One Call of Florida, a non-profit corporation specializing in services
to prevent damage to underground utilities. Sunshine State One Call of Florida then
notifies the appropriate local utilities, who send crews to the requested site to mark
the location of underground lines for free.

A lack of knowledge by the public about the importance of having utility lines marked
before digging can result in injury or death, costly damages to underground
infrastructure, and utility service disruptions to thousands of people at a time. Now,
homeowners and contractors can call one easy-to-remember number to have crews
mark a requested site for underground lines prior to any excavation.

Under state and federal law, anyone planning a dig is required to notify the owners
of underground facilities and pipelines in the area of the dig at least two days in
advance. Consumers can use the 811 number to contact Sunshine State One Call of
Florida from a home telephone, cell phone, or a payphone.

FLORIDA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION ENCOURAGES
TAXPAYERS TO FILE FOR PHONE EXCISE TAX REFUND

TALLAHASSEE — The Florida Public Service Commission (PSC) is encouraging
taxpayers to take advantage of a one-time-only telephone tax refund. This tax
season, most taxpayers will easily qualify for a standard telephone excise tax refund,
ranging from $30 to $60. The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) reports more than 30
percent of early filers in Florida have not requested the refund, including many
people using tax preparers.

The federal government stopped collecting the long-distance excise tax last August
after several federal court decisions ruled the tax does not apply to long-distance
service as it is billed today. Federal officials authorized a one-time refund of the
federal excise tax collected on service billed during the previous 41 months,
stretching from the beginning of March 2003 to the end of July 2006. The tax
continues to apply to local-only phone service.

To make the refund easier to figure, the federal government established a standard
refund amount, based on personal exemptions, ranging from $30 to $60. If
taxpayers have phone bills and other records, they can request the actual amount of
excise tax paid. Taxpayers only have to fill out one line on their return, and they
don’t need to present proof to the IRS.

If you paid the tax and haven't filed your return, here are some tips to help you figure
the refund correctly:

» File electronically. Electronic-filing software flags often overlooked tax breaks and
helps you figure them accurately and report them properly. If you use a professional
tax preparer, ask that person to e-file your return.

* Consider using the standard-refund amount for the telephone-tax refund. Although
using the standard amount is optional, the amount is easy to figure and
approximates the eligible amount for most individual taxpayers. You only have to fill
out one line on your return, and you don't need to present proof to the IRS. The
standard amount, ranging from $30 to $60, is based on the number of exemptions
you can claim on your return.

* If you paid more than the standard amount, you may figure your refund using the
actual amount of tax shown on your phone bills and other records. Base your refund
request on the three-percent federal tax paid, not the total phone bill. Do not count

tax paid on local-only service. You must have the phone bills or other records
adequate to support the amount you are requesting. These documents should not
be sent along with the refund request, but should be retained in case the RS
questions the amount requested.

* If you normally do not file a return, get a copy of form 1040EZ-T in order to receive
the excise tax refund. This form is only for people who are not required to and do not
file an individual income tax return.

« Stay away from tax preparers who falsely claim that many, if not most, phone
customers can get hundreds of dollars or more back under this program.

» Use the telephone excise tax refund section on the front page of IRS.gov. You can
download forms, find answers to frequently-asked questions, and link to participating
Free File partners.

The PSC is committed to making sure that Florida's consumers receive their electric,
natural gas, telephone, water, and wastewater services in a safe, affordable, and
reliable manner. The PSC exercises regulatory authority over utilities in the areas of
rate base/economic regulation; competitive market oversight; and monitoring of
safety, reliability, and service.

FLORIDA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION REPORT EMPHASIZES
ENERGY CONSERVATION

TALLAHASSEE — The Florida Public Service Commission (PSC) marked the
benefits of energy conservation and demand-side management programs in its
annual report (Report) on activities related to the Florida Energy Efficiency and
Conservation Act (FEECA). The PSC sets energy savings goals for the seven
electric utilities subject to FEECA, and the Report, delivered to the Governor and the
Legislature today, describes the utilities' efforts.

The PSC reviews demand-side management goals for the utilities at least once
every five years, and each dutility files its plans for meeting those objectives with the
Commission. A variety of programs for residential and commercial customers
include incentives for conducting energy audits, installing energy-efficient
equipment, and reducing electrical consumption during peak periods. Since 1980,
these demand-side management programs have reduced the state's summer peak
electrical demand by nearly 5,000 megawatts (MW) and winter peak demand by
more than 5,500 MW. By conserving energy, Floridians have deferred the need for
building ten 500 MW power plants, the equivalent of enough electricity for 1.6 million
households.

The PSC has recently approved several new and revised conservation programs
sponsored by the utilities. By using these programs, consumers are expected to
reduce summer and winter peak demand by an additional 798 and 861 MW,

respectively, by 2015.

"By conserving energy and generating electricity with renewables, we can reduce
our dependence on oil and natural gas," said PSC Chairman Lisa Polak Edgar.

The Report shows that 1,100 MW of electricity came from renewable sources
(municipal solid waste, biomass, hydropower, and landfill gas) last year.

The PSC is committed to making sure that Florida's consumers receive their electric,
natural gas, telephone, water, and wastewater services in a safe, affordable, and
reliable manner. The PSC exercises regulatory authority over utilities in the areas of
rate base/economic regulation; competitive market oversight; and monitoring of
safety, reliability, and service.

FLORIDA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION REPORT SHOWS
FLORIDA'S TRANSMISSION SYSTEM RELIABLE

TALLAHASSEE — The Florida Public Service Commission (PSC) submitted a
report to the Governor and Legislature today, analyzing the reliability of the existing
transmission system and coordinated efforts for future transmission developments.
The report shows that Florida's electric transmission grid is reliable for providing
service to retail customers, and procedures are in place to address long range
transmission needs.

Florida's transmission system currently has about 15,700 miles of transmission
lines. Over the next five years, Florida's utilities plan to add approximately 1,100
miles of transmission lines at a cost of approximately $1.7 billion to accommodate
the needs of the state's expanding population. In response to a special transmission
study of the central Florida region, four utilities plan to spend approximately $277
million for additional transmission facilities, to be completed by 2011.

The Report also addresses the PSC's efforts to examine ways to strengthen the
state's electric infrastructure in light of the 2004 and 2005 hurricane seasons. In
2006, the PSC initiated a multi-faceted approach for utilities to better prepare for
storms, including more frequent wood pole inspections, vegetation management,
and increased construction standards for electric facilities. These storm hardening
efforts will continue in 2007.

The PSC is committed to making sure that Florida's consumers receive their
electric, natural gas, telephone, water, and wastewater services in a safe, affordable,
and reliable manner. The PSC exercises regulatory authority over utilities in the
areas of rate base/economic regulation; competitive market oversight; and
monitoring of safety, reliability, and service.

TALLAHASSEE — The Florida Public Service Commission (PSC) today looked at
opportunities to increase enrollment in the Link-Up Florida and Lifeline Assistance
benefit programs. The Link-Up Florida and Lifeline Assistance programs help low
income Floridians obtain and maintain essential telephone service.

The Florida Lifeline program helps keep telephone service affordable by providing a
credit of $13.50 to qualified low-income consumers on their monthly telephone bills.
The Florida Link-Up program provides a 50% reduction in the telephone installation
charge up to a maximum of $30.

Currently, telephone companies offer the discount programs on basic telephone
service; however, Commission staff is proposing that the discount should also apply
to a package of services that include items such as caller identification, call waiting
or call forwarding. Today’s workshop addressed methods the PSC could adopt to
extend the Link-Up Florida and Lifeline benefits to all calling packages.

“The Commission is committed to making sure all eligible consumers can receive
this useful financial assistance,” said PSC Chairman Lisa Polak Edgar. “Information
from today’s workshop guide future rule development to enhance the programs and

their reach.”
Other items discussed at the workshop included:
 The procedures telephone companies use to verify Lifeline eligibility.

» Expanding Lifeline service reporting requirements to include a comprehensive
quarterly update of subscribers who have enrolled or been removed from the

program.
* The current rules that govern the Link-Up Florida and Lifeline programs.

PSC Promotes Energy Diversity and Security at Renewables
Workshop

TALLAHASSEE — The Florida Public Service Commission ( PSC ) today welcomed
experts from across the nation for an informational workshop to help guide the
growth of Florida 's renewable energy market. Industry leaders, utility authorities,
and experts in the field of renewable energy joined PSC Commissioners and staff to
discuss the commercial availability of renewable energy and steps to promote further

development.

“Promoting the growth of Florida 's renewable energy market will create greater
energy and economic security for Florida ,” said PSC Chairman Lisa Polak Edgar.
“A diverse, efficient, and affordable energy supply is vital for maintaining Florida 's
growing economy and quality of life.”

With more than 17 million citizens and nearly 1,000 new residents arriving daily,
the state’s need for electric generation is expected to grow by approximately 58
percent between 2002 and 2020. Renewable generators produce power from
solid waste, plant matter, solar, and other replenishable energy resources.
