confidential classification is “proprietary confidential business information” within the meaning of
Section 366.093(3), F.S. Specifically, the highlighted information provides the number of
megawatts for each purchase or sale. In combination with other non-confidential cost data provided
in the exhibit, this information could be used to determine the capacity charges for each contract.
Affidavit of Marcia Olivier at§ 5. Disclosure of this information would enable wholesale providers
to determine the prices of their competitors, which could result in greater price convergence in future
negotiations. Affidavit of Marcia Olivier at 5. Suppliers would no longer need to make their best
offers to ensure the competitiveness of their prices against the disciosed prices. Affidavit of Marcia
Olivier at § 5. Instead, suppliers could simply offer the highest prices that would allow them to
maintain a marginally competitive position against the disclosed prices. Affidavit of Marcia Olivier
at 5. As such, disclosure of the information would impair the Company’s efforts to contract for
goods or services on favorable terms. See § 366.093(3)(d), F.S.; Affidavit of Marcia Olivier at § 5.
Additionally, if the information at issue was disclosed to PEF’s competitors, PEF’s efforts to obtain
competitive energy supply that provides economic value to both PEF and its ratepayers could be
compromised by PEF’s competitors changing their consumption or purchasing behavior within the

relevant markets. /d. § 366.093(3)(e); Affidavit of Marcia Olivier at 9 6. Accordingly, such




information constitutes “proprietary confidential business information” which is exempt from
disclosure under the Public Records Act pursuant to Section 366.093(1), F.S.

4. The information identified as Exhibit “A” is intended to be and is treated as
confidential by the Company. Affidavit of Marcia Olivier at § 7. The information has not been
disclosed to the public, and the Company has treated and continues to treat the information and
contracts at issue as confidential. Affidavit of Marcia Olivier at ¥ 7.

5. PEF requests that the information identified in Exhibit A be classified as “proprietary
confidential business information” within the meaning of section 366.093(3), F.S., that the
information remain confidential for a period of at least 18 months as provided in section 366.093(4)
F.S., and that the information be returned as soon as it is no longer necessary for the Commission to
conduct its business.

WHEREFORE, for the foregoing reasons, PEF respectfully requests that this Request for
Confidential Classification be granted.
