Issue 1: Should the Commission approve the request for waiver of the carrier selection requirements of Rule
25-4.118, Florida Administrative Code, in the transfer of Broadwing Communications, LLC’s customers to
Telecom Management, Inc. d/b/a Pioneer Telephone, Inc.?

Recommendation: Yes, the Commission should approve the request for waiver of the carrier selection
requirements of Rule 25-4.118, Florida Administrative Code. Any waiver approved by the Commission should
only apply to customers identified by the petitioners as residential and small business customers. The
petitioners should be required to provide the Commission notification of the actual dates when the transactions
are consummated. If for any reason the transactions are not consummated, any waiver approved by the
Commission shall be null and void.
