-1: Should the Commission approve the Amended Settlement Agreement in its entirety? 
Recommendation: Yes. The Amended Settlement Agreement should be approved. The Utility should file a 
proposed customer notice and revised tariff sheets within 15 days of the Commission vote, which is consistent 
with the Commission's decision. The approved rates should be effective for service rendered on or after the 
stamped approval date of the tariff, pursuant to Rule 25-30.475(1), Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), after 
staff has verified that the proposed customer notice is adequate and the notice has been provided to the 
customers. The Utility should provide proof that the customers have received notice within 10 days after the 
date of the notice.

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-2: Should this docket be closed? 
Recommendation: No. The docket should remain open until a final order has been issued, staff has approved 
the revised tariffs sheets and customer notices within 15 days of the Commission vote, the utility has sent the 
notices to its customers, and staff has received proof that the customers have received notice within 10 days 
after the date of the notice. Once staff has verified all of the above actions are complete, this docket should be 
closed administratively.
