The Interconnection Agreement dated March 9, 2006 by and between BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc.
dib/a AT&T Alabama, AT&T Florida, AT&T Georgia, AT&T Kentucky, ATAT Louisiana, AT&T Mississippi, AT&T
North Carolina, AT&T South Carolina and AT&T Tennessee ("AT&T") and IDS Telcom Corp. ("IDS”) ("Agreement”)
effective in the state(s) of Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, South
Carolina, and Tennessee is hereby amended as follows:

The Agreement shall expire on the
Extended Expiration Date; provided, however, that during the period from the effective date of this
Amendment until the Extended Expiration Date, the Agreement may be terminated earlier either by
written notice from IDS, by AT&T pursuant to the Agreement’s early termination provisions, or by
mutual agreement of the parties. '

3. The Parties each acknowledge and agree that they will promptly amend the Agreement to reflect future changes
of law as and when they may arise.

4, EXCEPT AS MODIFIED HEREIN, ALL OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE UNDERLYING

subject of further review.
