And, again, there have been witnesses, to my 

inderstanding, staff, that have been fully stipulated, and 

hose are in the process of getting concurrence so that we can 
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-elease those witnesses, should that be approved by each of the 

-espective Commissioners. And I guess staff is in that process 

)f confirming. 

And, also, too, any other witnesses that the parties 

lay wish to stipulate, please bring that to our attention or 

:taff's attention at this time, or in the future. We'll deal 

rith those on a case-by-case basis. 

MR. WATSON: All right. I'd like to bring up one 

,ight now, and that's Alan Felsenthal. 

MR. REHWINICEL: Yes. We agree that we could 

,tipdate him, assuming that his deposition and testimony goes 

n, unless another entity wants to have him on. 

MS. KLANCKE: Yes. His deposition transcript and 

bxhibits to his deposition will be moved into the record as 

)art of staff's composite exhibit. If you would provide me 

rith just a moment to confer with staff to make sure. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Will do. 

WS. KLANCKE: Commissioner, at this time staff does 

ot have any objection to the stipulation of this witness;

rork directly with staff so that positions can be incorporated 

nto the final prehearing order, should there be any changes 

iecessary. And with respect to any additional stipulations, I 

rould also ask the parties to work directly with staff to see 

f any additional stipulations could be achieved so that they 

*odd also be reflected in the final prehearing order.

MS. KLANCKE: Staff would like to note for the record 

hat we will prepare a Comprehensive Exhibit List consisting of 

111 of the prefiled exhibits for the purposes of numbering and 

dentifying the exhibits at the hearing.

MFl. REHWINKEL: Commissioner Skop, this is Charles 

.ehwinkel with the Public Counsel's Office. This issue in some 

orm or another was originally raised by our office. And as 

he process of discovery has proceeded forward, the nature of 

he issue has changed such that we agree that any remaining 

djustments that would be made under what we originally thought 

ras the relevant issue can be taken up and subsumed in Issue 5. 

,o unless there's another party that has a concern about that, 

re can agree that it can be dropped. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Mr. McWhirter. 

m. MCWHIRTER: I have no objection. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Show it done based on the 

omments of the stipulations by the parties that Issue 4 will 

le deleted from the proceeding. 

WS. KLRNCKE: Commissioner Skop, just one comment. 

re have had the opportunity to confer with staff, and staff has 

IO objections to the omission of these two issues.

o staff, but I'm glad staff sees it my way.

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Moving on to Issue 6, the same issue that could be 

iubsumed in Issue 5. And I would just like to hear a brief 

itatement, again, from Peoples Gas and then also from OPC 

rhether the same stipulation could be achieved. 

MR. WATSON: Well, I think you've just stated it, and 

.hat is that the issue would be an adjustment to rate base, if 

t is made, which is subsumed in Issue Number 5. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Okay. And OPC has no objection 

.o that? 

MR. REHWINKeL: We do not. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Okay. Mr. McWhirter? 

MR. McWHIRTER: No position. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: All right. Staff. 

WS. KLANCKE: Although Staff has no objection, we 

ielieve that this issue -- we concur that this issue could be 

ubsumed in Issue 5. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Okay. Show it done. Issue 

will be deleted and to be subsumed in Issue 5. 

Any other comments or concerns regarding the issues 

.s currently framed by the parties? 

MR. REHWINKEL: Commissioner, I would like to state 

or the record, prior to the prehearing conference starting, 

'ublic Counsel and the company were sitting down in an effort 

o further refine and resolve certain pending issues, and I 

hink we have made some progress. But I want to apologize to 
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,ou for being a few minutes late to the prehearing. We felt 

ike it was fruitful, but I should have been on time. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: I appreciate that. But more so,  

nd I think our staff would, as well as all of my fellow 

olleagues, the more stipulations that can be achieved, those 

re worth waiting on. So, again, if the parties on a 

orward-going basis find the ability to stipulate to the 

emaining issues, or some of the issues, that would be greatly 

ppreciated, I think, by my colleagues and staff. So I would 

ncourage the parties to look for latitude, and compromise, and 

onsensus on issues that otherwise could be stipulated.

MS. KLANCKE: With respect to how the stipulation of 

ssues 4 and 6 has affected the parties' positions, if at all, 

n Issue 5, if the parties could be proactive in providing 

taff with an amended or revised position with respect to that 

ssue 5, encompassing in a more macro way their revised 

osition, that would be appreciated. 

MR. REHWINKEL: I think at this time we don't have 

ny, because we are waiting on some late-filed exhibits that I 

now the company is working to quickly provide. But until 

hen, we won't be able to provide any additional numerical 

osi t ion. 

MR. WATSON: We have several changes to Peoples' 

ositions as set forth issue-by-issue in the draft prehearing

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rder that we didn't want to take the time in this proceeding 

o go through, but we will obviously get those to staff as 

[uickly as we can. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Well, addressing that issue, any 

,hanges in position, again, staff has ask requested -- it's for 

heir convenience for that to be submitted to staff by the 

iarties by the close of business on February 24th, which I 

ielieve is tomorrow. 

So would Peoples be able to accommodate that as well 

s OPC on any changes? 

BIR. WATSON: Yes, sir. 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Okay. And that is just for 

taff's administrative ability to do what they need to do to 

ieeting the hearing dates and getting the final prehearing 

irder out. 

S o ,  just in summation, Issue 4 has been subsumed in 

ssue 5 and deleted, Issue 6 has been subsumed into Issue 5 and 

,eleted, and that revisions to the positions of the parties 

rill be submitted to Staff by close of business February 24th, 

009, which is tomorrow at 5 : O O .  

Staff, are there any other matters that we need to 

ddress before we adjourn? 

MS. FLEMING: (Indicating no.) 

COMMISSIONER SKOP: Any other concerns from the 

art ies ?
