A. The utility began its operation as a partnership in 1970 to provide water service only to a small area of North Beach Subdivision.
The initial water plant was a 15,000 GPD package plant. Growth was slow throughout the 70's but eventually required expansion
to free standing aerators, pressure tank and additional pumps.
In 1983 the utility was asked by the St Johns County Health Department to expand outside of North Beach Subdivision to provide
water and sewage service to the planned Sea Side Condominium. The utility was incorporated and installed a 35,000 GPD package
waste water treatment plant at that time. By 1985 the utility had expanded water and waste water service south along A-1-A to
Vilano Road and water only north to serve Ponte Vedra Shores West.
Also in 1985 St Johns County opted for Public Service Commission regulation. We requested a staff assisted rate case at that time.
A detailed engineering and financial study was done at that time by the PSC staff. Rate increases since that time have been
Jbased on that study..
A major water plant expansion was completed in March 1988 with installation of a second well (8"), variable speed high service
pumps, a 750 GPM fire service pump and a 100,000 gallon reservoir. In March 1989 a 150,000 GPD field directed waste water plant
was completed. Tankage was constructed to allow expansion to 300,000 GPD.
In March 1990 we were notified by DNR that additional water treatment was required. Consultants recommended reverse osmosis
treatment as the best option. Permitting, financing and construction of the reverse osmosis treatment was completed in
September 1994 to continue the existing 400,000 GPD ptant capacity.
Installation of 3rd RO unit completed August, 2000. Plant capacity now 777,600 GPD.

TAX_IMPACT OF CIAC

Prior to the Congressional Tax Reform Act of 1986, Section 118(b) of
the Internal Revenue Code provided for the exclusion of certain types of
Contributions In Aid Of Construction (CIAC) from the taxable income of a
corporate utility. Such amounts were, therefore, tax exempt.

However, pursuant to the Congressional Tax Reform Act of 1986, Section
118(b)> was amended to reclassify CIAC (both cash and property) as a taxable
source of revenue, effective January 1, 1987. The net result of this action
is that a utility which is a corporation must now pay income tax on the CIAC
it collects.

Since the amount of this additional tax liability is directly
attributable to the contributors (developers, builders, etc.) of the CIAC, the
utility is authorized to collect this amount from those contributors.

Therefore, in accordance with Order No. 16971 issued on December 18,
1986 in Docket No. 860184-PU, this Commission adopted and approved specific
guidelines for a utility to administer in the calculation, collection, and
reporting of CIAC tax liabilities as follows:

D On and after January 1, 1987, utilities may collect from
developers and others who convey cash and/or property to a utility as CIAC, an
amount equal to the tax impact of the CIAC.

2) The tax impact amount to be collected shall be determined using
the following formula:
TAX IMPACT = R x (F +P
1.0 - R ;

a) R = Applicable marginal rate of Federal and State
Corporate Income Tax, if one is payable, on the value of
contributions which must be included in taxable income of the
utility.

Monies in
the CIAC Tax Impact Account may be withdrawn periodically for the purpose of
paying that portion of the estimated Federal and State income tax expense
which is directly attributable to the CIAC conveyed to the utility. Annually,
following the preparation and filing of the utility's annual Federal and State
income tax returns, a determination shall be made by the Commission as to the
actual Federal and State income tax expense that is directly attributable to
the receipt of CIAC. CIAC tax impact monies received during the tax year that
are in excess of the actual amount of CIAC tax expense, including interest
earned on such excess monies, shall be refunded on a pro rata basis to the
contributors of the CIAC. The utility shall maintain adequate records to
account for the receipt, deposit, and withdrawal of monies in the CIAC Tax
Impact escrow account. A detailed statement of the CIAC Tax Impact Account,
including the annual determination of actual tax expense attributable to the
receipt of CIAC, shall be submitted as a part of the utility's annual report.
The utility shall submit all information in accordance with the requirements
established by the Commission.

4 The amount of CIAC tax impact monies collected by a utility
shall not be treated as CIAC for ratemaking purposes.

A1l developer agreements in which CIAC tax monies are required shall
indicate the amount of such monies separately from any other CIAC amounts
required, as well as the Tax Impact formula utilizing the appropriate values.

Prior to the Congressional Tax Reform Act of 1986, Section 118(b) of
the Internal Revenue Code provided for the exclusion of certain types of
Contributions In Aid Of Construction (CIAC) from the taxable income of a
corporate ut111ty Such amounts were, therefore, tax exempt

However, pursuant to the Congr9551ona1 Tax Reform Act of 1986, Section
118(b) was amended to reclassify CIAC (both cash and property) as a taxabl
source of revenue, effective January 1, 1987. The net result of this action
is that a utility which is a corporation must now pay income tax on the CIAC
it collects.

Since the amount of this additional tax liability is directly
attributable to the contributors (developers, builders, etc.) of the CIAC, the
utility is authorized to coliect this amount from those contributors.

Therefore, in accordance with Order No. 16971 issued on December 18,
1986 in Docket No. 860184-PU, this Commission adopted and approved SpelelC
guidelines for a utility to adm1n1ster in the calculation, collection, and
reporting of CIAC tax liabilities as follows:

1 On and after January 1, 1987, utilities may collect from
developers and others who convey cash and/or property to a utility as CIAC, an
amount equal to the tax impact of the CIAC.

2) The tax impact amount to be collected shall be determined using
the following formula:
TAX IMPACT = R X (F +P)
1.0 - R ‘

a) R = Applicable marginal rate of Federal and State
Corporate Income Tax, if one is payable, on the value of
contributions which must be included in taxable income of the
utility. R shall be determined as follows:

R = ST + FT (1-ST).
ST = Applicable marginal rate of State Corporate Income Tax.

The utility shall maintain adequate records to
account for the receipt, deposit, and withdrawal of monies in the CIAC Tax
Impact escrow account. A detailed statement of the CIAC Tax Impact Account,
including the annual determination of actual tax expense attributable to the
receipt of CIAC, shall be submitted as a part of the utility's annual report.
The utility shall submit all information in accordance with the requirements
established by the Commission.

Developer shall also provide Utility with complete
as-built plans for all water and wastewater lines and facilities, together with
accurate cost records establishing the construction costs of all such facilities,
all of which shall be provided as a condition precedent to their acceptance by
the Utility and their fnitiation of water and wastewater service.

For purposes of this scrvice availability policy, the term “on-site" shall
include all component parts of the water dislribution and wastewater collection
system, including meters, backflow preventors, valves, fittings, laterals,
collection 1ines, manholes, force mains, 1ift or pumping stations, including the
site for same, and all other appurtenances as choun upon the approved design of
the water and wastewater systems.

OFF-SITE FACILITIES. Off-site water distribution and wastewater collection
systems shall be provided by the Developer or Contributor in accordance with the
Utility specifications, and conveyed to the Utility by Bill of Sale, at no cost
to Utility, with necessary operation and maintenance easements and rights-of-way.
Developer or Contributor shall also provide the Ulility with as-built drawings
of all facilities constructed, and accurate cost records establishing the
construction cost of said facilities, all of which shall be a condition precedent
to their acceptance by the Utility and the initiation of service. The term “off-
site" shall be defined as those water distribution and wastewater collection

facilities necessary to conrect Developer’s property to the existing facilities
of the Utility.

If the off-site facilities can serve other areas than those of the
Developer or Contributor, the Utility may require that they be oversized to
enable service to be provided to additional areas, and that the Developer shall
pay the cost of such oversized facilities. The portion of the cost of the
oversized facilities which exceeds the hydraulic share of the Developer or
Contributor will be refunded by the Utility over a period of seven (7) years from

Service Avaflability Charges paid by other Developers connecting to the off-site
facilities in accordance with each connecting Developer’s hydraulic share. After
seven (7) years, any portion of the refund for oversized facilities which has not
been made to the Developer or Contributor will have lapsed and the Developer or
Contributor will not be entitled to additional refunds.

For the purposes of this Service Availability Policy:

The capabilities of the facilities must be defined in an
agreement with the Developer or Contributor in terms of
Equivalent Residential Connections (ERCs) that can be served
by the facilities. The Utility and the Developer or
Contributor will enter into a refundable advance agreement,
The Developer or Contributor shall have no right to receive,
and the Utility shall have no liability to pay, any interest
on said refund.

The oversized capabilities (oversized ERCs) of the contributed
facilities will be calculated as the total ERCs that can be
served by the contributed facilities minus the ERCs of the
contributing Developer to be served by the facilities.

Each subsequent connecting Developer’s hydraulic share of the
oversized facilities will be calculated as the ERCs of the
connecting Developer to be served divided by the total
oversized EKC capability of the contributed facilities (as
defined in 2) above).

The oversized cost of the contributed facilities will be
calculated as the difference in the cost of the facilities
contributed and the cost ol facilities that would be sized to
meet only the requirements of the contributing Developer.

The refunded amount to be paid to the contributing Developer
from the Service Availability Charges of subsequent connecting
Developers will be calculated as the hydraulic share (as
defined in 3) above) of the subsequent connecting Developer to

be served by the oversized capability times the oversized cost
(as defined in 4) above).
