Issue 1: Should the Commission order the utility to show cause, in writing within 21 days, why it should not be 

fmed for operating water utility without a certificate of authorization in apparent violation of Chapter 367.031, 

F.S.? 

Recommendation: No. Show cause proceedings should not be initiated. 


DEFERRED 

Issue 2: Should the application of Cedar Acres Inc for a water certificate be approved? 

Recommendation: Cedar Acres Inc should be granted Certificate No. 643-W to serve the territory described in 

Attachment A of staff's memorandum dated April 23, 2009, effective the date of the Conimission's vote. The 

resultant order should serve as Cedar Acres' water certificate and it should be retained by the utility. 


DEFERRED 
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Issue 3: What rates and charges should be approved for Cedar Acres Inc? 

Recommendation: The water rates currently charged by the utility, including a $9.00 base facility charge and 

$0.045 per 1000 gallons, should be approved. Cedar Acres should charge the approved rates until authorized to 

change them by this Commission in a subsequent proceeding. The rates should be effective for services 

rendered or connections made on or after the stamped approval date on the tariff sheets, pursuant to Rule 25· 

30.475, F.A.C. 


DEFERRED 

Issue 4: Should this docket be closed? 

Recommendation: Yes. If the Commission approves staffs' recommendations in Issues 1·3, this docket 

should be closed because no further action is necessary.
