COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Can everyone hear?
Okay. Then we're good to go.

First I would just like to say I apologize for
not being there in person today. If you don’'t
know, I've fractured a leg, and it's a pretty nasty
fracture. It's the tibia, and I can't be there.

So I apologize, but I'm here on the phone, and we
will call this prehearing to order.

So, staff, would you please read the notice.

MS. BROOKS: Yes, Commissioner. Pursuant to
notice filed on June 10, 2009, this time and place
has been set for a prehearing conference in Docket
No. 080731-TP, which is a petition filed by Comcast
to arbitrate an interconnection agreement between
itgelf and TDS.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Let's move on and
take appearances, please.

MR. SLOAN: This is Mike Sloan for Comcast of
Florida.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANC: Okay. Next.

MR. HORTON: Commissioner, this is Norman H.
Horton, Jr., appearing on behalf of Floyd R. Self
of Messer, Caparello & Self, on behalf of Comcast.

MR. WAHLEN: Good morning, Commissioner. It's
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Jeff Wahlen of the Ausley & McMullen law firm on
behalf of Quincy Telephone Company d/b/a TDS
Telecom.

MS. BROOKS: Commissioner, this is Timisha
Brooks and Charlie Murphy on behalf of Commission
Staff.

MS. HELTON: And finally, Commissioner, this
is Mary Anne Helton, advisor to the Commission.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Great. Glad we're
all here today.

Are there any preliminary matters we need to
address before we get to the draft Prehearing Order
in this docket?

MS. BROOKS: Commissioner, there are none.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: From the parties?

MR. WAHLEN: No, ma'am.

MR. HORTON: No, ma'am.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: We'll move on to
the -- let's see. Excuse me one second, please.
My papers are all messed up.

Ckay. I'm working from a copy provided from
June léth. Are we all on the same version?

MS. BROOKS: Yesg, Commissioner.

MR. SLOAN: I believe so.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Okay. Instead of

section, I would just ask that you mention any
changes or comments or corrections to any part.

And just holler up so I can hear you, because I
can't see you. And I'll start with Comcast and TDS
and then staff.

Mr. Horton, any comments or changes?

MR. HORTON: No, ma'am, we have no changes.

MR. SLOAN: This is Mike Sloan. I have one
question on page 4 in the section on the order of
witnesses. It says -- and I just noticed this this
morning. I apologize for not raising it earlier.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: No problem.

MR. SLOAN: It says that each witness whose
name 1s preceded by a plus sign will present direct
and rebuttal testimony. And there's a plus sign
next to Mr. Meredith's name, but not next to Beth
Choroser's name, and she will in fact be presenting
both direct and rebuttal testimony.

MS. BROOKS: Commissioner, it has been fixed
on the most recent draft, and there's a plus sign
next to both Ms. Choroser's name and Mr. Meredith's
name .

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Fantastic.

MR. SLOAN: Thank you.
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MS. BROOKS: I apologize.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Okay. Mr. Wahlen?

MR. WAHLEN: No changes. It's perfect as is.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANC: Oh, very good. I
like to hear that.

Staff, any comments or changes? Do I need to
make any rulings at this time?

MS. BROOKS: No, Commissioner.

There is one change, and that's on opening
statements. The parties have decided to reserve
five minutes for opening statements.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Okay. Any comments
by anyone there?

MR. WAHLEN: No, ma'am. That was what
Mr. Horton and I talked about with Ms. Brooks
before the hearing. And we may not even do five
minutes, but we would like to just reserve five
minutes just in case.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Sure. Okay. That's
very good. So we have the time limit addressed.

I know that the parties have been working to
resolve the issues in the docket. Has there been
any discussion regarding stipulation of witnesses,
and i1f so, are any stipulated?

MR. SLOAN: Jeff, you want to take that cne?

Commissiconer Argenziano,
this is Jeff wWahlen. We have talked about that. I
believe that we each have cross-examination for the
other's witnesses. We don't think it will be
extensive.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Okay. Good.

On page 4 it indicates that witness Meredith
will present direct and rebuttal testimony
together. Is this correct, and does it apply to
witness Choroser also? Choroser, I'm sorry.

MR. HORTON: Yes, ma'am.

MR. SLOAN: I'll help you with the
pronunciation there. It's "Shore-o-say."

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANQO: Choroser. Is that
-- excuse my ignorance. Is it French?

MR. SLOAN: She says it's French.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: I've never been able
to pronounce French.

MR. SLOAN: Sure. It's "Shore-o-say,"
Choroser.

COMMISSIONER ARGENZIANO: Choroser. Okay.
Very good. Thank you.

Okay. Let's move on. Staff, do I need to
make a ruling regarding the time limits for opening
statements, or -- we have done that already. I
apoclogize.
