PROGRESS ENERGY FLORIDA’S PETITION FOR APPROVAL OF 2009
ENVIRONMENTAL COST RECOVERY ESTIMATED/ACTUAL TRUE-UP
AND GREENHOUSE GAS INVENTORY & REPORTING PROGRAM
Progress Energy Florida, Inc. (“the Company™), hereby petitions for approval of its
environmental cost recovery clause (“ECRC”) estimated/actual true-up for the period January
2009 to December 2009. In support of this Petition, PEF states:
ESTIMATED/ACTUAL TRUE-UP
1. As discussed in the pre-filed testimony of Thomas G. Foster filed
contemporaneously with this Petition, PEF’s total estimated/actual true-up for this period is an
over-recovery, including interest, of $24,075,581. This amount will be added to the final true-up
under-recovery of $4,320,606 for 2008 discussed in the testimony of Will Garrett filed on April
1, 2009, resulting in a net over-recovery of $19,754,975. Documentation supporting the
estimated/actual and net true-up over-recovery is contained in Commission Schedules 42-1E
through 42-8E, which are provided as Exhibit No. __ (TGF-1) to Mr. Foster’s pre-filed
testimony. Additional cost information for specific ECRC programs are presented in the pre-
filed testimony of Patricia Q. West, Corey Zeigler, Dale Wilterdink and Joseph McCallister

which also are being filed contemporaneously with this Petition.
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2. The ECRC estimated/actual true-up presented in Mr. Foster’s testimony and
exhibits are consistent with the provisions of Section 366.8255, Florida Statutes, and with prior
rulings by the Commission.

WHEREFORE, Progress Energy Florida, Inc., respectfully requests that the Commission:
approve the Company’s ECRC estimated/actual true-up for the period January 2009 through
December 2009 as set forth in the testimony and supporting exhibits of Mr. Foster.
