5.  Upon a finding by the Commission that the Fuel Hedging Information Report in 

Exhibit A is proprietary confidential business information within the meaning of Section 

366.093(3), pursuant to Section 366.093(4) such materials should not be declassified for at least 

eighteen (18) months and should be returned to FPL as soon as the information is no longer
