Pursuant to the Board's July 10, 2009 Order, the Staff hereby submits its written 
estimate of the projected review schedule for the Progress Energy Levy COL 
application. 

Pursuant to the current published schedule, the Staff would issue its Advanced Final 
Safety Evaluation Report with no open items on September 30, 2010. The Staff would 
issue its Final Safety Evaluation Report on May 5,201 1. The Staff does not anticipate 
publishing a draft safety evaluation report. Some applicant RAI responses, particularly 
in geotechnical review areas, have required additional time than is assumed in the 
current published safety review schedule. In addition, the APlOOO design certification 
and Vogtle R-COLA review schedules were recently revised. The NRC staff is currently 
assessing the impacts to the safety review schedule from these changes and anticipates 
that the schedule for the Levy COL safety review will change. 

Pursuant to the current published schedule, the Staff would issue its draft Environmental 
Impact Statement on October 26. 2009. The Staff would issue its final Environmental 
Impact Statement on September 22, 2010. Some applicant RAI responses have 
required additional time than is assumed in the current published environmental review 
schedule. The Staff is currently assessing the impacts to the environmental review 
schedule from this delay, and anticipates that the schedule for the Levy COL 
environmental review will change.
