Dear Ms. Cole: 

On behalf of A. SUR Net, Inc., please be advised that the ultimate corporate parent of the 
above-referenced Florida AAV Certificate holder has changed its name and re-organized and 
renamed various subsidiary entities below it. The AAV Certificate Company, A. SUR Net, Inc., 
operates unchanged. 

As background, on March 15, 2001, the Florida Public Service Commission issued an 
order’ granting Com Tech (now A. S U R  Net, Inc.) authority to provide Alternative Vendor 
Services in the State of Florida (the “AAV Certificate”). A description of the A. SUR Net, Inc.’s 
authorized services and facilities is part of the record of that proceeding. 

A. SUR Net, Inc. is a corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of 
Delaware and is a wholly owned subsidiary of ARCOS-1 USA, Inc. (“ARCOS-I USA”) a 
Delaware corporation. In tum, ARCOS-I USA is a wholly owned subsidiary of Columbus 
Networks, Ltd. (formerly New World Network, Ltd.), a Barbados company. Columbus 
Networks - Ltd. is a wholly owned subsidiary of Columbus NWNIL Acquisitions Inc., a Barbados 
company. In turn, Columbus NWNIL Acquisitions Inc. is a wholly-owned subsidiary of 

Tolumbus TTNW Holdings Inc., a Barbados company. Columbus TTTNW Holdings Inc. is a

@e “Order”). On April 9,2001, the Order became final (see Ord No. PSC-01-0896-CO-TA.). 
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wholly-owned subsidiary of the ultimate parent Columbus International, Inc., which is a 
Barbados corporation. (Columbus International, Inc. was formerly known as Ironbound Holdings 
(Barbados) Limited (“Ironbound”). Ironbound subsequently changed its corporate name to 
Columbus International, IC.) 

As a result of the corporate parent pro forma transfer of control and subsidiary 
reorganizations, the direct shareholding of A. SURNet, Inc. will not change. The current 
management and personnel of A. SUR Net, Inc. remains the same. A. SUR Net, Inc.’s 
customers continue to receive telecommunications services at the same rates, terms and 
conditions offered by A. SUR Net, Inc. prior to the ultimate corporate parent pro forma transfer 
of control and subsidiary re-organizations. Therefore, there are no changes in the day-to-day 
operations of A. SUR Net, Inc. in Florida as a result of the corporate parent pro forma transfer of 
control and subsidiary reorganizations. The referenced transactions were transparent to A. SUR 
Net, Inc.’s customers and have not affected in any way the provision of telecommunications 
services in Fbrida.
