PETITION FOR DESIGNATION AS AN 
ELIGIBLE TELECOMMUNICATIONS CARRIER 

T-Mobi!e South U .C' ("T-Mohile" or "Comp~ny") hereby submits this Peti ti on to th e 

Florida Public Service Commission ("Commission" or "FPSC") for Designation as an Eligible 

Telecommunications Carrier ("ETC"), pursuant to Sections 214(e)(2), 214(e)(6) and 254 of the 

Communications Act of 1934,1 the Federal Communications Commission's ("FCC") Report and 

Order in CC Docket No. 96-45,2 and Sections 364.011 and 364.10, Florida Statutes, for the 

purpose of receiving federal universal service support, including high cost support, under the 

federal Universal Service Fund ("FUSF") limited to the exchanges identified in Exhibit A to this 

Petition. As explained herein, the public interest would be served by granting this Petition, 

thereby enabling T-Mobile to advance universal service by serving the basic and advanced 

communications needs of consumers in those exchanges identified herein. 

I. 	 INTRODUCTION 

T-Mobile is a facilities-based wireless telecommunications carrier in Florida serving 

mobile telephone and advanced broadband needs of consumers. The Company uses radio 

licenses issued by the Federal Communications Commission ("FCC") to provide Commercial 

Mobile Radio Service ("CMRS") in its requested designated service area, which includes the 

wire centers of the incumbent local exchange carriers ("ILECs") BellSouth Telecommunications, 

147 USC §§ 214(e)(2) and (6) and 47 USC § 254.

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Inc_ d/b/a AT&T Florida d/b/a AT&T Southeast and Verizon Florida LLC identified in Exhibit 

A. Upon designation as an ETC, T-Mobile will provide the supported services throughout the 

specific exchanges in Exhibit A and offer Lifeline service to qualified low-income consumers as 

required by the rules and orders of this Commission,] thereby advancing universal service in 

Florida.

II. 	 T-MOBILE MEETS THE STATUTORY AND REGULATORY PREREQUISITES 
FOR ELIGIBLE TELECOMMUNICATIONS CARRIER DESIGNATIONS. 

T-Mobile meets the requirements for designation as an ETC as established under federal 

law and FCC rules [47 USC § 214(e)(1); 47 CFR § 54.201(d)] and the applicable Florida statutes 

and regulations. In particular, T-Mobile: 

• 	 is a common carrier [see 47 USC § 214(c)(1); 47 CFR § 54.201(d)]; 

• 	 will offer the services supported by federal universal service support 

mechanisms as defined in 47 CFR § 54.101(a) [see 47 USC § 214(e)(l)(A); 

47 CFR § 54.201(d)(1)]; 

3 Rule 25-4.0665, Florida Administrative Code. 
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• will use its own facilities to provide the supported services [see 47 USC § 

214(e)(I)(A); 47 crR § S4.201(d)(1)]; 

• 	 will provide the supported services throughout its designated service area [see 

47 USC § 2l4(e)(1); 47 CFR § 54.201(d)]; 

• 	 will advertise the availability of its universal service offerings and charges for 

such offerings using media of general distribution [see 47 USC § 

2l4(e)(1)(B); 47 CFR § S4.201(d)(2)]; and 

• 	 will make available Lifeline service to qualifying low-income consumers (47 

CFR § 54.405). 

T-Mobile's compliance with each of the applicable federal and state requirements to 

obtain certification as an ETC is further discussed below. 

A. T-Mobile Is A Common Carrier 

T-Mobile provides CMRS throughout its requested designated service area. As a CMRS 

provider, T-Mobile is regulated under federal law as a common carrier [47 CFR § 20.9], subject 

to all applicable regulations, and therefore meets the ETC requirement of being a common 

carner. 

For purposes of Florida law, T-Mobile, is a CMRS provider and is not a 

telecommunications company subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission pursuant to 

364.02(14)(c), Florida Statutes. However, under the decisions of this Commission, T-Mobile as 

a CMRS provider is authorized to seek and receive ETC certification from this Commission,4 

and such FPSC authority has been recognized by the FCC.s

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B. T-Mobile's Proposed ETC Service Area 

T-Mobile is licensed by the FCC to provide CMRS throughout the State of Florida in the 

Jacksonville, Tampa-St. Petersburg-Orlando, Miami-Fort Lauderdale, and New Orleans-Baton 

Rouge Major Trading Areas6 pursuant to Section 332 of the Ace and other applicable laws. 

T-Mobile commits to provide the supported services throughout its designated service 

area (identified below), consistent with all applicable requirements, including the FCC's ETC 

service provisioning requirements found in 47 CFR § 54.202. To the extent T-Mobile's network 

covers a potential customer's premises, T-Mobile will provide service on a timely basis, and, in 

those instances where a request comes from a potential customer within T-Mobile's licensed 

service area but outside its existing network coverage, T-Mobile will provide service within a 

reasonable period of time by: (1) modifying or replacing the requesting customer's equipment; 

(2) deploying a roof-mounted antenna or other equipment; (3) adjusting the nearest cell tower; 

(4) adjusting network or customer facilities; (5) reselling services from another carrier's facilities 

to provide service; or (6) employing, leasing, or constructing an additional cell site, cell extender, 

repeater, or other similar equipment. If T-Mobile determines that it cannot reasonably serve a 

consumer, then it will report the unfulfilled request within 30 days after making such 

determination. 

T-Mobile requests that the Commission declare that the "service area" in which T-Mobile 

is entitled to receive universal service support shall be the exchanges of the ILECs identified on 

Consummating Order PSC-07-0481-CO-TP (June 7,2007) (making Order PSC-07-0288-PAA­

TP effective and final).

Exhibit A throughout the State of Florida within the applicable Major Trading Areas8 in which 

T-Mobile offers wireless service. The 1996 Act defines the term "service area" to be a 

"geographic area established by a State commission for the purpose of determining universal 

service obligations and support mechanisms.,,9 As previously indicated, attached to this 

Application, as Exhibit A, is a list of the exchanges in the State of Florida in which T-Mobile 

seeks ETC status in Florida through this Petition. 

C. 	 T-Mobile Offers The Services Supported By Federal Universal Senrice 
Support Mechanisms 

T-Mobile provides each of eight services supported by federal universal service support 

mechanisms and will provide toll-limitation service for qualifying low-income consumers upon 

designation as an ETC as set forth below. 

1. 	 Voice Grade Access To The Public Switched Telephone Network - the 
ability to transmit and receive voice communications with a minimum 
bandwidth of300 to 3,500 Hertz [47 CFR § 54. 101 (a)(I)]. T-Mobile 
meets this requirement through its provision of mobile voice 
communications service and interconnection to the public switched 
telephone network. 

2. 	 Local Usage - an amount of minutes of use provided free of charge [47 
CFR § 54.101(a)(2)]. T-Mobile meets this requirement by providing an 
amount of local usage free of charge in each universal service rate plan. 

3. 	 Dual Tone Multi-Frequency ("DTMF") Signaling Or Its Functional 
Equivalent - a method of signaling that facilitates the transportation of call 
set-up and call detail information [47 CFR § 54.1 01 (a)(3)]. T-Mobile 
meets this requirement by providing out-of-band digital signaling and in­
band multi-frequency signaling for call set-up and termination. 

4. 	 Single Party Service Or Its Functional Equivalent - a dedicated message 
path for the length of a user's particular transmission [47 CFR § 
54.101(a)(4)]. T-Mobile meets this requirement by providing a 
dedicated, non-shared, frequency path for each voice call.

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5. 	 Access To Emergency Services - access to emergency services includes 
both access to 911 and E911 services to the extent the local government 
has implemented such services [47 CFR § 54.1 01(a)(5)] . T-Mobile meets 
this requirement by providing 911 service and meeting all requests for 
E911 service from local public service answering points ("PSAPs") . 

6. 	 Access To Operator Services - access to any automatic or Jive assistance 
to a consumer to arrange for billing or compJetipn, Or both, of a telephone 
call [47 CFR § 54.101(a)(6)] . T-Mobile meets this requirement by 
providing operator services to its customers directly or through third party 
arrangements. 

7. 	 Access To Interexchange Service - ability to make and receive calls using 
an interexchange carrier's network [47 CFR § 54 .101 (a)(7)]. T-Mobile 
meets this requirement by providing its custom rs with the ability to make 
calls over interexchange network facilities. The FCC has detennined that 
wireless carriers are not required to provide equal access to interexchange 
service, but may be required to provide equal access in certain special 
situations. 10 

8. 	 Access To Directory Assistance - making available to customers, among 
other services, information contained in directory listings . T-Mobile 
meets this requirement by providing all of its customers with access to 
directory listings by dialing "41 I" or "555-1212." 

9. 	 Toll Limitation For Qualifying Low-Income Consumers - toll limitation 
means both toll blocking and toll control, or, if a carrier is not capable of 
providing both toll blocking and toll control, then toll limitation is defined 
as either toll blocking or toll control [47 CFR § 54.I01(a)(9); 47 CFR § 
54.400(d)]. Upon implementing its Lifeline service offering, T-Mobile 
will offer toll limitation to qualifying low-income consumers at no 
additional charge. 

D. 	 T -Mobile Will Use Its Own Facilities To Provide The Supported Services 

T-Mobile is a facilities-based wireless telecommunications carrier with its own 

switching, transport, cell sites, and associated telecommunications facilities in its proposed 

designated ETC service area. While an ETC can meet its universal service obligations by 

combining its O\VTI facilities with the resale of another carrier's services, T-Mobile intends to use 

its own facilities to meet its universal service obligations. As an ETC, T-Mobile will use

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universal service support to support and enhance its network facilities in its proposed designated 

service area. 

E. 	 Annual Reports 

On March 17, 2005, the FCC amended its rules on universal service and added to the 

requirements for a provider to be designated an ETC for purposes of receiving high cost USF 

support. I I This Commission adopted those requirements by Order on October IS, 2005. 12 

Among those new requirements are requirements that each ETC seeking high cost USF funding, 

by October 1, 2006, provide a five-year plan that demonstrates how high-cost universal service 

support will be used to improve coverage, service quality, or capacity in every wire center for 

which it seeks designation. I) These improvements are designed to ensure that the ETC will 

provide service throughout its proposed designated service area to all customers making a 

reasonable request for service. In its October 18, 2005 Order, the Commission stated that a 

newly-designated ETC should submit its network improvement plan with its first reporting 

compliance filing, and T-Mobile shall comply with such requirement. 14 

F. 	 T -Mobile Will Advertise The Availability Of Its Universal Service Offerings 
And Charges For Such Offerings Using Media Of General Distribution 

T-Mobile commits to advertise the availability of, and charges for, the supported services 

using media of general distribution. T-Mobile currently offers and advertises its wireless 

telecommunications services, including those offerings that include all of the supported services, 

using radio, television, billboards, print, internet, and targeted mailings. In addition, T-MobiJe

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maintains vanous retail stores and authorized agent locations throughout its proposed ETC 

designated service area. T-Mobile will use all of these media outlets to advertise its universal 

service offerings in a manner consistent with applicable requirements. A sample of T-Mobile's 

Lifeline advertising is attached hereto as Exhibit B. In addition, T-Mobile will participate in the 

automatic enrollment process contained in Rule 25-4.0665(3), Florida Administrative Code, and 

T-Mobile is willing to provide written notification of its universal service programs to the 

applicable municipal, state, and federal governmental agencies within T-Mobile's service area 

whose clientele is likely to benefit from the program. 

G. 	 T-Mobile Will Make Available Lifeline Service To Qualifying Low-Income 
Consumers 

Upon designation as an ETC, T-Mobile will make available to qualified low-income 

consumers a discounted service offering that meets all applicable Lifeline requirements . 

Consumers increasingly rely on their mobile phones for all of their commurucations needs and 

qualifying low-income consumers are 00 exception. In fact, low-income consumers have 

become increasingly dependent upon wireless service for their communications needs and would 

be the primary beneficiaries ofT-Mobile's Lifeline service offering. 

As implemented in other areas where the Company has been designated as an ETC 1s
, T-

Mobile's planned Lifeline service offering, which is subject to change, will include: 

• a low $6.49 per month Lifeline rate; 16 

• 400 minutes-of-use per month; and 

• an affordable handset.

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T-Mobile's proposed services will serve to expand and improve the objectives of universal 

service upon being designated an ETC in the service area defined in this Petition. 

H. 	 T-Mobile is Committed to Consumer Protection and Service Quality 
Standards 

Pursuant to 47 CFR § 54.202(a)(3), an ETC applicant is required to demonstrate that it 

will satisfy applicable consumer protection and service quality standards. T -Mobile is a 

signatory to the CTIA Consumer Code for Wireless Service ("Consumer Code"), which is the 

applicable service quality and consumer protection standard for wireless carriers. As a signatory 

to the Consumer Code, T-Mobile must demonstrate its compliance with CTIA on an annual 

basis, in order to be authorized to display the CTIA seal of Wireless Quality/Consumer 

Information. CTlA has consistently certified T-Mobile's compliance with the Consumer Code 

since 2003. 17 Exhibit C is a copy ofT-Mobile's annual certification granted July 2009. 

As of February 2009, J.D . Power and Associates ("J.D. Power") announced that T-

Mobile earned the highest possible ranking in their survey of customer service provided by the 

major cellular companies in the United States. T-Mobile, widely acknowledged as one of the 

industry leaders in providing exemplary customer service, has won the top honor seven out of the 

last eight years. J.D. Power determined the following specifics about T-Mobile's commitment to 

its customer base:

Signatories to the CTIA Consumer Code agree to: (1) 

disclose rates and terms of service to consumers; (2) make available maps showing where service 

is generally available; (3) provide contract terms to customers and confirm changes in service; 

(4) allow a trial period for new service; (5) provide specific disclosures in advertising; (6) 
separately identify carrier charges from taxes on billing statements; (7) provide customers the 
right to terminate service for changes to contract terms; (8) provide ready access to customer 
service; (9) promptly respond to consumer inquides and complaints received from government 
agencies; and (10) abide by policies for protection of customer privacy. T-Mobile was certified 
by CTIA as being compliant with this code on July 1 0,2009. 
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• T-Mobile ranked highest among all wireless providers in Overall Customer 

Care Performance, above all its competitors and significantly ahead of the 

industry average. 

• 	 In interactions between consumers and customer care representatives, T-

Mobile ranked significantly above the industry average . 

• 	 T-Mobile ranked highest in online customer service and walk-in interactions 

at retail stores. 

• 	 T-Mobile scored well above other wireless carriers and the industry average 

with the lowest average hold times. 

In addition, T-Mobile maintains policies for consumer privacy protections as detailed in 

T-Mobile's privacy policy provided as Exhibit 0 - also available at the company's website 

(www.t-mobile.com). As part of those policies, T-Mobile does not disclose or provide access to 

individual customer records to any individual or entity, other than the customer directly, unless 

such records are required to be disclosed to a governmental agency as required by law. T-

Mobile has implemented a system by which individual customer records are safeguarded. T-

Mobile has trained its personnel as to when they are, and are not, authorized to disclose 

individual customer records. 

I. 	 T -Mobile offers local usage plans comparable to those offered by the 
incumbent carrier. 

FCC local usage requirements require that T -Mobile offer local usage plans comparable 

to those offered by the incumbent Local Exchange Carriers and T-Mobile acknowledges that it 

10 
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will do so, pursuant to Section 54.202(a)(4) of the FCC's rules. IS Attached as Exhibit E is a list 

of some ofT-Mobile's currently offered rate plans. 

J. T -Mobile acknowledges that it may be required to provide equal access. 

In the unlikely event that an incumbent carrier declares bankruptcy, abandons its Florida 

territory, or has its license to provide basic local exchange service revoked by this Commission, 

T-Mobile acknowledges that, pursuant to Section 54.202(a)(4) of the FCC's rules,19 it would 

provide equal access to long distance carriers in the event that no other Eligible 

Telecommunications Carrier is providing equal access within the service area. 

K. T -Mobile is a hIe to function in emergency situations. 

T-Mobile is a facilities-based wireless telecommunications camer with its own 

switching, transport, cell sites, and associated telecommunications facilities in its proposed 

designated ETC service area. T-Mobile is able to function in emergency situations as set forth in 

Section 54.201 (a)(2), which includes "a demonstration that it has a reasonable amount of back­

up power to ensure functionality without an external power source, is able to reroute traffic 

around damaged facilities, and is capable of managing traffic spikes resulting from emergency 

situations.,,20 In particular, T -Mobile has the following capabilities to remain functional in 

emergency situations: 

• 	 Availability of fixed and portable back-up power generators at various network 

locations throughout T -Mobile's network that can be deployed in emergency 

situations.

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• 	 Ability to reroute traffic around damaged or out-of-service facilities through the 

deployment of cell-on-wheels ("COWS"), redundant facilities, and dynamic 

rerouting of traffic over alternate facilities. 

• 	 A network control center that monitors network traffic and anticipates traffic 

spikes, and can then (i) deploy network facilities to accommodate capacity needs, 

(ii) change call routing translations, and (iii) deploy COWs to temporarily meet 

traffic needs until longer-solutions, such as additional capacity and antenna 

towers can be deployed. 

• 	 The majority of sites not equipped with fixed generators have battery back-up 

systems installed LO maintain service in the event of a widespread power outage. 

T-Mobile also maintains an extensive Business Continuity Program that consists of a 

number of professionals responsible for documenting and developing enterprise standards, 

processes, and policies for all business continuity planning and defines enterprise tools and 

methodologies. An overview ofT-Mobile's Business Continuity Program is provided as Exhibit 

F. 

L. Avoidance of Consumer Fraud 

T-Mobile has specific verification steps in place to prevent consumer fraud . T-Mobile is 

aware of the haml to the public interest that would result if low income Lifeline and Link-Up 

participants participated in the program both on a wireless and landline basis. Upon application 

for either a wireless or a landline Lifeline and Link-Up account, T-Mobilc will utilize its 

certification and verification safeguards to ensure that ineligible subscribers are prevented from 

receiving multiple Link-Up and Lifeline subsidies at the same address in accordance with 47 

eFR § 54.411 (c). 
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III. DESIGNATION OF T-MOBILE AS AN ETC IS IN THE PUBLIC INTEREST 

T-Mobile meets all of the requirements for designation as an ETC by providing the 

supported services, committing to serve all consumers throughout its designated service area, 

offering a Lifeline service consistent with all applicable requirements, advertising the availability 

of its universal service offerings, participating in the Florida automatic enrollment process, and 

furthering the goals of the universal service program. Moreover, designation of T-Mobile as an 

ETC is in the public interest because consumers will benefi.t from competitive pricing, new 

services, a higher level of service quality, and better customer service. Furthennore, the 

designation will not adversely impact the universal service fund . 

A. Benefits of Increased Competition 

The benefits of competition are widely recognized and extend to all markets, including 

the universal service market, as recognized by the FCC:21 

We note that an important goal of the Act is to open local 
telecommunications markets to competition. Designation of 
competitive ETCs promotes competition and benefits consumers in 
rural and high-cost areas by increasing customer choice, innovative 
services, and new technologies. We agree with Western Wireless 
that competition will result not only in the deployment of new 
facilities and technologies, but will also provide an incentive to the 
incumbent rural telephone companies to improve their existing 
network to remain competitive, resulting in improved service to 
Wyoming consumers [consumers in the proposed ETC service 
area]. In addition, we find that the provision of competitive 
service will facilitate universal service to the benefit of consumers 
in Wyoming by creating incentives to ensure that quality services 
are available at "just, reasonable, and affordable rates."

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Similarly, this Commission has previously recognized that consumers benefit from a 

competitive carrier, and specifically a wireless carrier being designated as an ETC. This 

Commission's December 2008 report to the Governor and Legislature on Link-Up and Lifeline 

discussed the April 4, 2008 report of the Public Utility Research Center ("PURe") regarding low 

income households in Florida and their telecommunications preferences. As reported by this 

Commission, the PURC found "[t]he need to decrease emphasis on landline service and to place 

more emphasis on assisting eligible households obtain discounts on prepaid cellular phone.,,22 

While the Commission and the Legislature continue to expand the eligibility opportunities for 

programs such as Lifeline,2J the fact that lower income households change residences more 

frequently only reinforces the PURe's finding that "a cellular phone might be more suitable for 

many low-income households.,,24 T-Mobile's resources as a national wireless carrier with an 

extensive network in Florida within the proposed service area will offer customers that facilities-

based wireless carrier service that can meet the need of these Florida households. 

B. Benefits ofT-Mobile's ETC Designation 

Consumers rely on wireless services for their telecommunications needs. T-Mobile's 

designation as an ETC will result in consumers having greater access to wireless 

telecommunications services within the proposed service area, thereby advancing the basic goal

of preserving and advancing universal service.25 In rural areas, the universal service goal IS 

especially clear: 26 

Consumers in all regions of the Nation, including low-income 
consumers and those in rural, insuJar, and high cost areas, should 
have access to telecommunications and information services, 
including interexchange services and advanced 
telecommunications and information services, that are reasonably 
comparable to those services provided in urban areas and that are 
available at rates that are reasonably comparable to rates charged 
for similar services in urban areas. 

To accomplish this goal, a competitive universal service framework has been established 

with consumers benefiting from competing carriers vying for their business based upon price, 

service offerings, coverage, and service quality. T -Mobile is uniquely positioned m the 

marketplace, offering consumers the best pnce and customer service combination III the 

marketplace. For example, T-Mobile: 

• 	 has been consistently rated best in customer service by JD Power and 

Associates as recently as February 2009; 

• 	 leads the industry in offering "Even More" unlimited calling plans; and 

• 	 is a leader in the wireless industry by offering consumers discounted early 

termination fees. 

T-Mobile's designation as an ETC will enable the Company to bring these innovative and 

competitive services to consumers throughout its designated service area, which will lead to 

incumbent carriers expanding their service offerings, service quality, and customer service for 

the benefit of consumers.27

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IV. CERTIFICATION FOR USE OF UNIVERSAL SERVICE FUNDS 

T-Mobile certifies that it will use federal high-cost universal service support only for the 

provision, maintenance, and upgrading of facilities and services for which the support is 

intended, in accordance with 47 USC § 2S4(e). T-Mobile's high-cost certification pursuant to 

47 CFR § 54.314(a) is attached hereto as Exhibit G. 

To ensure that T -Mobile's receipt of federal universal service support is effective as of its 

designation date, it is requested that the Commission provide a supplemental certification for T­

Mobile's use of universal service support. The FCC rules expressly provide for the filing of 

supplemental certifications for new ETC designations. 

V. CONCLUSION 

T -Mobile has demonstrated that it possesses sufficient technical, financial, and 

managerial resources and abil i ties to provide uni versa! service in the areas requested. T­

Mobile's application has also demonstrated its compliance with the various requirements set 

forth by the FCC and this Commission, and accordingly, granting this Petition will be in the 

public interest by affording customers the opportunity to receive service from an established 

wireless services provider. 
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WHEREFORE, T-Mobile South LLC respectfully requests that the Florida Public 

Service Commission grant this application and specifically: 

A. Designate T-Mobile as an eligible telecommunications carrier for purposes of 

receiving federal universal service support in the State of Florida; 

B. Designate each of the ILEC exchanges on Exhibit A as the T -Mobile service area 

for purposes of detennining universal service obligations and support mechanisms; 

C. Direct the Commission Clerk to send the appropriate notice of the order 

designating T-Mobile as an ETC in the State of Florida for the Exhibit A ILEC exchanges to the 

Federal Communications Commission and the Universal Service Administrative Company; and 

D. Order such other relief as may be appropriate.
