
RESOLUTION N O . 2  

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF BAY HARBOR ISLANDS, 
FLORIDA, URGING THE FLORIDA PUBLIC SERVICE 
COMMISION TO DENY FLORIDA POWER & LIGHT'S 
MARCH 18, 2009 APPLICATION REQUESTING APPROVAL 
TO INCREASE CUSTOMER BASIC ELECTRIC RATES 
AMOUNTING TO APPROXIMATELY $1.4 BILLION 
ANNUALLY OVER 2 YEARS; PROVIDING FUR 
TRANSMITTAL; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFEtXIVE 
DATE. 

WHEREAS, Florida Power & Light (FPL), Florida's largest public utility, filed an application with 
the Public Service Commission (FPSC) on March 18,2009 requesting approval to increase cuSfOmcI basic 
elemic rates amounting to approximately $1.4 billion annually over 2 years which will result in an increase 
of approximately $12.55 per month, or 30 % above present rates far a residential customer using I.000 
Kwh per month; and 

WHEREAS, in January 2010, the FPSC is expected to make a 6ual decision on FPL's rate increase 
request and it is projected that cusfomBI w i U  see any rate changes in their bilk beginning in Mach 2010; 
and 

WHEREAS, this rate increase request has been opposed by Florida Governor Charlie Chrkt, 
Florida Aaorney G e n d  Bill McCullotn, State of Florida Public Counncl J.R. Kelly, AARP, the Florida 
Retail Federation, south Florida Hospital and Healthcare Association, Florida Ind&al Power UYI'E 
Gmup and othm; and 

WHEREAS, during these very tough economic times, with one of the highest unemployment and 
fmeclom rates in the wmhy, no cost of living increase in Social Seclnity paymen& announced for 20 IO, 
higher water, sewer and insurance rates for many, the cusfomers of FPL cannot afiord ins- to their 
monthly rrpenses to wver the coat of substantially higher basic electric rates; and 

WHEREAS, FPL residential customers will not only be directly impaetcd via their electric bills but 
will also have to pay more for goods and services as government and business entities will need to pass on 
the higher wst of doing business as a result of higher electric rates; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Council finds objecting to FPL's request for an increase in customer basic 
electric rates to be in the best interrat of the citizens and residents of the Town. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF 
BAY HARBOR ISLANDS, FLORIDA: 

Findiom The foregoing whereas clauses are hereby ratified and incoporated as the 
legislarive intent of this Resolution.
