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(3) The Applicant requests approval of proposed water and wastewater 

tariffs, attached hereto as Exhibit "A", authorizing Applicant to collect NSF charges in 

accordance with Section 68.065, Florida Statutes, and Section 832.08(5), Florida 

Statutes. 

(4) The Applicant proposes to set the charges for dishonored or NSF checks 

at the amounts established by the Florida Legislature in Section 68.065(2), Florida 

Statutes, and Section 832.08(5), Florida Statutes.
